Open House For SCS Plant Materials 
Center Scheduled Friday Afternoon

An open house will be held 
at the Soil Conservation Serv­
ice Plant Materials Center Fri­
day afternoon, Oct. 15, from 1 
until 5 o’clock. Everybody is in­
vited to come out and see this 
new installation. Drive north 
out of Knox City approximate­
ly two miles and turn west at 
the Pan American office on 
the Benjamin highway. The 
Plant Materials Center is ap­
proximately 2 V2 miles to the 
west on the north side of the 
road.

Groups will be conducted 
through the Center every hour. 
In the meantime everybody is 
welcome to walk around the 
fields and look at the seed clean­
ing equipment.

This is the first year for the 
Plant Materials Center. Approx­
imately 17 of the 60 acres have 
been planted to grass. Over 100 
different species were planted 
in 20 foot rows for observation 
purposes.

This area covers about two 
acres. The other 15 acres is 
planted to 23 different collec- 
Uons of grass in fields ranging 
in size from one acre to one 
tenth acre. In addition, a com­
plete seed' cleaning plant is

available for processing seed 
harvested at the Center.

The purpose of the Plant Ma­
terials Center is to assemble, 
evaluate and produce grasses 
and legumes for the range, pas­
ture and other soil conservation 
programs in Texas. Promising 
grasses are assembled from 
many sources and studied' at the 
Center.

Those that might have prom­
ise are produced in limited quan­
tities and planted in field trials 
on the farms and ranches of 
Soil Conservation District coop­
erators. If they prove out in the 
trial plantings seed will then be 
made available to growers for 
commercial production.

New Approach To Teaching Biology Is 
Developed By American Cancer Society

An exciting approach to the 
teaching of biology has been de­
veloped by the American Can­
cer Society in its new handbook 
“Biology Experiments for High 
School Students.”

The book consists of 29 exper­
iments designed and explained 
by researchers actually involved 
in laboratory work.

Learning by doing is the key 
to the new book. Experiments 
are suggested for both independ­
ent and supervised class work, 
as well as several to be demon­
strated by the teacher.

These have been given to ev­
ery sichool superintendent in 
Texas and to supervisors of all 
parochial s:cihools. More than 
6,000 copies will be distributed 
to biology teachers throughout 
the state from the Texas Divi­
sion of the American Cancer 
Society.

“The most exciting results of

using these new books,” said 
Doctor Harold H. Diehl, Past 
Dean of Minnesota Medical 
School, “is the awareness stu­
dents gain of the scientific meth­
od and its uses in laboratory 
problem solving.”

The experiments are each de­
signed to teach real and practi­
cal laboratory tflinding .̂ They 
range from studies of human 
blood clotting to growth of tum­
ors.

Dr. Diehl, who is currently 
Senior Vice President for Re-| 
search of the American Cancer. 
Society has added, “We are ex-j 
cited about this new book. We 
hope it will be widely used in 
Texas this year. Through its 
use ,our science students will 
gain a deeper appreciation of 
the challenges involved in mod­
ern cancer biological research.”

WHEN TEARS FLOV/
Weeping and wailing in the big 

trial scene is something that 
happens not only in the mov­
ies. In actual life too, especially 
in serious crimintl cases, gust;- 
of emotion often ruffle the judi­
cial calm of tlie courtroom.

Tins raises a touchy problem. 
Won’t the tears of the victim, or 
cf the victim’s family, stir pre­
judice against the person accus­
ed of the crime?

The danger is real. The poet 
Ovid said tears can melt iron. 
They can also shape the minds 
and conquer the , hearts . of a 
jury. ■ In some ' circum'stances a 
court will find an outburst so 
compelling as to invalidate the 
entire proceedings. Then, in all 
fairness to the defendant, there 
must be a new trial and a new 
jury.

In one case involving seduc­
tion, the accusing girl collaps­
ed on the witness stand. Her 
mother, coming to her aid, broke 
into a torrent of tears.

“Nobody knows how we have 
suffered over this trouble!” she 
wailed. “Lordi have mercy on 
us!”

Such poignant drama, in full 
view of the jury, was held the 
grounds for a new trial. The 
court said there was too much 
chance that sympathy, not rea­
son, would guide the jury to its 
verdict.

However, in less extreme cir­
cumstances, the law relies on 
timely action by the trial judge 
to minimize the possibility of 
prejudice. For example:

In a manslaughter case, the 
victim’s aunt began weeping at 
the sight of his bloody clothing.

WANTED BY THE FBI

ALSON THOMAS WAHRLICH %  #
Wahrlich, one of the FBI’s “Ten Most Wanted Fugitives,” ' is 

wanted for unlawful interstate flight to avoid prosecution for the 
crime of kidnaping. He allegedly abducted a 6-year-old Arizona 
girl in Tucson, Arizona, on April 16,1964, and brutally beat, choked, 
and sexually molested her before leaving her abandoned in the same 
city. A Federal warrant was issued at Tucson on April 28, 1964, 
charging Wahrlich with unlawful interstate flight to avoid 
prosecution for this offense.

A white American, Wahrlich was horn in Rensselaer County, New 
York, on February 4, 1936. He is 5' 2" tall, weighs 135 to 140 
pounds, wears glasses, has blue eyes, brown hair, a medium build and 
a medium complexion. He has a scar on his left shoulder, a vaccina­
tion scar on his left arm, a scar oil each side of his abdomen, and a 
tattoo of a heart and the name “Cindy” on his left arm.

Wahrlich has worked as a truck driver, ranch worker, dishwasher, 
house trailer repairman, hospital orderly, insurance salesman, and 
ice cream truck vendor. He is very interested in ^ns and strongly 
prefers traveling by personally owned car. Wahrlich reportedly has 
mental blackouts, has been previously imprisoned for aggravated 
assault, child molesting, and a crime against nature. He repo^dly 
is armed with a pistol and is said to carry a surgical scalpel in his 
trouser’s pocket. Consider him armed and extremely dangerous.
