■ Congressman Purcell said the 

farmers plight was serioUs and 
.that the trend of his income go­
ing down and retail prices go­
ing up were hard to get straight.

One reason he pointed out 
was that today with 180 million 
people to feed and clothe there 
are only 2,000 buyers whereas 
20 years ago there were several 
thousand buyers. There isn’t as 
much competition in the country 
as there once was, he said.

He told the group he did not 
mean to be critical w;ith retail 
outlets, but that it was all a 
way of nature and that it was 
something that had to be under­
stood.

“I’m not implying this is dis­
honest . . .  is a part of the 
way of life to get as big as pos­
sible and as powerful as you 
can get,” he said.

He said an FtIA (Farmers 
Homie Administration) would in 
a short time have a full time 
office for people of this area, 
instead of the one in Seymour.

As for the wheat program, 
Cong. Purcell said he felt it was 
the best legislation they had 
ever gotten for the wheat farm­
er. '

WITNESS STAND JITTERS
Right now, cases are pouring 

into our legal channels at the 
record rate of half a million 
every week. One result is a 
growing likelihood that you 
yourself, some day soon, will 
be summoneidi to the courtroom) 
to be a witness.

Many people get the jitters 
at the mere thought. A woman 
witness was so flustered that, 
when asked for her age, she 
gave her bust measurement in­
stead. A man, when asked if he 
wanted to clarify a point, blurt­
ed out that he would “rather 
depend on the ignorance of the 
court.”

No dbubt the very setting of 
a courtroom helps to frighten 
the witness. Above him sits the 
robed: judge, majestically rep­
resenting the awesome might of 
the law. In front of him, hang­
ing on his every word, sit the 
embattled litigants and their at­
torneys. Strangers in the jury 
box study him intently to see if 
he is telling the truth.

Yet, if you should be called 
upon to t e s t ify , you might find 
reassurance in a few fundamen­
tal facts:

1. You are a witness, not an 
actor. You are not expected to 
give a smooth anid polished per­
formance. Remember that the 
jurors, too, are in unfamiliar 
surroundings — likely to know 
just how you feel. Sincerity, not 
glibness, will impress them 
most.

2. You have powerful allies. 
One is the lawyer who summon­
ed you. And the judge has ev­
ery reason to be patient and 
sympathetic. The more he helps 
you to do your job, the more 
you are helping him to do his.

3. Tliat big bugaboo, cross- 
examination, is usually not ter­
rifying. Tell the truth and you 
have nothing to fear. The slash­
ing, bullying cross-examination, 
so often seen on TV, is seldom 
seen in court.

After all, a lawyer’s cross ex­
amination — like a wife’s cross 
examination of her tardy hus­
band — has one main purpose: 
to probe for lies. Unless the op­
posing attorney has good reason 
to think you are lying, he is 
not likely to treat you roiighly. 
He would be running too much 
risk of winding up as a villian 
in the eyes ol the jury.

Why not see for yourself? Bê  
fore your own day in court, visit 
a courtroom to watch what goes 
on. For witness stand jitters, 
familiarity is the best antidote 
of all.

Small Business 
Center OK’d For 
Aspermont Area

Aspermont Small Business 
Development Center, the first 
such office approved for Texas 
and the first rural project in the 
nation, will receive a grant of 
$29,890 fr<^ the Office of Eco­
nomic Opportunity.

The grant wont to the Small 
Business Development Corp., 
of Aspermont, headed by Afton 
Willingham of Paducah. Will­
ingham, in cooperation with 
Stonewall County Chamber of 
Commerce, organized the deve­
lopment center to serve a 15 
county area.

The center will approve loans 
up to $25,000 to private or small 
businesses, with an interest rate 
of between 4 and 5̂ 2 percent.

First National Bank of Asper- 
mont will act as depository for 
the office. Local banks will be 
able to participate in the loans 
from 10 to 100 per cent. They 
will be protected by a govern­
ment guarantee.

Although the national aver­
age on such loans is $8,000, the 
Aspermont center will be au­
thorized to loan up to $25,000.

Counties to be served from 
the center are Childress, Cottle, 
Dickens, Foard, Fisher, Harde­
man, Haskell, Jones, Kent, King, 
Knox, Hall, Stonewall, Motley, 
and Briscoe.

Seed Saved May 
Mean Money Lest

Cotton farmers who save and 
plant their own or their neigh-> 
bor’s seed — a predominant 
practice on the High Plains— 
may well lose lint production 
worth over $30 per acre at 27 
cents per pound.

This is the conclusion drawn, 
by Lavon L. Ray, Assistant Ag­
ronomist at the South Plains 
Research and Extension Ceai- 
ter, following comparative yield 
tests of “farmer-saved” seed lines 
and a line from the seed pro­
ducer. Ten lines of a popular 
variety saved by farmers for 
planting in Crosby County av­
eraged 505 pounds lint produc­
tion per acre, compared with 
621 pounds per acre yielded by 
seed of the same variety coming 
direct from the seed producer. 
The 118 pound difference, at 27 
cents amounts to a dollar-loss 
of $31.32 per acre.

“And since all seed lines were 
planted and grown under iden­
tical conditions, the inevitable 
conclusion is that the seed them­
selves were responsible for the 
variance in yield,” Ray said.

“The production of quality 
planting seed requires a great 
deal of technology, and skill and 
attention to detail,” Ray con­
tinued, and added that: “Most 
farmers, even if they have the 
required know-how and manag­
erial ability, are not equipped to 
properly handle and process 
planting seed and cannot give 
the attention needed for a good 
job.”

In 1963 a ‘planter box’ survey 
was conducted in Crosby Coun­
ty by Plains Cotton Growers, 
Inc., with the cooperation of 
the SPREC, Texas Planting 
Seed Association and others, 
and the ten farmer-saved seed 
lines were among over 80 samp­
les of one variety taken from 
growers at planting time. All of 
the 80 samples were of seed sav­
ed by a farmer from his own or 
a neighbor’s crop, as were 97 
per cent of all samples taken in 
the survey.

When planted in yield trials in 
1963 these eighty samples pro­
duced yields varying as much 
as 300 pounds line per acre, 
and in view of the wide yield 
idjfference, the five high and 
the five low yielding lines were

saved for further testing in 1964, 
The 621 pound production from 
the seed producer line in 1964 
was 87 pounds above the aver­
age of the five ‘high’ lines and 
144 pounds better than the ‘low’ 
average.

Ray pointed out that: “Even 
taking the high  ̂average for 
farmer-saved seed, at 27 cents 
per pound a farmer is lasing 
$23.49 per acre anid that figure 
applied to the High Plains as a 
whole reveals a staggering in­
come loss to the area.”

Yield losses from farmer-sav­
ed seed, Ray believes, is be­
cause of the difficulty in main­
taining a pure variety under ord­
inary field) conditions. He bases! 
this belief on the fact that most 
seed breeders agree it is more 
difficult to maintain a cotton 
variety than it is to develop 
that variety originally.

To avoid such losses and ach­
ieve maxintum lint and dollar 
production per acre, Ray sug­
gests farmers follow three sim­
ple rules:

(1) Select a good, high-yield­
ing variety that will produce a 
quality fil^r;

(2) Use sound seed with good 
germination, avoiding seed 
which have been weathered in 
the field or stored at high hu­
midity and temperature, and 
also of prime importance.

(3) Make certain that your 
seed) source supplies you with 
the best and purest available 
seed of the variety you have se­
lected.

Differently Than We See Ourselves

wise old Scotsman Robert 
Burns might well have spoken 
for Texas when he pleaded the 
power “to see ourselves as oth­
ers see us.”

For other Americans see Tex­
as quite /differently t h a n  do 
Texans. And many Texans, 
themselves are not much help in 
correcting a general image of 
Texas as a pretty bleak place in 
which to vacation.

•Such is the substance of mas­
sive research revealed by the 
Texas Tourist Development 
Agency. The tax-supported ag­
ency is charged with putting 
the state's best facets forwiard 
with advertising and promotion 
aimed at increasing the Texas 
share in the $30 billion U. S. 
tourist market.

To guide its advertising and 
publicity programs TTDA com­
missioned the Bdlden Associates 
research organiztaion to study 
the American public’s attitudes 
on Texas as a vacationland. The 
study was the first of its kind 
in the state’s history.

The research firm polled peo­
ple nationwide in lengthy depth 
interviews. Its findings were 
then confirmed statistically on 
a broader population base by 
the Gallup Poll. By and large, 
the picture proved less than 
good.

Most people described Texas 
as big, hot, dry, and barren.

Even many out of state people 
who have driven across Texas 
believe this, and the belief is 
fortified by Hollywood tv and 
even by Texans, themselves, a- 
mong those who haven’t seen 
Texas.

Few subjects knew that Texas 
boasts any plus values what­
ever. They had no idea Texas 
offers attractions like forests, 
lakes, water sports, hunting and 
fishing, or ocean beaches. Stim­
ulated to reveal their feelings 
about Texas mountains, many 
people responded, “What moun­
tains?”

So*me people conceded that 
Texas might contain rolling 
hills — but not one suspected 
that Texas has mighty peaks 
more than a mile high. A big 
majority believed Texas to be 
flat, with only oil wells and 
ranches, relieving the monotomy.

things to do and comfortable cli­
mate.

Potential visitors also cited 
the appeals of sports events, 
good accommodtaions and en­
tertainment, friendly people and 
easy access.

All in all, the Belden organi­
zation concluiied that Texas has 
excellent potential in luring 
new visitors, since it’s blessed 
with man of the allures they 
seek. The product is a good one 
but a widespread mistaken no­
tion of what Texas is really 
like must be corrected, Belden 
says.

The sweeping variety of Texas 
attractions^ ranging from un­
cluttered beaches to magnif­
icent mountains to sylvan for­
ests to unexcelled inland waters 
is almost unknown to outsiders.

The grandeur of Texas needs 
increased exploitation, opinion 
probes indicate.

At the same time, another 
impression needs softening, ac­
cording to researchers: The im­
age of Texas as just a cowboy 
state. The American vacationer 
today is going West, they dis­
covered, but not Western. It is 
the scenic grandeur of the West 
that attracts visitors — much 
more so than do cow'boys, In­
dians and rodeos.

Researchers point to the signal 
success of California and Flor­
ida in tourism as holding bright 
promise for Texas. California 
is similarly diversified. Florida 
makes an asset of its sunshine 
and salubrious climate.

Sadly, the Texas parallel to 
California’s host of things to 
do and see seems widely un­
known. And ironically, the Tex­
as clim{ate — which in the south 
is a great deal like that of Flor- 
thing, not as a asset, by most out- 
landers interviewed.

But Belden believes the neg-1  
ative public attitude about hot* 
Texas weather can be offset in 
stressing by advertising, public- * 
ity and word of mouth:

That virtually all vacation 
facilities in Texas are air-condi­
tioned.

That 
many of them were holding 
Texas back as it moved to make 
its place in the sun in the very 
co-mpetitive business of drawing 
and holding tourists.

The number of screwworm 
cases in Texas rose to 14 last 
week, the highest reported dur­
ing any one week since August 
8-14.

The appropriations bill for the 
screwworm eradication program 
passed just before Congress ad­
journed. The requirement that 
Federal funds must be match- 
Bulldogs.
ed dollar for dollar by non-fed- 
eral money was deleted by a 
conference committee composed 
of House and Senate members. 
Matching funds will still be 
required in meeting the costs 
of treating screwworm out­
breaks inside the United States, 
however, the mjaintenance of the 
barner zone along the US-Mex- 
ico border has become a Federal 
responsibility.

Since the eradication cam­
paign got underway in Febru­
ary, 1962, the industry and state 
legislatures in Texas, New Mex- 
dco, Okjahclpia, Arkansas and 
Louisiana have put up approx­
imately $7,500,000, or roughly 
half the total funds expended. 
The livestock industry alone, 
through the Southwest Animal 
health Research Foundation, 
raised nearly $4 million on a 
voluntary basis to carry on the 
project.

An extra $25 per calf is worth 
working for, and it looks like 
this can be realized in many 
cases.

It is an accepted fact that 
cattle buyers pay a higher price 
for lighter calves of the same 
quality as their heavier cousins.

Even though you might get 
a higher price for lighter weight 
calves, you may still be losing 
money compared to raising and 
selling heavier calves. A com­
parison was made of 32 lots of 
;calves sold at the McArthur 
Feeder Sales of 1962, ’63 and 
’64. These lots consisted of 
heavy calves and light calves 
from the same ranch, the calves 
being sorted for size prior t0‘ 
the sale. Quality in the same 
lots from the same ranch was 
similar-

The light weight lots aver­
aged 359 pounds, and the heavy 
weight lots averaged 473 pounds. 
The records showed that the 
buyers paid approximately one 
cent per pound more for the 
light weight calves.

Coiripari^4 “and t ' litht
calves  ̂ froin the " indiyid̂ ual 
ranches, the heavy “ca l ves  
brought anywhere from $12.50 
to over $38 more per head than 
did the light weights. The av­
erage difference per head was 
$24.36 in favor of the heavier 
calves, even though the light 
weight calves brought a cent 
more per pound.

There are a number of ways 
to increase weaning weights. 
One method, that is probably the 
least expensive, is to cull the
