The cotton quota vote coming 
up on Nov. 23, wiR mark the 
13th consecutive year in which 
growers have voted on market­
ing quotas for their upland cot­
ton crop, Arnold J. NavratU, 
chairman, Agricultural Stabili­
zation and Conservation Knox 
County Committee, said today.

‘̂Beginning with the referen­
dum on marketing quotas for 
the 1954 crop, growers have ap­
proved quotas for each year’s 
cotton crop,” he stated. “In the 
vote last year, on quotas for the
1965 upland cotton crop, 96.2 
per cent of the growers voting 
approved the quo(tas.”

By law, quotas must be pro­
claimed by the Secretary of 
Agriculture in years when the 
cotton supply exceeds normal. 
That is the case this year.

The carryover of upland cotton 
on Aug. 1, of this year was 14.2 
million bales. With 1965cax>p 
yields inidicated at a record high 
of 534 pounds per acre, domes­
tic usage plus exports during this 
markeiting year is expected to 
be less than the 1965 crop, and 
carryover is expected to increase 
to about 15.7 miLHion bales by 
Aug. 1, 1966. The previous high 
was 14.4 million bales in 1956.

If at least two-thirds of the 
growers voting in the referen­
dum approve quotas for the ’66 
upland cotton crop, growers who 
agree t|o reduce thejir cottoni 
acreage below the effective farm 
allotment will have a broad pro­
gram available, offering loans, 
and price support and diversion, 
payments.

Marketing quota penalties 
would apply to any excess cot­
ton produced on a farm. How­
ever, growers would also have 
the chance ,to produce cotton for 
export only, without marketing 
penalljtes or igovernment sub­
sidy.

If more than one-third of the 
voters oppose quotas for toe
1966 crop, toe regular allotment 
program will remain in effect, 
and price support will be avail­
able to growers who do not ex­
ceed their acreage allotments at 
50 per cent of j)arity, as provid-

transfers outside the particular 
county but within toe state. The 
outcome of the marketing quota 
referendum, however, will have 
no effect on the lease or sale 
of allotments.

All farmers who engaged in 
the production o f upland cotton 
in 1965 are eligible to vote in 
the November 23 referendxim.

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YOUTH S H O ILI BE APPLAUDED

We 'have mudh to be grateful 
®or. Wben I read about power 
fiaiiuros' in the Bast, demonstra­
tions in the South, smog in 
the West, and crime and conges­
tion in the North, I’m thankful 
that I live in an area relatively 
free from strife, crime, pollut- 
Odi air, and the pressures of city 
living. But most of all I’m grate­
ful for the people of our com- 
anunity, especially the students 
and’ young people'

Much is written ■ (today about 
(the (increased crime' rate among 
juveniles, about /the irrespon­
sibility cf youtĥ ; about moral 
degeneration among young peo- 
p4e. This may be true in the 
larger cites, but'in working close­
ly with the students of our eom- 
imanity I find them to be polite, 
friendly, perceptdve, and concern- 
eidi about the problems facing 
all of us.

Young people often have a 
clear and unfettered outlook 
that can be most refreshing.

IFor example — reeenl l̂y I 
asked) my Freshman Engli£ih 
Class what they felt could be 
done to improve our city. Ideas

were presented, knocked back
and foatih, accepted or rejected 
wiah remarkable insight. My im­
pression was that they were 
far more concerned about ‘adult’ 
problems than n>ost adults would 
imagine. While all of them 
agreed tbat Knox City was in­
deed a wonderful place to live, 
(they abio felt that there were* 
several tihings that could be done 
to make our town an even better 
place to live.

One of the first things men­
tioned was the need for more 
recreati'oinal facilities for young 
people ami adults. An indoor 
movie, miniature golf, and skat­
ing rink were mentioned as be­
ing desirable and yet they were, 
praotiical enough to know that 
there might not be enough sup­
port for any of these to make 
(them feasible for our town.

However, they did feel that 
our tennis courts could be put 
in order for a. relatively small 
amount. New nets, sweeping the 
courts, painting new lines, and: 
cleaming the weeds from adija 
cent areas were mentioned af) 
needed. Tennis is and can be a 
fine recreational sport for both'
