And, in obedience to 
the tails that turned up, they 
txmught in a verdict oif guilty. 
Bqt when the fajcts came to the 
attentiosn of the court, the ver- 
diot was s^t aside.

For the law does not recog­
nize coindjossing as a legitimate 
method o f (doing the job of a 
jury. Nor does it recognize cut 
!ting cards or drawing lots, which 
jurors have also been known to 
(try. As one court , put it:

“Nothing short of a free and 
deliberate finding, made upon 
a conscientious conviction of the 
judgments Of all the j u r o r s, 
will satisfy the law.”

Anlqther shortcut, sometimes 
resorted to by a jury in fixing 
the amount of idlamages, is 
known as the “quotient verdict.” 
In (this method each juror writes' 
down how many dollars he rec­
ommends. Then the figures are 
added up iand divided by 12 to 
get the final amount.

It is true that the quotient 
verdict is not as haphazard as 
(the ooin verdict,. It is also true 
that suich calculations could be 
a helpful step in the process of 
deliberating.

Nevertheless, courts generally 
frown on, quotient verdilots. The

Quite properly, jurors are re­
luctant to wind up deadlocked. 
(Oina jury, rather than ad,mit de­
feat, brought in a verdict of “al­
most guilty”).

And quite properly jurors 
want to speed the wheels of 
justice.

But speed iŝ  not all important. 
Of what value is a quick ven 
diet that makes a mockery of 
trial by jury? Batter slow justice 
than no justice.

During the summer of 1965 
four (insect survey teams con­
sisting of two men each, worked 
in the Rolling Plains area.

Fund's for three of these' 
teams were furnished by the 
Boiling Plains Cotton Growers, 
Inc., and funds for one team 
were furnished by the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 
The entomologists of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
supervised these teams and is­
sued a weekly report on the 
cotton insect situation.

volved obtaining such informa­
tion as distribution of various 
insects, first appearance and 
build-ups, hot-spot areas and 
seasonal populations.

Each team covered a seven 
or eight county area with a tot­
al of 31 counties surveyed. The 
teams inspected a minimum of 
four fields per county at week­
ly intervals.

These fields wiere selected 
with 'the aid of county agricul­
tural agents on the basis of past 
history and' heavy insect popula­
tions. These fields were inspect­
ed for all insects and not limit­
ed strictly to boll weevils. In­
spections began the first week 
of June and continued through 
August.

This year’s survey showed that 
early season pests such as 
thrips, aphids, spider mites, cut­
worms, garden webworms and 
yellow-striped armyworms were 
rather widespread over the area. 
Almost every county reported 
these (pests but the degree of 
infestation varied considerably. 
Grasshoppers were present early 
and caused considerable damage 
in some areas, pariticularly in 
Shackelford, Throckmorton and 
Foard counties. Fleahopper 
counts (began to Increase dur­
ing the week of June 29th over 
the area as a whole. Activity 
continued over a rather wide­
spread area; however, popula­
tions were generally lig% to 
moderate with counts varying 
considerably.

Boliworms were generally 
I'iglit; however, several areas re­
ported heavy locally damaging 
infestations particularly in irri­
gated cotton. Irrigated cotton in 
Cottle, Hardeman, Baylor, ELnox 
and Haskell counties received 
the heaviest damage.

Boll Weevils were first ob­

served during the week of June 
14 from early cotton in Knox 
County. By the week of June 
21st, overwintered weevils were 
reported from 15to 31 counties. 
Boll weevils were heavier in the 
northern and southern portions 
of the area, but there were heavy 
local populations in other areas.

The fields in Knox County 
that were surveyed by one of the 
two man teams were located on 
the farms of Carl Chafih, Knox 
City; Edward Smith, Munday; 
Bill Rutledge, just north of the 
Brazos near Hefner and Louis 
Baty, Gilliland.

As most farmers know, boll 
weevils e/merged from hiberna­
tion in the largest num>bers ev­
er noted in the history of Knox 
County. Louis Baty did a good 
job in reducing the population 
to- prac tit ally nothin g.

Then the (dry weather came; 
and he quit poisoning. The siir- 
vey team shows (the result im 
their weekly count. The buildup 
continued thrmigh the 'dry hot 
wieather until it reached an av­
erage of 3696 actual weevils per 
acre in mid-August.

Boll weevils were the worst 
in September that they have 
probably ever, been, all over the 
coimty. This will mean that a 
large pQpulation will go into hib­
ernation again this year.

Fleahoppers were present in 
small numlbers when the sur­
vey began the first week in June. 
They wiere a continuous prob'- 
lem tbrough the week of July 
23 as reflected in the records'. '

Boliworms were never found 
in the cotton of Louis Baty dur­
ing the survey. Some eggs were 
noted but never gave any trou­
ble. The other fielidSs surveyed 
were an enjtirely different mat­
ter, however.
