Brave men fought for a cause 
that they believed would exist.

Today, very few of us rea­
lize the great struggle that 
they underwent. It is very hard 
for "one to comprehend all of 
the hardships, all of the bur­
dens that they carried, all the 
affilictions that they bore, and 
the many tasks that they per­
formed. Today, in our modem 
world, we have very few times 
faced the difficulties and con­
cern for ovu: liberties as those 
two centuries ago, did.

LIBERTY is just a word that 
means: exemption from sla­
very, bondage or imprisonment.

DEMOCRACY is just merely 
a term representing a govern­
ment that the people control.

These two words, liberty and 
democract, were symbols to 
the colonists who did not have 
them iind were willing to fight 
and give up their lives for 
them.

Symbols are objects that are 
desired.

In times today, our main sym­
bols are: Money—Success------
NOT keeping our liberties and 
using them; NOT cultivating our 
form of democracy to yet a 
better form which can never 
be torn down.

After the toil and labor that 
our forefathers exercised to 
build this great country, it is
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nearing destruction and demor­
alization.

Our American Democracy is 
a great and sacred thing. A 
thing that should be given con­
siderable thought to. A thing 
that should not be abused nor 
attacked.

Our democracy is to be rul­
ed by the people, but in our 
society today very few people 
participate.

My generation and yours must 
uo something about this situa­
tion as it is nc',v.

My ideas of a democracy is 
based upon gratification to the 
various Leedoms and rights 
that we are able to have in 
that democracy.

Very few people stop to con­
sider what it would be like if 
we did not have the freedom 
of our basic rights of human 
beings.

In o\ir country, if we do not 
agree with a person or an ar­
ticle, we can make it known.

We do not have to be fearful 
of the high authorities.

Today, if we have problems 
and troubles, we usually turn 
to God. In other covmtries, they 
do not even believe that there 
is a God. HOW—HOW can a per­
son look out at the heavens, 
at day and at night; seeing the 
beautiful blue sky; the yellow, 
warm s\m; the millions of stars; 
and the great moon and still 
say that there is no Great Be- 
ing-thereis no God?

Democracy, to me, is the 
freedom of religion. For with­
out freedom of religion, we 
would believe not in God—not 
in the Bible, but in men; sin­
ful men.

Without God, our country 
could not have been what is 
is now. Without God, we could 
not be very wise or attain 
help for our many troubles. In 
God’ s word are many great in­
spirations that helpsd the men 
write our Constitution; and 
many thoughts to be reasoned 
out; such as:

“ I would that ye were rather 
cold or hot than luke-warm.”  
This scripture is usually re- 
fered to the church; but in 
this case, let us direct it to 
our country and what the peo­
ple are feeling about their coun­
try. What are the people becom­
ing to ourcountry-Luke-warm? 
They are not hot with patro- 
tism; nor cold with indiffer­
ence—but Luke-warm.

As I stated before— my 
generation and yours must do 
something about this situation 
as it is now.

Such as Abraham Lincoln sta­
ted in his Gettsyburg Address: 
“ It is for us, the living rather 
to be dedicated, here, to the 
unfinished work that they have 
thus far so nobly carried on. 
It is rather for us to be here 
dedicated to the great task re­
maining before us; that from 
these honored dead we take in­
creased devotion to that cause 
for which they here gave the 
last full measure of devotion;

Educators no longer apol­
ogize for athletic programs in 
the United States, said Burl 
Huffman, freshman coach at 
Texas Tech, Tuesday night, 
“ they brag about it.”

Huffman told the audience 
at the annual Knox City High 
School football banquet that at­
hletics is no longer consider­
ed “ frills”  but a vital part 
of the educational process.

“ We have to have athletics 
as part of the educational sys­
tem of America,”  he contin­
ued. “ Coaches feel we’ re 
teaching something that needs 
to be taught and can’ t be learn­
ed anywhere else.”

He challenged Knox City youth 
to give 110 per cent effort, to 
“ beat somebody”  and pay the 
price to reach their goals.

Hounds Rebuild 
For This Year

Looking like a cat which had just eaten nine out of 
a possible 11 canaries. Greyhound cage Coach O’Neal 
Weaver grinned as he sipped his coffee and talked about 
his young, short roundballers.

“ Nobody expected us to do much this year,”  he ad­
mitted. This was the Greyhound’ s year to rebuild from 
a senior team last season which won its zone in the 
basketball competition.

This year’ s Hounds only stand at an average of about 
5-9 and need elevated shoes to see over the free throw 
line. Only one starter returned, and only one other member of 
the team got to play any basketball last year. Take away 
one senior, and the first seven men on the squad are 
juniors and sophomores.

But after the smoke from the season’ s opening gun 
has been blown away, the young Greyhounds have won 
nine cage contests and only dropped two— thelossescoming 
to 2-A Hamlin which the Hounds also drubbed out of 
their own tournament in the first of three meetings be­
tween the two clubs already this year. Knox City also 
won the Hamlin Tournament and won consolation in the 
Haskell meet.

Weaver took another sip of his coffee, grinned ^nd tried 
to explain how the Hounds keep hanging scalps of teams 
such as Aspermont and Jayton on their belts in a year 
when they’ re supposed to be rebuilding.

“ What this team lacks in size, it makes up for in hus­
tle. They’ ve got more enthusiasm than any team I’ ve 
seen in a long time.

“ These are the boys who had to play defense against 
our last year’ s team in practice. They ran the other team’ s 
offense, and learned to handle that basketball passing 
against our zone.”  But no more zone for the Knox City 
boys this year. Weaver’ s cagers play man-to-man and 
run the ball. He smiled, “ We start picking them up as 
soon as they come in the door.”

The Hounds have to hustle down the court and get 
their shots before the other team’ s big boys get set, 
he explained.

The team that Knox City is “ rebuilding”  with looks 
like this:

ALEX WATSON—a 5-11 senior who started on last 
year’ s squad, “ doesn’ t shoot much but is the playmaker, 
exceptional ball handler, real good passer, real color­
ful, fast, always ready to play,”  made the Hamlin Tour­
nament all-star team, and Weaver said “ talks the op­
ponents out of 25 points a game.”

JERRY MYERS—a 5-8 jxmior who was the sixth man 
on last year’ s team, “ outstanding defensive ballplayer 
who you just assign a man and don’ t worry about him 
any more, good scorer, averaging in double figures.”

CARL BROCK—this year’ s “ big boy”  on the team at 
6 feet, a junior, picked as best post man in Hamilin 
Tourney for all-star team, “ good jump and hook shot, 
fakes well with good moves under the basket,”  avera­
ging in double figures.

JOHNNY rVIE—a 5-10 junior who is “ always a good 
defensive player and scores well at times on offense, 
good outside shooter, rebounder and passer.”

RICHARD BARNARD— 5-11 sophomore, “ probably one 
of the best shooters on the team with a good eye, soft 
touch, averaging well up into the double figures.”

BOBBY FLANDERS—a 5-7 junior, the smallest on the 
team but jumps higher than anybody on the club, “ re­
bounds with the big ones, plays anywhere you put him, 
strong defensive player who held Jayton’ s high scorer 
to no points for a quarter.”

Rounding out the team are: Ronald Curd, a 5-10 fresh­
man who is “ inexperienced but going to be a good ath­
lete;”  Paul Graham, a 5-10 sophomore, “ coming along;”  
Anthony Logsdon, a 5-10 junior with “ good jumping abil­
ity;”  Floyd Baker, a 5-8 freshman with “ good potential;”  
Dwight Faulk, a 6-foot senior who is playing his first 
year of basketball; and Mike Manuel, a senior who “ has 
come off the bench to play steady ball at times this year.”

But when he started talking about things to come for 
the Greyhounds this season. Weaver took a page—perhaps 
a whole chapter—out of Royal’ s book of pessimism for 
coaches.

Winning the district would be tough, he felt, because 
all of the teams in the western zone will be good, with 
Crowell perhaps the strongest. Holiday is  picked to pace 
the eastern zone.

“ We might fool around and win 50 per cent of our 
games—I hope.”

However, Weaver did say that this “ great bunch of young­
sters, if they keep working, could be real good in years to 
com e.”

The coach also got another chance to smile when he 
talked about the girls’ squad—also a young one which is 
playing at a 9-3 pace.

Wilma Fahring, the senior, is averaging 22 points a 
game, aided by forwards Twyla Standlee and Susan Reese. 
Starting guards are Gail Cornett, Carolyn Crownover and 
Kathy Richardson. And Weaver added that the girls had 
“ a good bench”  to back these up.

The U.S.D.A. Cotton Class­
ing Office in Munday reported 
71,691 samples had been clas­
sed for the season through last 
week. A total of 4,942 samples 
were classed during the week 
ending December 10th, accord­
ing to A.D. Peebles, in charge 
of the Cotton Division Office.

The grades of cotton classed 
last week declined somewhat. 
The white grades decreased 
from 43 to 26 percent and 
light spotted grades increased 
from 55 to 70 percent. A break­
down on the predominant grades 
ran: Middling 10 percent. Strict 
Low Middling 12 percent. Mid­
dling Light Spotted 40 percent, 
and Strict Low Middling Light

Spotted 27 percent. Nine per­
cent was reduced in grade be­
cause of bark or grass.

Staple lengths for the same 
period averaged 7 percent 7/8 
of an inch and shorter, 31 per­
cent 29/32, 33 percent 15/16, 
18 percent 31/32, 11 percent 
one inch and longer.

Micronaire readings contin­
ued to hold up well with 85 
percent in the 3.6 through 4.8 
range. Five percent read 3.2 
and below, 9percent 3.3 through 
3.5, 1 percent 4.9 and higher.

Demand and prices for Strict 
Low Middling and lower grades 
remained the same. A large a- 
mount of the higher grade cot­
ton went into the government 
loan.

Less Child Delinquency 
In Home-owning Families

Moving from a crowded city apartment to a new home like this 
one in Huntington, N. Y., gives the whole family a deeper sense of 
responsibility, says Louis Licht, president of Lane Realty.

“ The modern suburban devel­
opment is an ‘effective weapon 
against juvenile delinquency.” 
This is the view of Louis Licht, 
president of Long Island’s Lane 
Realty, which calls itself “ The 
Real Estate Department Store.” 

“ I’ve been in the real estate 
business for more than 25 years 
and have sold more than 50,000 
homes,”  Licht said, “ and I’ve 
seen what it has meant to thou­
sands 6f families who move from 
crowded city apartments to de­
cent homes in the suburbs. Own­
ing a home seems to give parents 
and children alike a sense of dig­
nity and of belonging, and a 
greater feeling of responsibility. 
I’m no psychologist, but through 
years of personal observation I’ve 
seen what a positive force own­
ing a home in an attractive com­
munity can be.”

S e v e r a l  f a c t o r s  ha ve  been  
instrumental in allowing an in­
creasing number of families to 
move to the suburbs, Licht said. 
One is the Federal government’s 
various hom e fin a n c in g  p ro ­
grams. Another is the enlight­
ened tract builder who uses the

latest building materials and 
methods to produce comfortable 
honies at prices families with 
moderate incomes can afford.

“ Today’s development homes 
have a lot to offer the average 
family, including the best dol­
lar value,” Licht said. Many of 
the developments on Long Island 
are designed by top architects to 
provide the greatest possible 
comfort and convenience. Great 
pains are taken to integrate the 
developments with the surround­
ing community, he explained.

The builders also lay special 
emphasis on low-m aintenanc6 
construction materials that keep 
the extra costs of home owner 
ship at a minimum, he said.

“ Take re-painting the exterior 
of the house, for example. This is 
an extra—above mortgage, heat 
and taxes—that must be faced by 
most homeowners within a few 
years after they move into even 
a new home.

Q. We plan to have wood win­

dows in our new house. Is insulat­
ing glass worth the added cost?

A. Yes, for several reasons. 
You’ll save on heating (and air- 
conditioning) costs, eliminate 
the expense of separate storm 
windows, and get added comfort 
by knocking out a major source 
of drafts —cold glass surfaces. 
All styles of stock windows made 
of ponderosa pine are available 
with double glazing.

Q. Is there any harm in closing 
the attic louvers to keep the 
house warmer in winter?

A. Yes. The attic must be prop­
erly ventilated, especially in win­
ter, to prevent condensation of 
moisture, which will rot the roof 
beams.

Q. My Tudor-style home has 
stucco w alls that are badly 
cracked and need extensive re­
pairs. Can mineral fiber siding be 
applied easily over the stucco?

A. Yes, this versatile material 
can be put on right over the stuc­
co, saving the expense of repairs 
and painting for years to come.

Your home, like your car, 
needs “winterizing” to head off 
costly damage and to assure com­
fort th ron g the cold months.

Make an inspection tour around 
the house early each fall so that 
any deficiency you spot can be 
corrected before the days get too 
nippy. A  ladder, long enough to 
let you scan the roof closely, is 
essential. Carry along a small 
hand rake for cleaning the gut­
ters, an awl for testing the wood 
trim, and a caulking gun.

Home styling, like hair styling, 
changes with the times. A  house 
that was attractive 30 or 40 years 
ago may be a neighborhood eye­
sore today.

Updating it does not neces­
sarily mean extensive, expensive 
remodeling. Often an obsolescent 
exterior can be modernized sim­
ply by removing gingerbread 
trim and applying new siding 
and roofing, carefully chosen for 
color, texture, and durability.

Residing with a factory-fin­
ished material such as mineral 
fiber is a sound investment be­
cause the initial outlay will be 
well repaid in the long run by 
savings on painting and repair 
jobs.

Save Leftover Siding 
For Future Repairs

While mineral fiber wall siding 
has rocklike weathering qualities 
and requires almost no mainte­
nance, a panel or two may be 
damaged by a heavy impact such 
as a falling tree branch or 
truck backing into the driveway.

For this reason, it’s a good idea 
to have your builder or residing 
contractor leave you a few leftover 
panels of the siding for repairs

Replacing a damaged panel is 
a simple job- Just pull out the 
three nails—they’re easy to get 
at. Then ease out the old panel, 
slip the new one into place, and 
nail it on. If the new one varies 
slightly in color, your house may 
n e ^  washing.

the sales appeal of the house.
This re-siding treatment is not 

reserved for older homes alone. 
Siding contractors report that 
many of their customers are new- 
home owners facing their first ex­
terior painting jobs—usually only 
three or four years after moving 
in. They are having pre-finished 
mineral fiber applied over the 
original siding to scratch painting 
bills from the budget for years 
to come.

Although it doesn’t have to be 
painted, it can be—either by the 
do-it-yourselfer or a professional 
—if the owner wants to change 
the exterior color scheme of his 
house. Otherwise, mineral fiber 
siding simply needs to be washed 
occasionally to restore its fresh 
color. Dirt can’t penetrate its 
hard finish.
