Remember that STEM stands for
Science, Technology, Engineering,
and Mathematics? It is the educa-
tional approach that integrates the
four fields in order to help students
develop skills like problem solving,
critical thinking, and teamwork.

That is the exact approach these
teams of Friona Junior High stu-
dents used in order to build their
bridges. Not only were the students
building physical bridges, they
were also building an educational
bridge to their future through the
development of STEM skills.

Next week, Part 3 — Summary
and student reaction

Part 2 — The Learning
Experience

Small groups (around 24) stu-
dents visited the STEM Lab in ses-
sions throughout the day. After a
brief introduction to the lab, the
students were given instructions
concerning their project which
was to build a bridge from one lab
table to another and then test its
viability.

First, there was a review of dif-
ferent types of bridges which in-
cluded: beam, suspension, truss,
cable-stayed, cantilever, tied arch,
and arch. Actual bridges were
shown on video screens to get a

better idea of how they functioned.

Next, the students were divided
into groups of 3-4 and each team
was given a budget and money to
buy materials which included: a
wagon, large and small popsicle
sticks, straw, glue, tape, rubber
bands, chenille stick, string, thick
foam sheet, and scissors.

Each team decided what kind
of bridge they were going to build
and what materials would be
needed to construct it and to do so
with the budget limit assigned. The
teams were also working under a
time constraint of approximately
40 minutes.

State Capital Highlights

Early voting begins
next week

Early voting for the
Nov. 5 general election
begins Monday, Oct.
21 and ends on Now.
1. Texas voters will be
choosing from a full
slate of candidates, from
president to U.S. senator
to various county posi-
tions.

The deadline to reg-
ister to vote was Oct. 7.
Voters are reminded to
bring one of seven ap-
proved forms of photo
IDs to the polls. Among
the options are a Texas
driver’s license, U.S.
passport, or handgun
license. A complete list
of acceptable IDs can be
found at vote.texas.gov.
Voters can also make
sure they are registered
by going to that site.

A recent Texas Stan-
dard story notes that un-
der a little-known Texas
elections law, convicted
felonsin prison are eligi-
ble to register and vote if
they are actively appeal-
ing their convictions. It
is unknown, however,
how many of the 134,000
people currently held in
state prisons actually
register and vote, since
the state doesn’t track
that data.

“Nobody’s asking to do
this because they have
no idea that they can,’
Jennifer Toon of the Li-
oness Justice Impacted
Women’s Alliance, a
nonprofit for incarcer-
ated women.

Under state law, a con-
viction is not consid-
ered “final” as long as
it is under appeal. Con-
victed felons who never
appealed their case, or
who lost their appeal,
are not eligible to vote.

High court to hear nu-
clear waste challenge
The U.S. Supreme
Court has agreed to hear
a challenge to plans to
store nuclear waste in
West Texas, according
to U.S. News & World
Report. That comes af-

ter the state appealed a
decision by the Nuclear
Regulatory =~ Commis-
sion to grant a license
to a private company to
store spent nuclear fuel
at a dump in Andrews
County.

The Fifth Circuit Court
of Appeals previously
found that the NRC has
exceeded its author-
ity under federal law.
Abbott has said that
Texas “will not become
America’s nuclear waste
dumping ground.”

The state of New Mex-
ico is closely watching
the case, since it is fight-
ing plans to build a simi-
lar facility just across the
line from the proposed
site in Andrews County.
Approximately 100,000
tons of spent fuel, some
of dating back to the
1980s, is stockpiled at
current and former nu-

clear plants while the le-
gal battles ensue. A pro-
posal to build a national
storage facility at Yucca
Mountain in Nevada has
been abandoned be-
cause of widespread op-
position in that state.

Monarch migration not
looking promising
Millions of monarch
butterflies are making
their way through Texas
to their winter vacation
site in Mexico, but con-
servationists say the mi-
gration this year features
far fewer than hoped,
kut.org reported. The
butterflies started the
spring in Mexico with
the second-smallest
population ever re-
corded. Poor weather
conditions in the upper
Midwest, where many of
the beautiful creatures
spend summers, hurt

monarch reproduction
before the southern mi-
gration.

“I's not looking as
promising as we had
hoped,” said Kristen
Baum, director of the
nonprofit research
group Monarch Watch.

Researchers won't
know the full picture un-
til butterfly census tak-
ershead to the mountain
forests of Central Mexico
this winter. That is where
the monarchs spend the
cooler months.

Pumpkin

Although my usual preference is sweat treats, pumpkin can be used as a savory ingredient as well. I found this

soup recipe you might like as the weather turns cooler. Hope you enjoy.

Pumpkin Soup
www.delish.com

3 Tbsp. unsalted butter
2 carrots, thinly sliced

1 medium yellow onion, finely chopped

1 Tbsp. finely chopped garlic

2 tsp. finely chopped peeled ginger
Kosher salt

Freshly ground pepper

Ingredients

12 oz. butternut squash, peeled, cut into 1/2” cubes
2 Tbsp. tomato paste

1/2 tsp. smoked paprika

1 (15-0z.) can pumpkin puree

6 c. (or more) low-sodium vegetable broth

Heavy cream or sour cream and roasted pumpkin
seeds, for serving (optional)

In a large Dutch oven or heavy
pot over medium heat, melt but-
ter. Add carrots, onions, garlic,
and ginger; season with salt and
pepper. Cover and cook, stirring
occasionally, until vegetables
are tender, 5 to 6 minutes. Add
squash, cover, and cook, stirring
occasionally, until squash is bare-
ly fork-tender, 4 to 5 minutes. Add

tomato paste and paprika and
cook, stirring, until tomato paste
is brick red, 1 to 2 minutes. Add
pumpkin puree and 6 c. broth.
Partially cover pot, then bring to
a boil over high heat. Reduce heat
to medium-low and simmer, stir-
ring occasionally, until squash
is very tender, about 15 minutes.
Remove pot from heat. Using an

immersion blender, blend until
smooth (alternatively, let soup
cool, then blend in batches with
a standard blender). Add more
broth, 1/4 c. at a time if needed, if
soup is too thick; season with salt
and pepper. Divide soup among
bowls. Top with a dollop of sour
cream and pumpkin seeds (if us-

ing).

City to receive $41K in
Monthly Sales Tax Revenue

Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar announced last
week that he will send cities, counties, transit systems
and special purpose districts $1.1 billion in local sales
tax allocations for October, 1.2 percent less than in Oc-
tober 2023. These allocations are based on sales made
in August by businesses that report tax monthly.

The City of Friona will receive $41,233.36 in sales
tax allocation for October. This amount represents
a 30.15 percent decrease over the October 2023 to-
tal of $59,038.91. For year-to-date 2024, the total is
$536,102.05 which is a 3.57 percent decrease as com-
pared to YTID for 2023 of $555,997.82. The FEDC will
receive $10,308.34 of the October allocation for its op-
erating budget.

Prices to resume downward trend

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 0.5 cents last
week, averaging $2.72 per gallon. The cheapest station
in Texas was $2.26 while the most expensive was $3.59
per gallon. The national average price rose 3.3 cents
last week, averaging $3.16 and the national average
price of diesel declined 3.4 cents last week to $3.57 per
gallon.

“Hurricane Milton left a third of all stations in Flori-
da without gas, but the situation in Florida is expected
to improve,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum
analysis at GasBuddy. “We could start to see a decline
in gas prices and the first sub-$3 per gallon national
average since 2021
