For the last week of October, I found another sweet pumpkin treat.  I love the idea of the cranberries and wal-
nuts to go along with the pumpkin in these cookies.  Ice them with cream cheese frosting and you might have 
the perfect fall cookie.  Hope you enjoy.

Pumpkin Cookies with Cream Cheese Frosting

Ingredients

Directions

For the Pumpkin Cookies:
½ cup butter, – about 

1 stick, softened
1 cup sugar
1 egg
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
1 cup pumpkin puree

2 ¼ cups all-purpose flour
2 teaspoons baking powder
1 teaspoons baking soda
½ teaspoon salt
1 ½ teaspoons ground cinnamon
1 cup fresh or frozen cranberries, 

coarsely chopped

½ cup chopped walnuts, optional
For the Cream Cheese Frosting:
4 ounces cream cheese
1 cup powdered sugar
2 tablespoons butter, melted
1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Preheat the oven to 
350ºF and line a bak-
ing sheet with parch-
ment paper. In the bowl 
of a stand mixer or large 
bowl with a hand mixer, 
beat the butter on high 
speed for about 30 sec-
onds. Add the sugar and 
mix on medium speed 
for 3 to 5 minutes or un-
til fluffy. Add the egg, 1 
teaspoon vanilla, and 
pumpkin to the butter 
and sugar mixture. Mix 

on medium speed until 
just combined. Stir to-
gether the flour, baking 
powder, baking soda, 
salt, and cinnamon in 
a separate large bowl. 
Working in 2 batches, 
add the dry ingredients to 
the wet ingredients, and 
mix on medium speed 
after each addition, stop-
ping to scrape the sides 
of the bowl when neces-
sary. Once combined, 
add the cranberries and 

walnuts to the dough 
and fold to combine. 
Using a tablespoon or 
cookie scoop, scoop and 
drop the dough 2-inches 
apart onto the lined bak-
ing sheet. Bake for 8 to 10 
minutes or until the edges 
are just set. Remove from 
the oven and allow to 
cool down before trans-
ferring the cookies to a 
cookie rack. While cook-
ies are cooling, make the 
frosting. In the stand mix-

er with a clean bowl or a 
large bowl with the hand 
mixer, beat the cream 
cheese until smooth. Add 
in the powdered sugar, 
melted butter, and 1 tea-
spoon vanilla. Mix on low 
speed for 2 to 3 minutes 
or until a thick frosting-
like texture is achieved. 

Frost the cookies:  Frost 
the cooled cookies. Enjoy 
and refrigerate the left-
overs in an airtight con-
tainer for up to 4 days.

Contract Failure to Ap-
pear Program with the 
DPS was approved. The 
Indigent Defense Grant 
Program Resolution was 
approved. Also, continu-
ing education hours for 
Judge Haseloff, J.P. Pct. 3, 
was approved.

Sheriff Geske re-
ported that he was cur-
rently housing 24 in-
mates which includes 
10 from Lamb County. 
Parmer County has re-
ceived $177,630 so far 
this year in compensa-
tion for housing inmates 
for other counties. In 
other matters, a main-
tenance contract with 
TREMCO involving the 

jail & courthouse roofs 
was approved. A jail door 
maintenance contract 
with Valhalla Security 
Solutions was approved. 
Commissioners also ap-
proved a renewal con-
tract with Justice Benefits 
Inc. for 2025. Discussion 
on the purchase of a UTV 
side x side was tabled.

October Bible Verse

Proverbs 14:34 says, 
“Righteousness exalts 
a nation, but sin is a re-
proach to any people,” 
which is not only a time-
less truth from scripture, 
but it is also important 
to remember when it 
comes to how you will 
vote.

Verse 3: Oh, Master, 
grant that I may never 
seek so much to be con-
soled as to console, to 
be understood as to un-
derstand, to be loved as 
to love with all my soul.

Verse 4: Make me a 
channel of your peace. 
It is in pardoning that 
we are pardoned, in 
giving of ourselves that 
we receive, and in dy-
ing that we’re born to 
eternal life.

If we can live the 
words of this song, not 
only will we help and 
bless someone else, we 
will help and bless our-
selves. Our lives will be 
transformed, and we 
will grow more into the 
likeness of Jesus Christ, 
helping to make us a 
channel of His peace. 

To live a life where you 
take God’s love to oth-
ers; where you forgive 
others for hurting you; 
where when you for-
give you are forgiven 
by God; where you put 
your faith in God, and 
not material things, 
money, or other peo-
ple; when you put your 
focus on others and 
take it off of yourself; 
when you bring hope to 
people in despair, and 
light to people in dark-
ness; when you give 
of yourself, and don’t 
expect to be given to 
in return; when you 
seek to console others; 
when you try to under-
stand others and not 
have to have your own 
way; when you die to 
yourself and surrender 
completely to God, lov-
ing Him with all your 
heart, mind, soul, and 
strength, and loving 
your neighbor as your-
self; you are going to 
be fine. You will be that 
channel of God’s peace 
to others.

Can you believe we 
made it to November 
so quickly? I would ask 
how that happened, 
but I know the response 
would be something 
like “one day at a time.” 
Yet here we are and be-
fore you know it we will 
be saddened that foot-
ball season has moved 
into the off-season. 

It has been a crazy 
year. Election years 
usually are a bit 
strange. There have 
been a lot of low points 
in this year’s election 
cycle with an effort it 
seems, by both sides, 
to dig in a little deeper. 
To be honest it sad-
dens me.

Randall High School.

After earning his mas-
ter’s degree from Texas 
Tech, Leslie began his 
coaching career at Lub-
bock High School as 
an assistant coach. He 
later took an assistant 
position at Borger un-
der legendary coach 
Duane Hunt before be-
coming the head coach 

at Morton High School. 
In 1988, Leslie achieved 
his dream job when he 
became the head bas-
ketball coach at Randall 
High School in Ama-
rillo, Texas. Over his 
42-year career in edu-
cation, Leslie built one 
of the most remarkable 
legacies in Texas bas-
ketball history, serving 
as the only head coach 
of Randall High’s boys’ 
basketball program for 
36 years until his retire-
ment this past May. His 
accomplishments in-
clude leading 24 playoff 
teams, 10 regional tour-
nament appearances, 
12 district champion-
ships, 12 Coach of the 
Year awards, and 2 state 
tournament appear-
ances. He also served as 
President of the Texas 
Association of Basket-
ball Coaches from 1995 
to 1996.

In recognition of his 
exceptional career, Ran-
dall High School named 
its gym the Leslie Broad-
hurst Gymnasium in his 
honor this past April. 
In June, he was induct-
ed into the Panhandle 
Sports Hall of Fame as 
its 207th member. In 
September, he became 
the 28th inductee into 
the Raider Hall of Fame 
at Randall High, and on 
November 8, he will be 
inducted into the CISD 
Hall of Fame.

Despite his many ac-
colades and the thou-
sands of players he 
coached as well as lead-
ing yearly Bible studies, 
Leslie always prioritized 
his family, his greatest 
love. On August 5, 2006, 
Leslie married the love 
of his life, Heather, and 
they shared an insepara-

ble bond. Together, they 
shared four children: 
Brooke, Blair, Jonah, 
and Jacob. Leslie cher-
ished his role as a father, 
but when his grandchil-
dren came along, “G-
POP” became his most 
beloved moniker.

Leslie was preceded 
in death by his parents, 
Charles and Carolynn 
Broadhurst.

He is survived by his 
wife, Heather Broad-
hurst of Canyon, Texas; 
his daughter Brooke 
Burciaga and husband 
Ismael; his son Blair 
Broadhurst and wife 
Erin, all of Amarillo, 
Texas; his son Jonah 
Sternenberg and wife 
Celeste of Conway, Ar-
kansas; his son Jacob 
Sternenberg of Lub-
bock Texas; and beloved 
grandchildren: Whit, 
Merritt, Kennedy, Palm-
er, and Elizabeth. Leslie 
is also survived by his 
sister Ladonna Coursey 
of Amarillo; his brother 
Lance Broadhurst and 
wife Shanda of Little-
field, Texas; his neph-
ews Steven Coursey 
and wife Lindsey, Jor-
dan Broadhurst and 
wife Becca, Jonathan 
Coursey and wife Dani-
elle, and Hayden Broad-
hurst and wife Emily; as 
well as many aunts, un-
cles, cousins, and dear 
friends.

Leslie will be remem-
bered not only for his 
extraordinary coaching 
career but more impor-
tantly for his deep faith, 
unwavering love for his 
family, and the lasting 
impact he had on all 
those who knew him.
