west. It Is about time they were find-
ing it out for themsolves, us the great
government under which they live has
never thought of enacting any laws
looking to their preservation. There
are a fow mountain buffalo in the park,
numerous bands of ¢lk, humberless
deer of all species, and hordes of
mountain sheep. ‘The park should be
increased bofore it is too late, not only
to include the natural wonders round-
about that properly belong there, but
also to give the few animals living
within its boundaries a wide range,

There are no other kind of fish in the
Inke save salmon-trout, and the num-
ber of this species seent to be beyoud
conception.
