IMPRISONMENT FOR DEBT.

The System That iias Prevalled in
New York and the New Law.

To a Missourian, writes s New York
correspondent of The 8t Lonis Republi-
can, the fact that a system of imprison-
ment for debt exists in this, the Empire
state of the union, sesms very strange,
and that the law recontly pasced and
endorsed by Gov. Hill, which limits the
term for imprisonment for debt to six
months, should have encountered any
opposition secms stranger still. Even
the new law is at best but a relic of bar-
barism. For years Ludlow street jnil
has been the enforced residence of
many a poor unfortunate, who, being

unable to satisfy the demands of his
creditors, must remain in durance vile
during their ploasure, there being bes
fore the pussage of the new law no lims
it to the time of imprisonment. The
debtor in consequence was worse off
than the criminal, for the latter was
imprisoned for a fixed term, and at the
end of that term he could hope to be
released, whilo the only hope for the

Hatter was the assistance of friends, if

he had any, which was not always, or
the lenioncy of his creditors, That the
Iatter elass, which Lumb ealls the *“de-
graded race,” in contradistinction to
the borrowers, whom he calls the
“great race,’ I8 not always lenient,
and that there are people unfortunate
enough to be friendless, or if not entire-
ly “friendless, without friends who are
able to ussist them, is evidenced in the
cases of quite & number of the inmates
of Ludlow street jnil. Most conspicu-
ous among these is A, R. McDonald,
who lins been confined in the old prison
since Murch, 1880. His history is a re-
markable one. He is a Scotchman,
nearly 60 years old, and a deseendant of
one of the oldest families in Scotland.
He is well cducated and was formerly
very wealthy, Shortly after the war
he pureh a claim against the gov-
ernment for the value of nlarge amount
of cotton, aggregating over #1,000,000,
which had been burned st Now Orleans
by union troops during the war. He
employed an attorney to prosecute his
elaim, who in turn retained other coun-
sel to assist him. The litigation was
carried on for many years, but he fin-
ally obtained judgment for #200,000,
which was only sufficient to pay the
fees of his attorney. Suit was then
brought against him by the sssisting
connsel for their fees, and another ap-
parently endless litigation was com-
menced. It culminated over six years
ngo, when, the suit having been trans-
ferred from Washingion to New York,
judgment was obtained against him for
His money
wis now entirely gone, and he was un-
able to give bail.  He was accordingly

A New Dodge Which TFlattered the
Atlanta Prohibitionists,

‘iis haa been a day of intense
citement among those interested in the
prohibition cause writes mu Atlanta
correspondent to The New York World,
owing tothe open defiance of the law
by the proprietors of the Kimball
honse. These gentlemen have been
vestive undet the prohibition law and
have announced their purpose of fight-
ing it in every possible way. When
prohibition went into effect on July 1 it
found several wholesale licenses out for
dates in August, September, and Octo-
ber. The one of the latter month was
held by Mr, M. J. Mabray, who did »
small business in the suburbs Yoster-
day morning the Decatur street doors
of the Kimball house were thrown
open and the public was invited to en-
ter. Within Wurul u:lerll long t;blll
on which were placed as many
becr tanks, euch attended by hll?:
dozen waiters. It was announced that
Scoville & Beerman had bought the
license which Mabray held, and intend-
ed to sell beer, whisky, and cocktails by
the gquart until the end of October. In
the rear end of the room were several
hundred white pitchers, which would
be fitled on request. A door led into
an adjoining suite of rooms, where
stood ubout a dozen waiters with tables
Inden with glasses. As the glasses
would be used the waiters would wash
them and place them on the tables
again. When the town boys eaught on
to the gcheme, which was to secure a
piteher, get it filled and then retire into
another room, they gathered around
the hotel by hundreds. Beer k
were emptied faster than they could
rolled to the hotel. Drafts were made
on the wholesale houses, and a scene
of hilarity never before witnessed in
Atlanta was presented.  Until midnight
the square in front of the improvised
snloon was lilled by men of all degrees,
anxious to drink and taxing the utmost
powers of the waiters,

Meantime consternation reigned in
the prohibition camp. Hurried mget-
ings were held and the ofticers were
called upon. It was decided that the
business should be broken up at all
hazards. ‘lhis lorning the scenes of
resterday were exceeded.  Prominent
i)lls'llli!.ﬁ!'l men, as well as town boys,
crowded the rooms. At noon the pro-
hibition lepders, the mayor, the police
commission, and chief of police decided
that steps should at once be taken.
The ground of action was that, while
the license was good, it eould not be
legally transferred, and that, therefore,
the sales of liquor in the Kimbnll house
were without license. Police Commis-
sioner Martin and Chief of Police Con-
nolly entered the bar-room amid a how-
ling erowd of over five hundred drink-
ers. Tho proprietors were notified to
cense their sales, which they refused to
do.  The police then proceeded to ar-
rest the waiters one by one as they sold
out liquor. Their places were as
idly filled by the rmpriulom While
this was going on the crowd was grow-
ing furions.  They were maddened
the interference of the police with
vate business. When at last a large
posse of police were marched around
und stationed at all the doors the in-
dignation became deop, Calls wers
miude for the authority upon which this
selzure of property was made.

DARK COLORED TOBACCO.

The Nesweating of the Weed to Meot
a I'opular Craze.

Ono of the latest tricks in the tobacco
trade, says The Pittsburgh, Times, is the
artificial resweating of the weed to
meet the popular eraze for dark-colored
cigars. The eraze arises from the
false impression that, because all good
cigars arve dark-colored, all dark-color-
ed cigars are good. The ground taken
for this latter impression is that the
dark celor Is an indieation that the
taboeco has been naturally sweated
through about three summers, and has

thys reached perfection of flavor.

The color was formally an indieation
that this yas the fact, but it is so ne
longer, fof the increased demand fir
tobucco of the requisite sge coused
munufacturers to ind a way of aging
it, or giving it the appearance of nge,
artificially.  This was at first done by
painting, but a speedier and more
wholesale process has Leen invented
within the Lwt thrge orfour years cull-
ed resweating.  The fae: that tobacco
sweats is well known. The first sum-
mer after it is cut, tobacco sweats very
heavily so that it can be twisted and
tied in knot like “kill-me-quick’ tobies.
The next summer it sweats much less,
ond the third summer the sweat is
hardly noticeable. After each sum-
mer's sweat the leaf assumes a darker
oolor, until it reaches the hue of the
best Havana brands,

In order to sweat tobaceo the box is
oponed and the leaf *‘eased” or dump-
ened, one “habd' or layer at a time, by
dipping it in water. The tobacco is
then repacked in the box and the box
pliced in o steam tight rucukl:mlc it
few inches from the floor, jet of
steam  rises  through the floor of
this chest, right underneath the box,
and the stewm is allowed to play inoes.

This process ages the tobacco three
or four years, but whether it improves
the guality proportionately is an open
question with the trade. Some say
that as resweating has the same effec
a8 the natural sweat, resweated tobaceo
Is perfectly equal to that which haus
ngod naturally, others say that it in-
| jures the fluvor. Others, again, suy
that it does not affect the favor preju.
dicially or favorably. All agrec that it
makes the leaf tender and difficult 1o
{ work and thereby cnuses loss to the

| 1t Is o difficult one to answer, the only
guide being that artificial  sweating
often makes the leaf almost black, and
always nukes it w darker eolor than
the nutural sweat produces.
