The Frst Bridge.

When was the first bridge construct-
ed, and what was it made of? I am not
able to answer the first question very
definitely but I think I know what the
first bridge was made of. It was not of
wood, nor of stone, nor of brick, nor of
iron, nor of rope. It was made entirely
of monkeys—live monkeys. A troupe
of these animals in a South American
forest came one day to a stream which
was too wide for them to leap across.
They olimbed a high tree, whero the
lirst monkey selected a suitable branch,
wound his fong, powerful tail about it
and let himself hang head downward.
The second monkey, running down the
body of the first, wound his tail about
its neck and shoulders, and let himself
hang downward. A third and a fourth
ndded themselves in succession, and
others after them, till the chain reached
the ground. Then tho lowest monkey,

by striking his hands on the earth, set
the livin remlulum in motion, and in.
creased this motion by striking again at

cach oscillation, till it swung so far
weruss the stream that he was able to
soizo & branch of a tree on the other
gide. The line of monkeys conatituted
n bridge, by which the remalnder of the
troupe quickly crossed over. Then the
monkey which (not who, as most people
write it) had been the first volunteer in
this engineer corps, unwounded his
tnil (rom the branch and let go. What
had before been the top of the pendu-
lum was now the bottom; it awung
ncross the stream, and dissolved into
its original clements, and the whole
troop went chattering on their way,
This took place before the appearance
of a man upon the earth, and the lon
tailed monkeys have boen bulldingsuc
bridges ever since.

Between that primitive brl ot
monkeys and the last and greatest of
all bridges ever undertaken-—the sus.
pension bridge over East River, con-
neoting New York and Brooklyn—
there is apparently a wide discrepaney;
yet the two are constructed on the same

principle.
The first bri recorded in history
was £ 4t over the Euphrates at -

lon, in the reign of n Nitooris.
The vourse of the river was turned,
and its bed laid dry, till the foundations
wero built. The u-ol;n were of im-
mense hewn stones, colam: together
with iron, and the whollp.:rldp was
roofad over. It was thirly-five feet
wide, and over six hundred feet long.
No remnant of this bridge has
been discovered in modern times.— Wide
Awake,
