When it
is full o big trock -holding 400 pounds
of cubbage is shoved nnder it, the vight
side of the chest Is pulled back and the
oabbage fully into the truck.  'The girls
who cut the cores from the ecabbage
stund on a platform raised about three
feet from the door Lelow the one on
which the cabbage is uuloaded.

When onc of the trucks is filled it is
pushed along n gangway by two lusty
young men, and into a big building 56%
184 feet.  Uhis is callod the packing-
house. Never having seen the vaunlt of
a brewery, I can't say itlooks like one,
although I judge it does, Itis filled
with huge trzouks 20 feet in dinmoter and
10 foot deep.  There are Lwenty-eight
tanks in this building aud ten’in the
adjoining building 32596 fect in dimen-
sions.  Each tunk holds 400 barrels of
snuerkeaut, worth nearly $4,000. Thus
the thivty-eight tanks, it only filled
onoe & yenr, contnim $183,000 worth of
saverkraut.  In vach tank arve two big,
strong wen wearing long rubber boots,
When a truckful of eabbage is dumped
into the tunk they tramp it down,

The objict of this is to break the
fibre sufliciently to let out the walter,

aover it, will take action at once. In
other words,it is (o facilitate formentia-
tion. The sole ingredients of sauer-
krant nre cabbagoe and sult. Worms
and insects might improve the flavor,
but they are religionsly exeludedl.

It takes sanerkraut from two to four
weoks to cure or ferment, deponding on
the temperature of the eabbage when
put in, and the atmosphere afterward,
It can be kept ns long as desived, and
like wine, improves with age. But it
is not kept in the tanks. After fermen-
tation it is r:l:tcml in barvels holding 32
gallons each, and headed up s tight s
un oil barrel. Then it s shipped in
any quanity desired all over the coun-
