BATTLE BETWEEN ORANGEMEN AND THE

Berrast, June 12, —Fully 100 houses
owned by Catholies have been e
atroyed by the mob, who parade the
sireets orying: “To hell with the pope
and Papists!"  "The police read tho riot
act, but with no effeet, and at onece
tired into the mob, killing three of the
rioters and wounding a dozen or more.
The mob returned the tive and a regulur
battle ensued for a quarter of an hour,
resultisg in the wounding of several
policemen and rioters. A  woman
who had been a spectator was also
found dead, with a bullet hole in her

head. The mob retreated some distunce
and took a fresh stand, when the police
charged upon them, meeting with un-
exvucl ediresistance and an inglorious re-
pulse. One hundred and tifty policemen
were driven into their barracks and the
buildings attacked by the mob, wlo
fired revolvers and threw stones at the
doors and windows.

WELLBORN  CONTRADICTS
GIBDS—CLATMS TO HAVE HEEN

WasmNaToN, June 18 —Mr, Well,
born authorizes a correction of State-
ments made in the specches of Mr.

458,000 Tess than asked for 1n the esti-
mates of the Indian ofHee and the in-
terior department.  The b1l was so
sutisfactory to the house that only five
voles were cast against it, out of a total
of 321

Second—In regard to his assertod re-
fusal to introduce the bill dutroduced by
Judge Reagan, of which Mr, Gibbs
claims the paternity. Col. Wellborn
says that Mr. Gibbs, for some renson or
other, not only did not show the bill,
never montioned either direetly or indi-
rectly his purpose or desire (o have a
bill of that kind introduced, and that
Wellborn knew nothing of it until he
saw mention of it in the newspaper in
the fuet that Judge Reagan would in-
troduce such a mensure. He never
had any conversation with Mr. Gibhs
in reference to the matter as is reported
in the public speeches of the latter.
With reference to the general eriticisms
of his being subject to railroad and
corporate intluences he contradicts the
whole, and asserts on the contrary
that wherever corporate elaims or ex-
actions on the part of railrowds or other
corporate institutions have conflictod
with the right of the puoplu. his every
utterance and vote in Congress have
been on the side of the latter. He de-
fies his o}qmnnnts or his bitterest ene-
mies (o show the contrary,

Mr. Wellborn says he eannot now
ebrrect nll of the misrepresentations
of him made during his absence, but
he will completely do so as soon ns he
can return to Texas. But the forego-
ing are so gross and unjust' he cannot
permit them to go unnoticed,

GHEAT STORM AT GALVESTON,
GaLvestoN, Juno 18. — The great
storm of yesterday is still the chief
topic of conversation, and crowds con-
tinue to gather here and there and dis-
cuss the incidents of the day. No gale
sinco the territic wind of 1875 has ap-

proached yesterday's affuir in magni-
tude. The storm proper began at 2:30
o'clock, and the work of tearing up
trees by the roots and wrecking houses
was carried on in regular eyclonie style
until about 6 o'eclock when a short
enlm intervened and the wind veored to
the north, driving the waters in from
the bay. Property contiguous to the
gulf and bay shores has beon badly
damaged, the extent of dam reach-
ing probably #25,000. The street-car
tracks sustained considerable injury,
also the track of the Texas & Mexican
Gulf railroad. Water covered almost
the entire East End and quarantine sta-
tion, and the small boats and yachts
moored nt Kubn's wharf were all swept
away. Fully a dozen skifts were
wrecked umrlnst. and the'wharves to-
day present a bleak, naked appearance.
Travel over the railroads into the city
will remain unimpeded, as the damage
to the brdges and tracks of the main
lines leading into the city is lnsignifl-
cant.

CHASED BY THE ALABAMA.

e Fast-Sailing Asteroid Ran
‘“:\:lhu from the Dreaded Prie
vateor.

Our voyage continued prosperous,
and nothing suspicious was discovered
uatil one morning when we were off
the Cape of (ood Hope, as we wero
sailing along with a fresh breeze right
aft, in sight of Table mountain, at the
entrance of the harbor of Cape Town,

with Cape Legullas about twenty miles
distant on the port bow,
| A close lookout was constantly kept,
and before long smoke, as if coming
{from a steamer close under the Jand,
| apparently bound to the castward, was
'reported.  Soon her hull appeared in
| sight, and by tho aid of a gluae I made
'out that she was a low, rakish-looking
'eraft. neither like a man-of-war nor a
| merchant steamer, but at the distance
'she was from us it was impossible to
tell definitely what she was. Under
the ciroumstances it made me feel very
suspicious. ' :
In a few moments sho discovered us,
as wans evident by her allering her
'course and steering directly toward us,
at the same time hoisting the American
flag. I felt that it must be the famous
Alabama, and that we would be safer
out of her company. But it was a cnse
of sanils and steam combined against
sails nlone. The steamer was closing
up with us, and presently her signals,
asking *“What ship is that?" could be
read. I hoisted the American flag,
fecling cortain that the steamer's cap-
tain would not be doceived in the build
and appearance of my vessel any more
than Ipmm in his, and, if I was to be
taken 1 would fly my own flag to the
lnst,  The steamer l.h’en hoisted the sig-
nals, “Heave to, I want to spesk lv
you,"" but instend of complying with
(this request 1 hauled my ship about
four points to the southward, br:ltygln ¢
the wind on our quarter, and mude a
gail, which increased our speed from
oight to ten knots per hour. Seeing
this evolution. the steamer threw off all
disguise, hauled down the *stars and
stripes,” hoisted the *stars and bars,"
and fired a shot dircetly at us, but the
distance was too great and it fell far
short. Then the smoke commenced to
wour ont of the steamer’s funnel in
ieavy, black volumes, all sail was made,
and the ehase bogan.

Slowly and surcly the steamer kept
gaining on us, s.vding shot after shot
from their foreeastle gun, but all fell
short.  She was pow about three miles
astern, rolling and pitching in the sea,
which was every minnte  growing
heavier nnd heavier, the spray flying
over her at times #o a8 almost to hide
her from sight, The sea striking us
abeam would wet us tro.vstem to stern
and send the spray up t. ' s vory tops,
The intense oxcitement and anxioty felt
at this moment are more casily imag-
ined than deseribed.

Al intervals strong flaws  of wind be.
tokened a gale at hand.  Already the
wind had increased. Our distanco
from the steamer had lossened; she was
now only about a mile astern; occasion-
ally a shot from her forecastle gun
came over or near us.  They hoped to
disable the ship in spars or rigging, but
their aim was uncertain, owing to the
heavy son. However, more than once
the shot went through sails and rigging,
fortunately doing no material dumage,
Noticing » commotion on deck, 1 calied
the mate td ascertaln the cause. Ho in-
formod me that the crew were fright-
ened, or protended to be, at tho shots
from the privateer, and expressed o de-
termination to take In st and let tha
Alabama come up with  us ‘o present
further risk of !hu‘r lives. Furtunate'y
I had good officers, on whom I cowid
rely. 1 ordercd them to getthelr re-
volvirs, and told the steward to ger
wine.

MOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Muslirooms add a delightful flavor to
an ordinary dish of veal cutlots served
with stewed tomatoes. They aro also
a ﬁmnt wddition to lamb stew, and mako
n fine garnish for beef steak.

Care in the details is the soeret of all
hice cooking, and the reason of so
much that is poor and monotenous in
our moitle of living is the want of just
this care.  Edueation and intelli-
gence are ns  valuable in cooks
a8 in any walk of life, and even
more, for the health und comfort of
prosent and future generntions depends
upon them.

Browned Potato—Boil and mash a
quart of potatoes; moisten with boiled
milk. Beat soparately the white and
yolk of an egg; add the volk to the po-
tato, and a little salt.  Whisk the white
to n froth and add, just before putting
in the oven. Put the mixture in a large
soup plate and bake fifteen minutes;
serve as soon as taken from the oven.

Breakfast Hominy—Boil a large cup-
ful the night before, pour it into a yel-
low digh and place it in the ice box with
0 weight upon it. The next morning
cut it in half-inch slices, brush a littie
butter over them, place the slices be-
tween the double broiler and toast to o
delieate browni pour a little melted
butter over them, add salt and the
juice of an orange.

Ignornnce, as well ns necessity, some-
times invents, or causes to bo invented.
A new girl, a stranger to this country,
not knowing the dilference between
jelly and spiced currents. used the lat-
ter in Inyer eake.  ‘The result was un-
expected and delicious, and hereafter
the quantity of spiced fruit usually put
up will be mereaswd, with regard to the
requirements ot layer cakes

Apple-Compote—Tuke six qr eight
medinm sized apples; see that they are
not bruised, pecl them carefully, and
tnke the core out with n cutter, Let
them boil in a thin svrup till they are
sulliciontly eooked, but not 8o soft as to
fall to picces, Lay the apples on a
hair-sleve Lo drain while the syrup in
which they were done is boiled up to
thicken. Place the apples in o dish,
pour the syrup round them, aml serve
when coli.

Greens, such as beet tops, dandelion,
Brussels spronts, amd the like are at
their best in May and June, Always
have n dish of one or the other on the
dinner-table while they last. Wash
them thoroughly, with a little saltin the
tinnl water, to draw out the insects, or
kill the intwsoria,  Boil in just enongh
wuter to cover, and boil fast; drain thor-
oughly. Chaop fine, with pepper  and
salt to taste, and a little butter.  Use
lemon juice as a condiment, instend of
vinegar, for *'greens.”’

Pincapple Pyramid—Make soms good
calves' fool jolly, or get it from yonr
grocer.  Surround a pyramid-shaped
mold with iee, kooping the pointed end
upward; put in enough jelly to cover
the bottom of the mold; when fiem add
4 layer of dinmond-shaped pieces of
pineapple, then add more ]ally and
pineapple, until the mold is full and all
the fruit is used. Keop it as cold as
possible until wanted, then dip the mold
guickly in hot water nnd turn out the
orm on an ice cold dish.

Buns—Rub half a pound of butter in-
to a pound and a quarter of flour, wudd
three gills of milk, half a wine-glass of
brandy, o little rosewater, somo nut-
meg, grated, four eggs beaton very
light, a handful of dricd currants, and
half teacupful of veast, n wineglassful
if very strong. Mix all well together
and set to rise.  When light, add half
o pound of sugar (dried and sifted),
and make out as biseuit, letting them
riso in the pan. Bake in a quick oven,
and when you tuke them out sift suga
over thom.

The bread for ponched eggs should
be eut thin, trimmed neatly, and toast-
ed alight brown, each plece buttered
and put on a hot dish. Have a shallow
pan roady, two-thirds full of boiling
und salted water.  Break each egg very
carefully into a shallow saucer, and
slico it off gently into the water, Drop
a little of the boiling wator from a
spoon over each egg, and when a
“skin" has formed and the white set,
take ench one up with a skimmer, lny
it on its toast, trim the edges, and in-
stantly send to the table,

Tomato Omelot--Seald and skin
throe ripe tomatoes, quarter them; fry
# quarter of an onlon (minced)in an
ounce of butter, toss the tomatoes in
this, add a little water to prevont burn-
ing; senson  with salt, a pinch of eay-
enne and o very slight saspicion of
mace; simmer until reduced o n pulp,
Break three eggs separately, boat them
together, put them in the frying pan,
and whon slightly browned on the bot-
tom prepare to fold the omelet; just
before doing so add the tomato pulp
and turn the omelet out in a hot dish;
surround it with a little tomato sauce,
nnd serve.
