THE POLYGAMY BILL.

Wasnixarox, Moy 24.—The house
comm ttee on judiciary yvesterday in-
structed . Chairman  Tucker to report
favorably an amendment to the constl-
tution declaring polygamy unlawiul,
There was but one member of the com-
wittee who did not agree to the action
of the committee, and he only desired
further time to considor it

Judge Tueker said to an Associatel
Press reporter: “The committee will
report the amendment on Monday, and
will then probably take up Edmunds’
Utalh bill. The sub-committes have
considered Edmunds® bill, and  will
sttt their view to the full committee,
which will meet hereafter as often as
practicable.  Edmunds’ bill _will be
very greatly modified, but 1 am not
prepared to say until the action of the
tull comwittee in what respects. |
will say, however, that it will not be in
n way muaterially to change the policy
of the government in reference to
P‘"Fﬂ’““'." To do so s incousistenl
with the constitutional law, and with
respect to the liberties of the people
aftveted.  The amendment to the con-
stitution proposed by the commitie:
wis intended 10 deline the erime of
polygamy and the ke as treason. It
15 detined by the eonst tution itself, o
that no element o the defipition of the
offense was left to congressional action,
Haviug detined the erime lest it should
sontinue or be revived in the new state
when it ceased to be a territory the
amendment gives cougress power to
punish the erime ereated by this articly,
and to the courts of the United States
power to try it.  Then in onler to pre-
vent any inference in favor of the pow-
er of congress to interfore with the gen-
erul law of ®ach state as to marrage
and divoree the amendmont further
provides that no construction shall by
given to it which would deny to each
state exclusive power-to regulate that
question or  to give any  such
power to congress. The amend-
ment was fraweed for the purposs of
throwing the weight of the constitution
isolf sgainst polvgamy.  As the pres.
ent constitution makes it essential that
every state thut comes into the Union,
as well as thiose in it shall be republis
ean in their form of government,so this
amendment provides that every state in
the Union shall be Amerionn in its type
of society, and not Asiatic, That is,
the states shall be pepublionn as to ther
form of governmoent and monogamists
as to thewe sooial life"'

Judge Tucker said he bhad given the
amendment thorough and mature cond
siderntion, Toee  sub-committee anpc
then the full committes hus azreed to
it after full consideration. and it had
met with genera! ..lrpru\':al from pers
haps fifty wembs = of congress 1o whom
it had bewn shown, snd on whose judg-
ment he conid pely He intended to
try and secure spesdy and thorough

constderntion for it by congross,
BUREAL OF ANTMAL INDUSTKT.

Wasmisatos, slay 24 —The bill re-
ported from e house commities on
sgriculture + establish o buresua of
animal industry contains some very
wise provisions regarding the proteet-
1on of cattle.  The bill provides for the
appontment of o skilled veterinary
surgeon, who s to in \'w-liguh! the ¢ones
divon of domestic amimals in  the
United Stiates and roport the causes of
contagrious, Infect ous uad communicas
ble cattle diseases and the means for
their prevention and cure.  Special in-
vestigutions are 1o be made into the
existenes of pl--urn—}nwumunm. foor
and mouth diseases aud rinderpest, and
where these diseases exist the eoms
miss oner of agriculture, with the co-
operntion of the governor of the state,
shall cause the animals to he destroy ed
and pay ghe owner three-fourths of the
appraised value of the aoimals, not exs
ceeding, however, 8160 for s recorded
pedigree nor more than #¥60 for un
animal not pedgreed. Whenever a
state or territory m which contagious
or infectious cattle disense exists fails
to make provision for their extirpation,
the president Is suthorized to declure
in quarantine the said state or Lerritory,
The sum of $25,000 i5 to be appropri-
ated to earry into effeot the provisions
of the bill.
