“WENT THROUGIH A BRIDGE.

New Hamrron, Iowa, April
—A terrible disaster dcourred
seven miles west of New Humpton
this morning, whereby the passen-
ger coaches of the west honnd
Milwaukee nnd St. Pau! train were
precipitated into the Wapsia river,
It was osused by the giving away
of the bridge. The engineer and
two passengera are known to he
drowned and it is supposed the
same fate has befallen the balance
of the passengers.

A TERRIBLE ACCIDENT,
Sr. Pavy, Misn.,, April 5, —A
dispatch from New Hampton, Io.
wa, says. A terrible railroad ac-
cident occurred about four miles
west of this town on the Milwau.-
kee und St. Paul Road by which
at least & dozen persons lost their
lives and from fifteen to twenty
were injured. The train, which
left Chicago at 11:30 yesterday
forenoon and was due here at 2:13
this forenoon, paesed here nearly
on time, and when about four
miles west plunged into a creek,
the bridge over which was washed
out. The ¢reek was swollen by an
immense amount of water which
‘had been running off for the past
few days, and in addition a gorge
of ice was formed which previous
to the arrival of the train caved
away & portion of the bridge.
There was nothing to show that
there was danger ahead, and the
train plunged intio the swollen
stream while running at full speed.
The engine and three coaches
went into the creek and were im.
mediately submerged in the
siream of water which oveflowed
the banks.
A SCENE OF WILDENT CONPGZION
ensued and those of the train
orew and passenger, who escaped
death or injury were immediately
called into servico to relieve the
drowning or pinioned passengere.
[t was with great difficulty that
the passengers eould be reached
owing to the rushing of waters
through the car windows. Those
who were reseued from the smok
ing car, which was almost entirely
submerged, were taken from the
windowe, some maimed to such
an extent that they were power-
less to help themselves, while others
were nearly drowned before aid
could reach them. At this hour,
11 a. m., six dead bodiesa have
been taken out from the wreek,
and three more are known to be
underneath the debris, throngh
which the water s madly pouring.
and it ie aiMcult to reash them.
It is also stated that the engineer
and fireman wore instantly killed
or were caught in the cab and
drewned before aid could reach
them; but the confusion and ex
citement is w0 greas that it is diff.
cult to secure reliable information.
In addition to the passengers
koown to be killed, from fifteen
to twenty have been rescued that
are more or less seriously injured.
