Bills introduced and referred :

Mr. Robinson—To appropriate $200,-

Mr. (Tessonberry—To amend the 
general school law.

Mr. Page—To tax notes and other 
evidences of debt belonging to non­
residents doing a loan business in the 
state

Mr. Gurry—To appropriate $100,000 
to purchase apparatus for public 
schools.

Mr. Talbot—By retjuest, a resolution 
to pay the regular officers of the house 
the same mileage allowed members. 
Referred.

House hill amending the general In­
corporation act so as permit farmers 
to incorporate stores, etc., passed.

The governor's message was read, 
transmitting the report of the trustees 
of tin deaf and duml> and blind asylums 
for colored people.

Pending consideration of Mr. Page’s 
hill, fixing the tax at 15 cents, the 
house adjourned till morning.

Senator Armistead, for the commit­
tee on asylums, reported favorably 
bills to muke additions and improve­
ments to the North Texas Lunatic 
Asylum, also to eonstruet and finish 
the Orphan Asylum at Corsicana: also 
to add t<> and improve the Deaf ami 
Dumb Asylum.

Senator Burney—A bill to provide 
for the incorporation of cities and 
towns of 400 population anti over for 
school purposes.

Senator Frank—A hill to purchase 
convict farms.

The bill appropriating $l.’*n,O0O for 
the Terrell Asylum was passed.

The concurrent resolution appro­
priating $*00 to clear away the debris 
of the eapitol grounds passed.

The Senate then went into executive 
session on the confirmation of J. \V. 
Brown, manager of the lunatic asylum

thirty davs thereafter the management 
shall declare a dividend and pay to the 
stockholders thoir pro-rata part of such 
amount over ami above $150,000.

The amendment was voted down. 
Senator Houston ottered an amend­

ment that only farmers should hold 
stock in such corporation.

Voted down.
Senator Douglass of Jeft’erson offered 

an amendment to the $500 limitation to 
the effect that the law should not 
apply to persons interested In shares 

The Senate refused to adopt the 
amendment

Senator Houston ottered an amend­
ment that none but fanners shall at ail 
themselves of thl> act o f incorporation. 

Thu amendment was refused.
Senator Calhoun ottered an amend­

ment to emergency clause and Senator 
Burney moved the previous question.

The amendment was agreed to and 
the bill passed to its third reading.

The senate then adjourned till to* 
morrow at 10 o’clock.

K iE n iiT fi D a y .— The special order, 

the l ’age tax bill, came up for action.
The pending question was Mr. Page's 

amendment lixing the tax this year at 
10 cents and for future years at 18 
cents.

Mr. Mills offered an amendment 
to increase the 18 cents to 20 cents.

Mr. Johnson offered n substitute for 
the bill, fixing the tax for this year at 
10 cents for general purposes anti 15 
cunts for school purposes and leaving 
the tax next year at existing rates.

Mr. Steele favored the substitute, if 
so amended as to leave the school tax 
unchanged. In few remarks he indi­
cated tlie danger of Mr. Page’s pro­
position.

Mr. Pago attempted to force a vote 
by the previous question, which the 
House refused to adopt.

Action was sus|>ciuled and some few 
bills introduced. Then the Houso ad­
journed till 10 o'clock to-morrow.

M O N TH LY TALKS.
Texas Farm and Ranch.
T in ; TIME TO REST.

By the 1st of May we mav safely pre 
tunic that the cotton is planted, am 
that corn is worked out the first time 
The prevalent Idea is that now is tin 
time to take our recreation, for whet 
June comes wo will not have time 
Right here is our greatest error ;and thii 
error is .the cau-e of our bad seasom 
in nearly every instance. If June is tin 
time when grass grows fastest, is it not 
also the time our crop grows fastest it 
it has a chance? But if we do not liavt 
our land in p:oper tilth or we have ti 
tear up the plant's roots in getting clem 
of the grass that has already tak en  ut 
a part of the plant food, how can ti 
grow? Or what right have we to lay 
our own faults at the door of nature by 
grumbling about tho season. If  wi 
will do our duty, just about nlnety-niiu 
times out lif ttie hundred nature will 
do hers. In other words, if we do our 
duty every season will seem almost 
perfect. I never saw a season A i t  
some farmer did not make money. * 

G O T O  FLO W ING  AT liNCK.
It is not necessary to wait until the 

crop comes up. Wo invariably plow 
and drag ofl' our crop after planting 
aud before it conies tin. We find this 
to he the most valuable working wu 
ever give the crop (corn, cotton or any 
other crop),for the work can lie done 
more perfectly before than ji.st aftei 
tho crop comes up. As soon as up, s«’ 
we can see it. we go back to it witL 
any kind <>f a tool that will stir the 
land shallow. The idea is to keep mm 
ing the surface until the moisture will 
stand within one inch of the top of the 
ground after two weeks or more of dry 
weather (it will do it if the land is iu 
proper tilth).

d o n ’t  s t o p  p l o w i n g  
because it don’t rain or because it has 
rained, but keep on plowing. By this 
means wu will he sure to have the land 
fresh plowed when the rain comes ami 
we can wait until the land is dry 
enough to plow after the rain A great 
many will say this is too much work 
iuht as our neighbors used to say to us. 
But it is the only way to make a good 
crop any ami every, s« i-.m and it is by 
far the cheapest way to cultivate. Say 
you run around the > >.<p five time* 
more than usual. This is only about 
one dollar per acre. Tho two solid 
bocings now dispensed with would cost 

•.nearly twice this ami they are of no 
value to the crop except to get the 
grass out that could have been either 
cut up or covered if plowing had been 

.done at the proper time. Besides, Ibis 
dollar's worth of plowing willJMcrcasr 
the crop fully fifty per cent. oiWbason 
with another Some seasons it W ll not 
show as much as others, but it is tha 
surest aud cheapest. So if the land is 
broken in the fall or winter, cultivate 
fast but shallow so as to keep the plant 
roots out of the surface aud make a 
mulch for summer. If it is !»»-«»k**r: in 
the spring, cultivate fast but shallow to 
make the roots catch nearer the sur­
face.

FREQUENT s t ir r in g
If we wish to utilize all of nature's 

help in making this crop, we must con­
form to her rules. Right now is our 
most important time, and especially 
so this season. The fall and winter 
were so unfavorable that but little 
plowing was done until time to plant 
corn. W e know that no root can 
catch or feed iu this loose, harsh, open 
soil. We also know the nearer the sur­
face the roots start the faster the plant 
will grow and the earlier the crop will 
mature. The surest,easiest and cheap­
est way to secure an early and full 
crop Is to commence plowing in the
fall. In the spring the ■ily
needs to bo stirred just sufficient to 
keep down foulness and hold the roots 
below; the surface, for they will have a 
tendency upwards, just as they do on 
rainy seasons or on swampy land. 
Frequent stirring of the surface in the 
spring lets in air which drives out the 
excess of moisture and causes the roots 
to go deeper. This frequent stirring 
also reduces tho surface to a fineness 
that makes a complete mulch or shade 
during summer, conserving the mois­
ture. When our lands are first torn up 
in the spring, they become dry and 
harsh, ami a very short Urv spell will 
dry every bit of moisture oiit of all tho 
land torn up. So the roots of the 
plants, unless we have a great deal of 
rain, can not catch or feed until they 
have reached the hard, unbroken sub­
soil, A little manure or commercial fer­
tilizer under tho drill would do a great 
good, for It would start tho plnul off 
and keep it growing until the laud 
became ripe and firm. But [in the ab­
sence of the manure or fertilizer we 
must depend on the cultivator, har­
rows, sweeps, etc. Wo can firm the 
surface two or three inches with 
roller, log or plank drag; hut I know 
of no way to firm or ripen where we 
wish tho root,, to catch, except by do 
ing the plowing in time to allow a reac­
tion to take place. But we can by fre 
quont stil t ing ^shallow), so line tho sur- 
face that it w ill aet as a shade, which 
will cause tho moisture to stand 
nearer the top o f the ground. This will 
hasten tho ripening. Boots will also 
penetrate the soli if it is moist, ami 
Ireep the plant growing regularly, 
fruiting will conuuonce earlier, aud 
aur otou will be {made in June aud 
Jo lf Iwtead of August and .

Moore, a white man aged about 50 
years, has been arrested at Baton 
Rouge, La . on an affidavit of the Reg 
inter of the State Land Office ami 
lodged in jail, charged witli forgery 
in making applications for homesteads 
It appears the accused made the appli­
cation under aet lift of 1886 iu the 
names of John Moore and W. .1 Moore, 
and obtained warrants or certificates 
for two sections of land. Emboldened 
by thc-e successes, the accused tiled 
application for a third certificate iu 
(lie name o fJ .T .  Moore. The simi­
larity <>f names, signatures aud other 
circumstances led the Register of the 
Land Office to suspect something 
wrong, and a qu id investigation soon 
confirmed his suspicious.

Flooding rains fell all over the 
northern part of the state on the night 
of April 27, doing much damage to 
crops, hut putting a good season in tho 
ground.

had inadvertedly touched au electric 
coil.

“Groat heavens, man? Do you warn 
to burn your fingers?" continued tiu 
merchant, excitedly.

yours are framed in celluloid, and if yoi 
keep twirling them around your linger;, 
too near that gas jet you will have an 
explosion."

The reporter placed the dangerous 
contrivance astride his uose, and the 
merchant who is one of tho largest 
dealers in celluloid goods in tho city, 
coutinuud his conversation where this 
incident had interrupted it.

‘Most celluloid is made in Franco. 
Would you like to know how? Then 
listen; A roll of pa|>er is slowlv un­
wound, and at liie same lime is satur­
ated with a mixture of five parts of sul­
phuric acid and two parts of nitric 
acid, which falls upou the paper in a 
tine spray. This changes tho cellulose 
of the paper into pyroxylins (gun cot­
ton). The excess of the ncid having 
been expelled by pressure, the paper is 
washed with plenty of water until all 
traces of acid nave been removed. It 
is then reduced to a pulp, and passes 
on to the bleaching trough. It is this 
gun-cotton which gives it its ex pi os ve 
uatirre.

“ Most of the water having been got 
rid of by means of a strainer, the pulp 
is mixed witli from 20 to 40 per cent 
of its weight of camphor, and the mix­
ture thoroughly triturated under m 11- 
stones. The necessary coloring.having 
been added in the form of powder, a 
second mixture and grind ng follows. 
Th;s pulp is spread out on thin slabs, 
which are squeezed in a hydraulic press 
until they are as dry as chips. Then 
ti.ey aro rollc I in heated rollers, and 
ci. me out in clastic sheets. They are 
from that point worked up into every 
conceivable form. You can got cellu­
loid collars, cuffs, hairpins, shirt fronts, 
cravats, penholders, brushes ami combs, 
inkstands, knife handle*, jewelry, aud 
everything else almost that you opu 
imagine. 1 have seen in Paris a room 
nliuosl complclolv furnished n cellu­
loid. The^urtuins, the furniture, tho 
door knobsiflkd even tlie matting were 
made of tit* mater al. You mav bo 
sure no mulches were ever carried 
there. Indeed, the room was never 
used. It was only a curiosity, and tlie 
man who owned l owned the factory 
where it was made. These rooms will 
never bo popular. Few men. ev.-u in 
this rapid age, care about being Mown 
into tho kingdom cotuu iu small frag­
ments, scorched ami scattered, and that 
would be the fate of the man who let a 
hghte<! match fall iu such a room." — 
Uiicdjo Time*.

COBRAS.

Tba Mannar In YVblch tha Mosi
Venomoui Member ot tba BuaWt
Family Is Captured.
Mr. ( ’,  T. Buck land, F. Z. 8., tbr 

originator of tho crusade against 
suakos iu India, iu Longman'* Maga­
zine, mentions that, having secu a 
cobra bite n fowl, ho watched and suw 
the fowl fall dead within thirty secouds 
front the lime it was bitten. This 
occurred in the house of a friend who 
had engaged au itinerant snake-charm­
er to exhibit snakes to n party ol 
guests. Observing that some people 
liavo a peculiar faculty for handling 
snakes, Mr. Bucklaud mentions that iu 
a work published uot long ago by Mr. 
F. B. Simson, a retired India olvtllian, 
the following prescription for catchiug 
cobras is givcu:

“ When you come upon your cobra 
make him rear up and expand his 
4iood. Ho generally does this quick 
enough, but should ho delay, whistle 
to him, imitating tho snake-charmers. 
He will theu certainly raisn hi* head. 
Then, wdli a small cane or slick, or 
the ramrod of a gun, gently pros* It is 
head to tho ground. The snake will 
not object; ho seems rather lo like it. 
When you press his head lightly to the 
ground witli tho stick in your left 
hand, you should seize the annko firm­
ly with your right, close behind the 
bend, holding h s neck rather tightly; 
then let go the stick and catch hold of 
the tail. Tho snake 1* powerless, and 
you enn do what you like with it. You 
should have an earthen pot brought 
and let the snake pass into it, as 
snakes will always go into any dark 
place.”

Mr. S nisou says that I10 had au 
elephant-driver, or mahout, who was a 
great snake-calclier and very reckless, 
lie  writes thus:

“ I never saw him press down tho 
snake with a toil such as 1 have de­
scribed; but he caught numbers of 
snakes of nil sorts, nnd sent them alive 
to his house h i* movements were so 
rapid, nnd generally in jungle with his 
buck to me, that I never make out ex­
actly why ho did not get hit. Ho used 
to jump off liis elephant, leaving the 
nn-tual in tny guidance, and in a mo­
ment afterward ho had the snake's 
neck in his hand. Ho said hn caught 
them by tho tails, swung them under 
h s ariu. nnd held thorn thero wh le he 
slipped his build up to tho I aek of 
the head IIo then gnvo tho snake 
sonto of his clothing to anntso itself 
with, and on which to expend it* ve­
nom. Ho then wrapped the reptiles 
up in a loose cloth and took very little 
trouble with them. 1 have seen h m 
catch snnkes scores of times; but 1 rath­
er discouraged him, as I did not 1 ke 
the idea of having live venomous 
snakes at lai’ ire, or even in earthen 
pots or boxes. At the same time he 
received good price* for his snnk*‘s.”

Some people who are used to handle 
snakes seem to lose all feeling of ap­
prehension regarding them. S r  
Joseph Fayror hud no fear of them. 
But he was very nearly bitten one day. 
He nnd a friend were busy examining 
the peculiar anatomy of a portion of 11 
cobra’ s tail. The cobra was in a box, 
and a native assistant was supposed to 
be holding down tho lid of the box so 
ns to Allow only the tail to protrude. 
Somehow the nativo became careless, 
and he rclnxod In  hold on the lid, so 
that tho cobra suddenly put out it* 
head to see what Sir Joseph Fayror 
was doing with its tail. Luckily it 
was more pleftsed than ofl'ondod at tin- 
liberties which were being taken with 
its tail, but it was unpleasant for Sir 
Joseph Fayror to find h's face almost 
touching the cobra’ s mouth.

no value. It is unnecessary to reca­
pitulate the experiments, but his famil­
iarity with the deadly snake was quite 
alarming.
