THE"EMPERANOE movement.

Mies UrniiSa» k. Willard Itelntos Ilow
Il Wm <cArclvo<l In ‘Il hie Country
In IHOS, Near Puratnun, N. Y.

In speaking of the history of Ilio tom-

mperanuo movement. at the last regular

mooting of too Woman's club, Miss
Francos R Wilisrd told tho story of (ho
first temperance meeting held in
tho Unltod States. It was in 1808 and
was a gathering of teachers and preach-
ers in a country school-house in a littlo
town near Saratoga, N. Y. Of oourso,
no woman was present and Miss Wil-
lard thought it doubtful if tho gentle-
men present oven meuiioned tho subject
which they had undtft advisement to
thoir wives aud daughters. In 1836 a
national temporuuce convention was
held at Saratoga. At this convention
ono woman was present. Gov. Trum-
bol came down toattund the convention
am1was accompanied hy his yonug
daughter Eliza. She went with her
father to the convention hall, and, al-
though when she discovered that she
was tho only woman present she want-
ed to withdraw, her father insisted up-
on her remaining.

Mbs Willard spoke of tho Woman's
CbrLtian Temperance union as it now
existed, wth u state or territorial
union in thirty-three states and terri-
tories. as tho result of the sober sec-
ond thought of tho crusade. She said
‘that the movement bad been a perfect
imisti.ition of tlie law of gradual siu,
and that the Woman’s Christian Tem-
porame Union hadlx-en obliged, as is
each ind viduai, to make its own exper-
ience. Seeing tho man in the gutter, it
began with this terrible object lesson,
bud for_years it used all its eHurts to
raise >iicli from thoir wretched, unman-
ned state. Aftor working with all oour-
nge, seal, aud faithfulness for n long
time in this direct on tiiey found, by
tareful computation, that the propor-
tion of those wlto s gn-'d the pledge
who proved faithful to the obi gation
they had taken were only about five
out of ono hundred and fifty. It then
dawned upon them that the work which
would bo permanently ctVectual must
be prevention rather thnn cure. They
then began systematic work for chil-
dren. first in the Sunday schools and
lator in the pubi ¢ schools.

In speaking of the early work of tho
Nat onal union Miss Willard said that
the union then had buta few hundred
dollars per \ear at i's command. Imt
now it disbursed many thousand dol-
lars a year, and also had a large and
thoroughly equipped publishing house.
What lias boon dono has been ac-
complished by wit. wisdom, ood
will, and an earnest endeavor to show
wurg/ it was best to do certain things,
nu<l by asking people if they would not
like to do them rather than by telling
lltem they must do them because of
their being right. Their* had both
been in aim and accomplishment a
work, not of segregation but of unifica-
tion. And the organization, in advo-
cating uncompromisin%1 prohibition,
had boon actuated by the knowledge
which experience and actual observa-
tion Imd given them, mid that this
knowledge had made it seem to them
that ﬁrohibition was the only course by
which to perform the duty of “making
it easy for those about us to do right.
Miss Willard further declared that she
1>8Unveil any right-minded person, sub-
jected t» the sumo confluence of forces
which liml operated upon them in their
work, would soon come to the same
conclusion.

To get at the correct answer of ques-
tions like these the trend of results
must be taken, and the trend of prohib-
ition was most decidedly and incompar-
ably an improvement on any measure
in regard to intoxicants which had yet
been tested.

She had pue msed a paper ns she was
coming to the club-rooms to see the
ﬁrice of whisky.

line of acliou in governmental affairs.
That they bolioved that nothing so
broadened and ennobled a woman as
taking hold of broad and ennobling
subjects, and that rationally entered
upon grunting the suffrage to women
would tend to the upl fling of tho race.
Thnt the saloon interests feared the
ballot in the band of women as did all
vicious interests, spoke volumes for It.

A New Edible From the Sea.

A new edible delicacy of marine ori-
gin, and surpassing, in the opinion of
many southern gourmands, the finest
oysters, is nbout to bo introduced into
this country. A simply of the true
Mediterranean sen-ufcliins, in good
condition, is to be consigned to our
market, and English epicures will be
askeu to try tho eggs of the echinidean
after the fnshiou of Marseilles—that is.
by eating them off the shells, raw and
uncooked. The sea-urchin, which sci-
i _with the playful simplicity
c ic of the kind, "have agreed
to designate tho “strongylocenlrotus"
isan article of food in many parts of
tho world as most peoplo are probably
aware, lienee ono of tho common
names it bears among flsberfolk who
have no reputation for learning to keep
up, and who call It tho "sea-egg/’
But all along the slioros of the Medi-
terranean the Uvc-cellfld roselto form-
ing the inside of the prickly creature is
osteemed ono of the tasteless yieldod
by tho sea. Strangers visiting the Mar-
seilles fish market will seo basket after
basket there filled with these browny-
green and violet colored "hedgehogs
of tho deep.” They are deftly opened
by the fishwives, tho left hand being
protected against the sharp prickles by
a stout cloth wrapped around it, the
stomach-sack is out out, and the fine
orange colored oggs In the centre ex-
posed and handed on the shell to the
customers ever ready for the dainty.
These eggs are only to bo found in the
“urchin*” between the months of Oc-
tober and May, that is, about the same
timo as tho oyster Is inseason.  Atoth-
er times the eggs are missing, nnd
many worthy peoplo have pronounced
the creature good for nothing because
they happened to capture and open it
nl tho wrong season of the year. The
urchin fishery, owing to the great de-
mand for the crustaoean in Southern
Europe, is one of the most Important
of tho Mediterranean. The creatures
frequent rooky ground, and in the
form of round, prickly balls, they are
found, hundreds together, a few feet
below high-water mark in tho shoals of
the Spanish, French, and Italian const.
They are captured hy menus of a cleft
slick, with wh eli the fisher pokes about
in their haunts, aud often, too, hy div-
ers. In the Bay of Naples nothing is
more amusing than to watch the
urcliin-fishurs nt_work in search of
their prey. Rowingto tbo *pot where
they are carrying on operations, one
may some scores of heads bobbing
about ia tho water, and probably an
equal number of pairs of legs, all be-
onging to bodies that are invisible.
