NIGHT RIDER8 BURN LARGE TO­

BACCO WAREHOUSE.

NO PERSONAL VIOLENCE DONE

Thirty-Five Thousand Pounds of Tobac­
co Burned on a PlanUtion by 

Marauders.

Hopkinsville, Ky., Feb 10.— Night 
riders at 3 o ’clock Sunday morning 
burned a warehouse on the farm of A. 
H. Cardin, in Crlttendon County, con­
taining 35,000 pounds of tobacco pur­
chased for Buckner, Dunkerson & Com­
pany of Louisville, and a barn contain­
ing 10,000 pounds of tobacco belonging 
to Cardin & Company. Cardin is said 
to be the only Independent tobacco 
buyer in the district. He was not at 
home at the time.

A few shots were fired by the night 
riders, it is said, but no personal vio­
lence done. They went through Fre- 
donla, about six miles away, in Cald­
well County, captured the telephone 
operator, cut the telephone wires and 
kept the town under guard until the 
work at Cardin's was completed.

The main body o f the riders passed 
| back through Fredonia about 5 o ’clock 

in the morning.

BANKER SUICIDES.

A Prominent Financier Takes His Own 
Life.

Fort Wurth, Tex., Feb. 10.—Linton 
C. Htm’hins. forty-nine years of age, 
Second Vice-President of the Fort 
Worth National Bank, one of the larg­
est financial institutions in the city; 
also Vice-President of the Manning 

. Lumber Company, was found dead lif 
' the bank building, at the corner of 
j Fifth and Main Streets, just before the 
j noon hour Sunday, with a pistol shot 

wound in his right temple, near the 
center of his forehead, and a pistol 
clutched in his hand, which was fold­
ed across his breast.

His lifeless body was found by one 
of the clerks. The Justice of the 
Peace held the inquest and decided 
that death was due to a gunshot 
wound inflicted by the deceased with 

| the object of self-destruction.

THE RIO GRANDE QUESTION.

Likely That a Nsw Treaty W ill Soon 
Be Made.

City of Mexico, Feb. 8.—It is highly 
probable that the treaty of 1848 be­
tween the United States and Mexico, 
fixing the boundary line along the Rio 
Grande, will be abrogated and another 
one signed and ratified, as a result of 
the negotiations which are now in 
progress.

The question at Issue is not to make 
the Rio Grande navigable to a greater 
extent than is enjoyed at present, but 
to destroy its present navigability in 
the interest of agriculture and the do 
velopmont of the adjacent lands on ei 
ther side of the stream. The treaty 
of 1848 establishing the Rio Grande 
as the dividing line between a por 
tion of the frontiers between the two 
countries stipulated that neither coun­
try should for any purpose divert the 
channel of the stream or take from It 
a sufficient amount of water to render 
it unnavigable to a certain distance 
from the mouth.

It was believed at that time that 
the navigability of the river would be 
of prime Importance to the commerce 
and interests of the frontier. Times, 
however, have changed In the last six­
ty years, and the great advancement 
of the frontier States and the develop­
ment of lands have been so import­
ant that the navigability of the stream 
has become a secondary consideration 
and Is giving way to the growing do 
mands of agriculture and cultivation of 
arid lands.

Money to Build Dam.
Washington: The House Rivers and 

Harbors Committee has agreed to re­
port favorably the bill permitting the 
balance of the amount contributed by 
the citizens of Dallas to be used for 
the construction of lock and dam No. 
2. The balance is about $3,5000, and 
will be sufficient, it Is said, added to 
that appropriated in the last bill. This 
amount is the balance o f $6C.6C6 con 
trfcbuted by the citizens of Dallas to 
snag and clean the upper section of 
the river. When it was discovered 
that the amounte appropriated in the 
last general bill was not enough for 
the building of two locks and dams 
provided for. it was thought that this 
balance could be diverted to that use 
without an act of Congress, but the 
legal authority of the War Department 
held otherwise, hence the introduction 
of the bill here reported.

The Lufkin Land and Lumber com­
pany mill which has been closed down 
since the beginning o f the financial 
scare, started up last week to run full 
time and six days in the week.

It is learnod that there is a well- 
defined movement looking to the in­
corporation of Spindle Top. including 
the towns of Guffey and Gladys, with 
the idea of forming a corporation.

Williamson county has a perman­
ent Good Roads organisation, whose 
purpose is to take steps to secure to 
Williamson county roads that will at 
all times be in good condition for use.

A martyr to duty, Dr. Wm. D. Gross 
died at his home in Philadelphia from 
blood poison caused by the infection 
of a cut upon his thump, received 
about three weeks ago in performing 
an operation.

The officers and directors of the 
San Angelo Business Club have or­
ganized for work by seclecting Will 
Cunningham for secretary and estab­
lishing an office. An active campaign 
is promised for a greater San Angelo.

It is reported that in the spring the 
Gulf Pipe Line Company will begin 
laying a second line from the Tulsa 
oil field to Beaumont. The single line 
is heavily taxed to carry oft the oil 
at present, and new wells are being 
brought in.

It is stated that Dr. Simmons, owner 
of the great Simmons Ranch in Atas­
cosa and Live Oak counties, contain­
ing 95,000 acres has bought forty 
mRes of steel with which to lay the 
first section of a railway from San An­
tonio to and through his lands.

The Corporation Commission of Ok­
lahoma has issued a promised order 
that passengers shall not be required 
to surrender their tickets unless they 
are provided with a seat while travel­
ing on passenger trains.

One of the largest and perhaps the 
last rice sale of consequence of the 
present season took place at Haywood 
last week when the Raywood Rice and 
Canal company will sell 10,000 sacks 
o f rough rice under the system of 
competitive bids.

For Federal 8oldiers’ Home.
Biloxi, Miss.: Northern winter vis­

itors have held an enthousiastic meet­
ing and organized to secure the pas 
sage of the Brick bill for the establish­
ment of a soldier's home on the Mis­
sissippi coast in the heart of the South 
for old Grand Army men. Congress­
man Brick of Indiana has such a bill 
now before Congress carrying half a 
million dollars. Both Union and 
Confederate veterans attended the 
meeting here and all joined in the m e 
morial to Congress.

Roast* the Doctors.
Waco. A warm letter has been re­

ceived from State Health Officer 
Brumby calling attention to the fail­
ure of physicians and midwives of Mc­
Lennan County to report deaths and 
ether vital statistics. Dr. Brumby- 
says that the records here show two 
deaths for December, whereas, accord­
ing to theh average, based upon the 
population of the county of 65,000, It 
should have been eighty-five deaths.

A fire last week at Shalluck, Ok., 
which started in a restaurant, de­
stroyed property to the value of over 
$75,000.

A New Plot 8tory.
London: The Paris Correspondent

of the Central News says word has 
reached the French capital of the dle- 
covery by the Empress of Russia of a 
Terrorist warning in the Czarevitch's 
bed, stating the Czar and Czarevitch 
have been sentenced to death. Se­
cret police agents found a network of 
electric wire ingeniously concealed and 
connected with seventeen powerful 
bombs placed at distant points in the 
palace.

Bank Robber* Made Good.
Sulphur Springs, Ark.: Four men

Sunday morning blew open the vauit 
of the Bank of Sulphur Springs nnd 
secured $1000 in cash, notes nnd oth­
er valuables. The citizens were 
aroused by explosions, but by the time 
officers got downtown the work had 
been accomplished and the four men 
were seen to mount their horses and 
ride westward, in which direction the 
mountains are filled with many 
gorge*.

Thrown on Barbed W ire Fence.
Bonham: L. B. Chitwood, a young

farmer living six miles southwest of 
here, met death late Thursday after­
noon while riding a mule. The ani­
mal ran away, throwing him on a 
barbed wire fence. His foot hung in 
the stirrup, and he was dragged along 
the wire for some distance, the wire 
cutting his throat and almost sever­
ing the head from the body. He was 
a Mason, and was buried by that fra­
ternity at Ector Saturday.

Much Corn W ill Be Planted.
Dallas: John Hearndon, who owns

and cultivates several black land farms 
in Dallas County, said, in a recent in­
terview, that the winter so far has 
been very favorable for agricultural 
operations and that farmers are right 
up with their work. Many of them 
are beginning to plant corn, and if 
the weather continues open thousands 
of acres of that grain will be planted 
in the county during this month.

Brewer, who lives seven miles north 
of Snyder, started to the field where 
her father was burning off the land, 
when a sudden gust of wind scattered 
the fire into the pasture, and the child, 
unable to get out of the path of the 
flames, was burned to death. The fa­
ther started to head off the fire and 
found his child with her clothes 
burned off and dying.

TWO FIRES THURSDAY
TEM PLE AND KINGSTON SUFFER  

HEAVY L0SSE8.

ONE IS SEVERELY BURNED
Los* at Temple, $175,000; the Town 

of Kingston Is Almost De­
stroyed.

Temple. Tex., Feb. 7.—A disastrous 
fire broke out shoftly after midnight, 
which for a time threatened to con­
sume the whole block of business 
houses on North Main between Ave­
nue A and Central Street. The fire 
started in the McKelvey Dry Goods 
store in the second story. The loss 
by fire, smoke and water will prob­
ably exceed $175,000, not fully cov­
ered by insurance.

The greatest loss falls on the Mc- 
Celvey company, whose stock includ­
ed that of The Fair, the loss to both 
being esUmated at $126,000. The oth­
er losers were the Mississippi Store. 
$50,000; Burwltz & Riley, loss on build­
ing. $15,000; Charles Roeder, tailor, 
$1000, no insurance; Howell, photog­
rapher. $1000, Insurance not known; 
Misses Spencer, millinery, $2500, in­
surance not known; Mr and Mrs. 
Thompson, music, $1500; Dr. White 
and A. J. Jarrell, loss on Mississippi 
Store building, $2500, insurance not 
known.

At an early hour Thursday morn­
ing almost the entire town of Kings­
ton was destroyed by a fire originat­
ing in a building owned by Dallas 
parties and occupied by the Kingston 
Star office and T. A. Lewis' barber 
shop.

SON 8LA Y8 FATHER.

Judge James Hargis of Breathitt Coun­
ty. Kentucky, Is Killed.

Louisville. Ky.. Feb. 7.—A special 
from Jackson, Ky.. says: Former
County Judge James Hargis, for many 
years a member of the State Demo­
cratic Executive Committee, accused 
of complicity in many killings and a 
prominent figure in the feuds which 
have disrupted Breathitt County for 
several years, was shot and instantly 
killed at his general store here about 
3:30 yesterday afternoon by his son. 
Beach Hargis. The son fired five 
shots in rapid succession at his fa­
ther. who fell dead while his clerks 
were waiting on customers.

The exact cause of the murder has 
not been learned, but it is supposed 
to have been the result of differences 
which have existed between father and 
son for some time. The two men are 
reported to have had a severe quar­
rel several nights ago, when the fa­
ther, It is alleged, was compelled to 
resort to violence to restrain his son.

Lumber Road Building.
Houston: William Anderson, con­

nected with the Carlisle Lumber Com­
pany of Trinity, says the Carlisle

T H E  A. *  M. COLLEGE.

A Texan, writing of the Texas Stats 
Agricultural & Mechanical College, 
has this to say, which is applicable to
practically all State A. & M. colleges:

One excellent feature of the advan­
tages at the Agricultural & Mechani­
cal College Is that they are easily 
within the reach of the poor man’s 
son. The neoessary expenses for the 
entire school year do not amount t« 
much more than the sum they must 
pay for tuition alone at many o f the 
universities and colleges of the coun­
try. An'd then a young man of grit 
and energy can keep up with his stu­
dies and at the same time by outside 
work earn money enough to defray a 
large part of his expenses. Students 
have not Infrequently paid all of their 
expenses, and it has occasionally hap­
pened that some unusually thlrfty fel­
low, in addition to making enough to 
pay all his college expenses, has laid 
by a snug little sum to begin life on. 
A graduate of the college was recent­
ly asked how much money he had 
when he entered the freshman class. 
He replied: “ I had forty dollars at
the beginning of the sesslun, and I 
had forty dollars at the close of school 
in June.” It Is reported of another 
student who paid all his expenses by 
working, that during the four years 
of his college life he accumulated 
eight hundred dollars. Some of this 
amount, however, was earned during 
the summer vacations. An education 
acquired under such circumstances 
generally means a great deal more 
than one. the expenses of which are 
all paid by a parent or guardian. The 
young man who pays his own way 
through college learns thoroughly the 
value of a dollar, and he also gets 
some lessons in self-denial and Inde­
pendence that can not fall to be help­
ful to him in after life.

The wreck was at Lay- 
ton, north of Salt Lake City.

Failing to recoup his fortune lost in 
speculating. Edward C. Brooks aged 
thirty-five years, committed suicide at 
the Produce Exchange building in New 
York by taking cyanide of potassium.

The Palestine Railroad Young Men's 
Christian Association at Palestine was 
damaged by fire, smoke and water Sat­
urday to the amount of nearly four 
thousand dollars, fully covered by In­
surance.

William Perkins, a former resident 
of Rose Pine, La., who had been re­
siding in Arkansas, killed himself by 
shooting. The act of self-destruction 
resulted from despondency over flnar- 
cial affairs.

By an overwhelming majority, 
Tulsa. Okla., voted for a special char­
ter and with it the commission form 
o f government. This is the first city 
in Oklahoma to adopt this plan of 
government.

Major Charles W. Anderson, aged 
eighty-two years, a member o f Gen­
eral Forrest’s staff and general freight 
agent of the Nashville, Chattanooga 
and St. Louis railway, is dead at his 
home near Florence Station, Tenn.

IDEA FOR SUPPER DISH.

Returned Traveler Telle How to 
pare Cuban Delicacy.

Charles J. Post, the illustrator, who 
has just returned front Cuba, Is mak­
ing all his friends happy by telling 
them how to prepare a new and most 
delectable supper dish, says the New 
York Times. This is the "Huevos 
Malaguena," which has long been one 
of the favorite viands served at the 
best Havana restaurants.

While it is possible to prepare this 
dish in the chafing dish, the Cuban 
method of cooking it is to make it 
directly over the fire in a porcelain 
lined stew pan. Into this the cook 
pours some good olive oil—not a tea­
spoonful or two. or enough to Just 
grease the bottom of the pan, but a 
goodly quantity, that the oil may bub­
ble conspicuously when sufficiently 
heated. When this result has been at­
tained. drop some eggs gently into the 
hot oil; follow quickly with shrimp. 
French peas and capers, and let the 
mixture remain over the lire just long 
enough to enable the eggs to poach to 
the extent desired. Then, season to 
taste with salt, white pepper, and pap­
rika.

As this combination of egg. fish and 
vegetable should appear at the table 
in the same utensil in which it is 
cooked, it may be made still more 
attractive by being prepared in indi­
vidual dishes—one or two eggs and a 
corresponding quantity of shrimp, peas 
and capers being apportioned to each 
dish. But however it may be made, 
one thing at least Is certain. It may 
be depended upon to play the role 
of a captivating surprise at whatever 
hour of the day of evening you may 
invite your guests to partake of it.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

When mixing mustard add a drop or 
two of salad oil to it. It will greatly 
improve the flavor.

A tablespoonful of borax is an agree­
able addition to the dishwater and 
helps to keep the hands soft, instead 
of irritating them, as soda does.

To keep lemons as well as to Im­
prove their flavor, put them into more 
than enough water to cover them and 
change it every day or two.

A pan of borax and sugar kept under 
the sink will discourage roaches.

Plenty of hot water and washing 
soda put down the sink pipes will keep 
them clear and lessen the plumber's 
bill.

If tea or coffee be spilled on a wool­
en material it may be removed by ap­
plying glycerin to the spot, afterward 
washing out the glycerin with water.

Discolored Ivory knife handles 
should be cleaned with lemon juice 
and salt. Cut a lemon in half, dip 
it in salt and with it rub the ivory. 
Wash off immediately with warm wa­
ter and wipe dry.

New Boiling.
-Here is a new cookery kink. It is 

“ boiling" eggs without water. This 
novelty is exploited at one of Chi­
cago's leading hotels, and as the feat 
is accomplished directly before the 
eyes of the guest, the new way of 
cooking generally attracts attention 
afld comment. The waiter places a 
box-like apparatus before the guest 
and turns on a little electricity from 
the bracket on the wail and places 
the desired number of eggs in the 
heater. In about a minute and a half, 
or half the time consumed by the 
hot water process, the eggs are cooked 
to a turn. The process is an idea 
originated by Prof. Radtke of Armour 
Institute.

CARE OF TH E K ITCHEN.

| Clean Walla Are an Eeaential to 
8anitary Cooking.

It is not only important to know 
how to cook, but it is equally Impor­
tant to know where to cook. Cook­
ing in a dirty kitchen can never pro- j 
duce good food. The idea is simply 
preposterous, yet kitchen walls are 
left for months—sometimes for yeare 
without cleansing.

In the first place tho kitchen wall 
should have a light tint that the mer­
est fleck of dirt can be seen; that the 
sheerest cobweb can be brushed 
away; that the tiniest water bug can 
be discerned. It is all folly expecting 
clean food in a kitchen with dirty 
walls.

Never put a wall coating on a 
kitchen wall that is mixed with hot 
water or that has glue in it. or sour 
milk in it if mixed with cold water. 
Glue walls made from horses' hoofs 
colored up with cheap colorings do 
not indicate good housekeeping. The 
glue is constantly flecking off, fall­
ing into the food and the idea of food 
flavored with glue made from horses' 
hoofs i3 not appetizing.

Kitchen walls to be thoroughly sat­
isfactory should be alabastined the 
same as every other wall in the 
house. They should be coated regu­
larly in the spring and fall o f each 
year with a light tint.

The care of the pantry requires 
j constant attention. The walls should 

be brushed over every year, tho 
dishes removed from the shelves 
which should be thoroughly wiped 

i with hot water. if there are ant 
holes or any other insects in the pan- j 
tries a thick putty of the wall coat- I 

j ing can be made and all the ant holes, j 
even small mice holes can be tilled 
with it which will protect the pantry 
from the incursions of disagreeable 
insects and mice.

IDEA FOR 8UPPER DISH.

Returned Traveler Telle How to Pre­
pare Cuban Delicacy.

Charles J. Post, the illustrator, who 
has Just returned from Cuba, Is mak­
ing all his friends happy by telling 
them how to prepare a new and most 
delectable supper dish, says the New 
York Times. This is the "Huevos 
Malaguena," which has long been one 
of the favorite viands served at the 
best Havana restaurants.

While it Is possible to prepare this 
dish in the chafing dish, the Cuban 
method of cooking It is to make It 
directly over the fire in a porcelain 
lined stew pan. Into this the cook 
pours some good olive oil—not a tea­
spoonful or two. or enough to Just 
grease the bottom of the pan, but a 
goodly quantity, that the oil may bub­
ble conspicuously when sufficiently 
heated. When this result has been at­
tained, drop some eggs gently into the 
hot oil; follow quickly with shrimp, 
French peas and capers, and let the 
mixture remain over the fire just long 
enough to enable the eggs to poach to 
the extent desired. Then, season to 
taste with salt, white pepper, and pap­
rika.

As this combination of egg, fish and 
vegetable should appear at the tablo 
in the same utensil In which it is 
cooked. It may be made still more 
attractive by being prepared in Indi­
vidual dishes—one or two eggs and a 
corresponding quantity of shrimp, peas 
and capers being apportioned to each 
dish. But however It may be made, 
one thing at least is certain. It may 
be depended upon to play the role 
of a captivating surprise at whatever 
hour of the day of evening you may 
invite your guests to partake of it.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

When mixing mustard add a drop or 
two of salad oil to it. It will greatly 
improve the flavor.

A tablespoonful of borax is an agree­
able addition to the dishwater and 
helps to keep the hands soft. Instead I 
of Irritating them, as soda does.

To keep lemons as well as to im­
prove their flavor, put them Into more 
than enough water to cover them and , 
change it every day or two.

A pan of borax and sugar kept under 
the sink will discourage roaches.

Plenty of hot water and washing j 
soda put down the sink pipes will keep i 
them clear and lessen the plumber's 
bill.

If tea or coffee be spilled on a wool­
en material it may be removed by ap­
plying glycerin to the spot, afterward 
washing out the glycerin with water.

Discolored ivory knife handles 
should be cleaned with lemon juice 
and salt. Cut a lemon in half, dip 
it in salt and with It rub the Ivory. 
Wash off Immediately with warm wa­
ter and wipe dry.

New Boiling.
-Here Is a new cookery kink. It Is 

“boiling" eggs without water. This 
novelty is exploited at one of Chi­
cago’s leading hotels, and as the feat 
Is accomplished directly before the : 
eyes of the guest, the new way of 
cooking generally attracts attention 1 
a$d comment. The waiter places u 
box-like apparatus before the guest j 
and turns on a little electricity from ! 
the bracket on the wall and places I 
the desired number of eggs in the 
heater. In about a minute and a half, 
or half the time consumed by the 
hot water process, the eggs are cooked 
to a turn. The process is an idea 
originated by Prof. Radtke of Armour 
Institute. .

Delicious Potatoes.
Select potatoes of medium and uni­

form size. Wash very clean with a 
brush and drop Into a kettle of boiling 
water to which has been added a 
little salt and a pinch of soda. Boll 
about five minutes until hot to the 
center, take out of water and put in 
a hot oven, baking until slightly 
brown. You will say you never knew 
what potatoes were before, If you time 
them right.

Thrse-Minute Date Cake.
Two eggs, one-half cup sweet milk, 

one and one-third cups brown sugar, 
one-third cup butter, melted, one and 
one-third cups flour, three teaspoons 
baking powder, one-half teaspoon cin­
namon, half of a nutmeg, one-half 
pound or one cupful dates, cut fine. 
This Is all put together and beaten 
three minutes exactly. Bake In two 
layers 20 to 25 minutes.

Filling—One cup sliced dates, one- 
quarter cup granulated sugar, rind 
and Juice of one lemon, two table­
spoons hot water.

Walnut Cream Cakt.
To seven tablespoonfuls of rolled 

crackers add two teaspoons of baking 
powder, one pound of English wal­
nuts, one pound of dates, one and one- 
half cups sugar, and five eggs. Put 
yellows In and beat whites separately. 
Bake 30 minutes in a slow oven.

To Pravant Calico from Fading.
Put nearly a pint of salt into a gal­

lon of hot water. Put the calico Into 
the hot water, allowing It to remain 

| until the water becomes cold. Then 
wash in usual wuy.

CARE OF TH E  KITCHEN.

Clsan Walls Are an Essential to 
Sanitary Cooking.

It is not only important to know
how to cook, but It Is equally Impor­
tant to know where to cook. Cook­
ing In a dirty kitchen can never pro­
duce good food. The idea is simply 
preposterous, yet kitchen walls are 
left for months—sometimes for years 
without cleansing.

In the first place the kitchen wall 
should have a light tint that the mer­
est fleck of dirt can be seen; that the 
sheerest cobweb can be brushed 
away; that the tiniest water bug can 
be discerned. It is all folly expecting 
clean food in a kitchen with dirty 
walls.

Never put a wall coating on a 
kitchen wall that Is mixed with hot 
water or that has glue in it, or sour 
milk in it if mixed with cold water. 
Glue walls made from horses’ hoofs 
colored up with cheap colorings do 
not Indicate good housekeeping. The 
glue is constantly flecking off, fall­
ing into the food and the idea of food 
flavored with glue made from horses' 
hoofs is not appetizing.

Kitchen walls to be thoroughly sat­
isfactory should be alibastined the 
same as every other wall in the 
house. They should bo coated regu­
larly in the spring and fall o f each 
year with a light tint.

The care of the pantry requires 
constant attention. The walls should 
be brushed over every year, the 
dishes removed from the shelves 
which should bo thoroughly wiped 
with hot water. If there are ant 
holes or any other insects in the pan­
tries a thick putty of the wall coat­
ing can be made and all the ant holes, 
even small mice holes can be filled 
with it which will protect the pantry 
from the incursions of disagreeable 
insects and mice.
