Cash Relief
Thi acreage retirement plan o f­

fers the farmer two choices of ben­
efits in return for reducing his 
acreage at least 25 per cent and not 
more than 50 per cent. By the first 
plan he would receive in cash this 
summer front $<>.00 per acre to 
$12.00 pei uen for every acre re-1 
tiled, the exact amount depending I 
on the yield per acre. In addition he 
would he given an option at t! cents 
per pound on as many hales of 
Ciovernmont owned cotton as the* 
acreage retired would yield at its 
ordinary rate. This eotton the Gov­
ernment may sell at some time this 
year and pay the farmer the differ- 
etli-i between selling price and the 
option price.

By the second plan, the farmei 
would be paid a straight cash rental, 
ranging from *7 per acre to $20 for 
every acre retired, exact amount de­
pending on what the land ordinarily 
yields.

Payment Schedules
The schedule of payments on the 

first plan is based oil what the land 
retired would ordinarily produce, a- 
follow s; from 1 no to 121 pounds lint 
per acre, $t> cash payment per acre; 
from 125 to 149 pounds, *7 per acre; 
front 150 to 174 pounds. $s per 
acre; from 175 to 224 pounds. $10 
per acre: from 225 to 274 pounds. 
*11 per acre; and land yielding more 

o than 275 pounds lint per acre, $12 
per acre cash payment.

Farmers wanting all cash pay­
ment and not desiring to take an op­
tion on Government cotton are o f­
fered a higher scule o f cash rental 
payments than offered under the 
first plan. These are based on what 
the land retired would ordinarily 
produce, as follows: IdO to 121 
pounds lint per acre, $7 in cash per 
acre; 125 to 149, *9; 150 to 17 1. 
$1 !; 175 to 224. *14: 225 to 271. 
*17; and yields more than 275 
pounds lint per acre, the cash pay­
ment would be $20 per acre.

What to Plant?
A number of farmers [dan to let 

their land lie fallow, however, many 
are planning to plant other crops on 
it. if the Farm Act as applied to cot­
ton becomes operative. The land re­
tired from cotton may be planted to 
feed, vegetables or any crop that will 
not come into competition with other 
government controlled crops. The 
land may be planted to wheat next 
fall, if this crop is used for grazing 
purposes only.

Roosevelt Helps
“ President Roosevelt is squarely 

behind the cotton acreage reduction 
plan of the Fanil Relief Act and had 
a lot to do with formulating its pro­
vision.-,'' declared O. B. Martin, di­
rector o f the Texas A. & M. College 
Extension Service to administer the 
Act. He feels that his visits to Geor­
gia have given him an insight into 
the- problems o f the Southern farm­
er. He is confident that cotton farm­
ers will respond to the Government 
plan."

Leinen. agent for a large New York 
employment company, who declares 
that he ha- hired as many as 13.'!,- 
000 Bowery hoboes for railroal work 
in a single year, and says they were 
“ a fine bunch o f men.”

Mr. Leinen describes the d iffer­
ence between the three classes men­
tioned somewhat as follows: A hobo 
is a traveling worker; a tramp is a 
traveling non-worker: a hum is a 
stationary non-worker. While the 
three intermingle in the large cities 
during the winter, and the classes 
are not strictly defined, when the 
opportunity comes the hobo is will­
ing to work, while the others are 
not.

Hoboes travel from place to place 
set king seasonable employment, such 
as harvesting, railroad and other 
construction work, as common la­
borers. so they fill a real place in 
the country’s economic system. 
While they are not always exemp­
lary in morals and conduct, they are 
honest and industrious, as a rule.

And they have a sense o f pride 
as well. The hobo wants to be 
known a- a hobo, anil he is insulted 
when called a tramp or hum.
