extensive  development
has taken place on State
Highway No. 28 during the past five

vears, 145 miles having been paved
with concrete or hard-surfaced with
other material during this time.
Distances have been shortened and
large numbers of dangerous iurns
and curves have been eliminated to
make travel much safer and faster
over this highway now, compared to
what it was five years ago, where

there were 28 square turns between
Crowell and Vernon alone.

The latest improvement project
is in Floyd Countly, where grade and
drainage construction work is being
rushed to completion from the Motley
County line to Floydada.

As a result of the recent comple-
tion of hard-surfacing the highway
from the Cottle County line to
Matador, a tourist may start at the
beginning of Highway 28 at Red
River, northeast of Vernon, and pro-
ceed through Vernon, Crowell, Pa-
