Any person becoming 21 a f­
ter Jan. 1. 1933, and before any 
election in 1934 at which he or 
she wishes to vote is entitled 
to a free vote. Only such per­
sons as become *50 years o f age 
on Jan. 1, 1933, or prior there ­
to are entitled to a free vote.

The date of a person’s be­
coming 60 years of age will like­
wise govern as to a person be­
coming blind, deaf, dumb, per­
manently disabled or losing a 
hand or foot. Therefore the 
right o f exemption for causes 
next above named for any giv­
en year is dependent up*>n 
whether or not sueh cause ex­
isted on Jan. 1 of the preceding 
year.
