“ In both emergency and second­
ary drouth counties alike, emer­
gency teli«-f will he given to all 
needy persons and (Upondent*, 
subject to inv«'stigation by the So­
cial Service divisions i f the local 
Emergency lie lief Administra­
tions. Existing policies and pro- 

1 cedure will be followed, «-xcept aa 
otherwise noted in this section.

“ Relief shall be given to aD 
needy persons whose available re­
sources are inadequate to provide 

i the necessities o f life for them 
selves and for their dependent*."

A definition of available iw  
sources was given as follows:

“ In determining the extent to- 
which available resources are in­
sufficient, particular attention will 
be j.riv n to:

“ a. t ash resources and proper- 
‘ ty convertible into cash, except 
that applicant- must not be re- 
luired v.> -«ell household property 
or property issential for norma! 
farming operations.

“ b. Credit available from pri­
vate or public agencies, including 
crop production loans, seed loans, 
ami special government food loans 
if and when available.

“ c. Benefit payments from the 
Agricultural Adjustment Admin 
istration.

“ The relief program in both 
towns and open-country in desig­
nated drouth area? will be based 
primarily upon cash puyments for 
work on approved projects, pay­
able by check.

“ As drouth fund? are limited 
and must be divided among 19» 
counties, the budget* must be held 
to very reasonable limits.

Health Report W ork
Important Matter

Austin, Texas.— Asked who is 
; responsible for reporting the oe- 
I eurrence o f typhoid fever, tuber- 
I culosis, measles, whooping cough,
I diphtheria, scarlet fever and Oth­
er “ catching”  diseases to the 
Health Department, Dr. John W. 
Brown, State Health Officer, said:

“ According to ¡.he laws of Tex­
as relating to public health, a phy- i 
sician is required to notify the 
health officer of the city, town or 
county in which the illness occurs, 
immediately and in writing, of 
each case o f i notifiable disease 
that is under his professional care. 
They in turn notify the .State De­
partment o f Health.

“ But the responsibility o f re- 
uorting the diseases that are usual­
ly spoken o f as ‘catching’ and that 
spread from person to person, or 
are contracted in handling or eat­
ing contaminated foods, or in 
drinking contaminated water, or 
that are spread through the bites 
of insects or in handling infected 
animals, is not limited to the doc­
tors in attendance on such cases. 
Parents, guardians, householders, 
hotel-keepers, superintendents of 
institutions, principals o f schools, 
public, private or parochial, mas- 
t rs o f vessels, owners or opera­
tors o f dairies or ice cream manu- 
fncturing or distributing plants, 
are also charged with the duty o f 

! notifying the nearest health o f­
ficer of each actual or suspected 
case of a ‘catching’ disease that 
oir'.'s under their observation.

“ A health department is a de­
partment of public safety— much 
like a fire department. Immediate 

i reporting of the ‘catching’ dis- 
| eases is asked in order that the 
I disease fighting activities can be 
gotten under way, without delay, 
to safeguard those who are in con­
tact with or exposed to these dis- 

| eases and to prevent the diseases 
I from spreading to others.”

Foard County has a cotton crop 
coming on. although it may not be 
coining at excessive speed. Dry 
*<ather will end some time. It 
will end in West Texas, North 
Texas, all Texas. Cotton is an ac­
commodating crop. It will suffer 
and suffer and suffer, until it looks 
as though it must become per­
manently invalided. But a show­
er or two invigorates a dry cotton 
crop overnight. Then it gets up 
and humps itself. The best cotton 
crops in Texa- are often made in 
what are called dry years. I f  
Frard County were dependent al­
together on its wheat crop, there 
might be slim pickings this winter. 
But there are rent checks, if not 
rain checks, coming in from Wash­
ington. and all counties practically 
are tasting subsidy. This subsidy 
is drawn out o f processing taxes, 
by means o f which consumers pay 
more in order that the producers 
may get more. It looks like some­
thing new under the summer sun, 
but is not as new as one might 
think. It is the protective tariff 
working in reverse.”

Drives Freight Truck

In recent years there have been 
reports o f the discovery of a pow­
erful “ death ray”  by various per­
sons, but none o f them :-eems to 
have amounted to anything. This 
month, however, the famous 77- 
year-old inventor, Nikola Tesla, 
announced that he had produc«d a 
destructive ray which could be 
projected many miles, destroying 
everything in its path.

This mysterious new ray would 
he o f great value as a protection 
o f cities front enemy attack, ac­
cording to the inventor, who de­
clares it could be projected in vast 
curtains 100 miles long and sev­
eral miles high, which would be 
impenetrable from land or air.

I f  announoed by an unknown 
inventor, the extravagant claims 
made for the new ray would hard­
ly be taken seriously. Coming 
from one of Dr. Tesla’s standing 
they will have respectful consider­
ation, at least.

Born in Europe, Dr. Tesla came 
to America and became associated 
with Thomas A. Edison 50 years 
ago, and is a naturalized American 
citizen. He has been granted 
about 100 patents, some of which 
marked revolutionary advances in 
the electrical arts. For reveral 
years he has been engaged in e f­
forts to solve the problem of elec­
trical transmission without wires.

Dr. Tesla is reported to have ex­
pressed his intention to place his 
death ray at the disposal o f the 
Geneva disarmament conference 
in the interest of peace. He con­
siders the new invention to be a 
defensive weapon, whose purpose 
is to make war a foolhardy venture 
in the future.
