s pe pUSHED IN THIS AREA
SAYS DISTRICT SUPERVISCR

W. A. Eichelberger of Vernon,
who recently moved to that ¢ity to
establish headquarters for his
work as distriet rehabilitation su-
pervisor, was a visitor in Crow-
ell and Foard County last Satur-
day. While here he explained the
state's rehabilitation program to
local officials and a number of
citizens,

The following article concern-
ing this important work appeared
in the Vernon Record last week:

Intensified effort is to be made
to advance the rural rehabilitation
program in this section, according
to W, A, Eichelberger, district su-
pervisor who has established head-
quarters in Vernon. He will be

{in charge of the rural rehabilita-
{tion work

in Wilbarger, Foard,
Hardeman and Baylor counties,

The rehabilitation department
is greatly in need of sustenance
plots in this section, Mr. Eichel-
berger states, It is  hoped that
scores of leases will be perfected
in this district in the immediate
future, in order that as many re-
lief clients as possible may be
transferred to constructive work
and community work centers may
he established.

The district supervisor asks all
farm owners who have vacant
houses on their property to get in
touch with him. The rural re-
habilitation department will be

The plots are leased direct to
the Rural Rehabilitation Depart-
ment, which is responsible for
damage to the property, as speci-
fied in the contract, However the
land owner has the right to disap-
prove any tenant selected for his
property.

Worthy clients are selected
from the relief rolls for rehabilita-
tion on the sustenance plots, They
are chosen carefully, with a view
to their ability to utilize the specif-
ic plot to provide for themselves.
Consideration is given to the pos-
sibilities of the plot, the number
of people in the client's family
able to do work on approved proj-
ects, the health of the family, the
industry of the family, and the
gincerity of the family. The de-
partment seriously attempts to
select the proper family for each
plot, according to the supervisor,

The rehabilitation program in-
cludes provision of such capital
goods as the client may require,
within certain limitations. This

Clients who have not signed a |
contract with the Secretary of Ag-|
riculture under the Agricultural
Adjustment Act will not be allow- |
ed to produce any of the basic |
crops, but will be confined to the
growing of feed and food for their
own consumption, The prngraml
does not contemplate starting these i
families to farming for profit, but
it does embrace any activity that
will result in removing families |
from the relief rolls and making
them self-sustaining in whole or
in part.

As soon as the number of re-
habilitation clients justifies, a com-
munity work center will be estab-
lished, according to the supervis-
or, who points out that it is im-
possible for clients to produce on
small sustenance plots all the ne-
cessities of life.These work centers
will provide a supplemental labor-
income,

Rural work centers may be of
any size, type, construction, ete.,
that' fits the needs of the commu-
nity. The kind of activities car-
ried on in these little industrial |
centers will depend upon local |
needs, local resources, the differ-
ent trades and abilities of the peo- |
ple within the community, Mr. |
Eichelberger states, The rurall
work center is to be a place where
the farm people may carry on co-
operative community enterprises, It
may be a large building which is
used as an auditorium and recrea-
tional center, and may have a
blacksmith shop, wood’ working |
shr-lp. feed mill, ete. Activities in!
which women ecan participate are
not to be overlooked. Here sus-
tenance families will be able to
produce useful articles which may
be traded to their neighbors for
other articles, or sold to supple-
ment the small farm live-at-home |
program, ‘

The longer a person has pellagra
the harder it is to cure, so one
<hould be on the lookout for the
early symptoms such as nervous-
ness, indigestion, and burning of
The disease
may become so severe as to affect
the mind, :

Pellagra is not contagious. As
long as a person eats enough of
the right kind of food and is not
no
danger even if he lives with a
pellagra patient.

The prevention of pellagra de-
nends upon eating the right kind
of food at all times. To make sure
that the diet is right, it should al-
wave include plenty of milk dai-
lyv, some fresh meat, and as many
fresh vegetables as possible, To-
matoes, whole wheat produets,
salmon, brewer’s yeast and fresh
fruits are especially valuable.
Having provided these essentials
of proper diet, the rest may be ar-
vanged according to family and
personal likes. In this way pellag-
ra may be avoided.
