FATALLY SHOT

George Clark, 42, negro employe
of the Halsell ranch for over ten
vears, died Saturday night from
gunshot wounds received 24 hours
before in the negro section of
Crowell,

R. L. Stone, negro, shot Clark |
four times and escaped following
the shooting and is still at large,
according to latest reports,

The shooting occurred as the
result of an argument that came
when Ruby Cobb, Stone’s common
law wife, refused to speak to Clark. |
Using a .38 six-shooter, Stone shot
Clark four times, according to wit-
nesses, A shot in the abdomen re-
sulted in the vietim's death. Two
shots took effect in a shoulder and
the other in a hand.

Clark mounted the horse that
he had ridden to town from the
ranch and started for medical aid,
yut fell from it after riding a
short distance. Another negro got
on the hcerse and came to town to
secure aid for Clark, who was
brought to the local hospital a
short time later,

Foard County ranchmen recog-
nized George Clark as one of the
best handlers of horses in this sec-
tion and an able employe about a

vanch, His wife survives him.
Funeral services were held in
the negro part of the Crowell

Cemetery Sunday afternoon with
practically all negroes of this
community present.
