NEW WHEAT CONTRACT WILL GO

TO PRODUCERS

IN SHORT THME;

OFFICIALS EXPLAIN PROVISIONS

A new wheat contract will be
offered to producers within the
next few weeks, according to in-
formation from the officials of
the Foard County Wheat Control
Association,

In as much as the contracts are
not ready at this time, and wheat
is being sowed, the official sof the
association state that the reduction
requited for a new contract on the

1936 crop amounts to 5 per cent
of the base period acreage. For
example: If a farm has had an

average of 100 acres per year dur-
ing the years 1930, 1931 and 1932,
the producer on this farm-can se-
cure a contract and would be per-
mitted to sow a maximum of 95
acres of wheat for harvest. The
retired acreage or that rented to
the govermment would be 5 acres.

The minimum acreage, which
could be planted under the terms
of a contract is 54 ver cent of the

base acreage, or 2= in the above
example the minimum would be
54 acres.

The wheat procducers of the
county, who may wish to sign a
rew wheat contract, are advised
bv the wheat officials to investi-
gate the amount their base acre-

age and make their plantings of
wheat accordingly, so that when
‘they sign a contract thev will not
have to plow up wheat in order to
terms or have to
nlant additional acres for compli-
ance,

Other acreage bases for secur-
ing a wheat contract are pel'mltle(l
according to officials. In the
event that a farm was not planted
to wheat for harvest in 1930, but
wheat was planted for harvest in
1931 and 1932 the base acreage
would be the average of those two

vears, For example: 100 acres
1931—100 acres 1932, the base
acreage would be 100 acres, The
