Unmarked Graves

Of Com_llfederates_

Joe W. Beverly has received con-
sulerable information frem Washing-
ton in regard to the law that was re-
cently passed providing for the fur-
i~hing of headstones for the unmark-
od graves of Confederate soldiers.

After gaining some information in
regard to the matter, Mr. Beverly
wrote to Washington regarding it and
received the following letter:

“In compliance with the request of
fon. Marvin Jones, member of Con-
‘ess, 1| am enclosing herewith blanks
use in makine appiication for a
headstone for the unmarked grave of
v Confederate veteran. Please note|
hat the reauest for each headstone |

made out and returned in dupli-
ate.  All information available rela- |
tive to the deceased veteran’s service |
should be given on the application!
and you should also indicate thereon!
that the soldier served in the Con-|
federate States Army. :

“It is of utmost importance that:
as full and complete a description as|
i= possible of the service performedi
during the war by the deceased vet-|
eran be given; particularly this should |
include the official designation of|
the military organization or organiza-
tions with which he served. |

“While a law has been enacted for,
the furnishing of headstones for the|
inmarked graves of Confederate sol-|
diers as yet no appropriation has
wen made to cover the cost. There-
‘ore, o econsiderable time must elapse
before the stones can be shipped.—
lohn T. Harris, Major, Q. M. Corps,
\ssistant.”

According to information received
ww Mr. Beverly the headstones are to
¢ of American white marble, 39
nches long, 12 inches wide, and four
nches thick; top slightly pointed, in-

ribed with name, rank (of above a

rivate), and organization followed
by the letters “C 8. A.”
A request has been made from

Washington that no application for a
headstone be made without first as-|
cortaining whether the relatives of
the soldiers desire a Government
headstone, or whether they intend to|
erect private monuments at the|
graves. !

Mr. Beverly probably has more in-|
formation on the Confederate vet-|
erans of Crowell and Foard County|
than any other person in this section |
and has volunteered to look after the|
detail work in securing headstones|
for any of the graves that anyone |
may wish for them. |
