Crowell is considered by Haskell
Telephone company officials as being
one of the very best telenhone towns,
according to its size, on their system.
There are now about 285 telephones
in use in this city Very few towns
the size of Crowell, anywhere, have
the common battery (flash-light)
there are no cranks on the telephone
tunity of stepping about seven to
ten years ahead of itself in regard
to telephone service.

Mr. Williams stated that it would
be well to explain to those who did
not know, the advantages of the com-

mon batterey or flash-light system.
With the common battery system

there are no cranks on the telephone
boxes and a light is flashed on the
switchboard letting central know that
you want a number the second you
raise the receiver. The light goes
off as soon as you hang up the re-
ceiver and central likewise knows that
vou are through without having to
cut-in and listen or ask if you are
through as is necessary with the ordi-
nary battery system that is now in
use here. The telephone boxes are
smaller and more attractive, as no
batteries are required as the case now
is. There are also a number of other
advantages.
$2.00 Rate Offered

It would also be possible for tele-
phone users to keep their present rate
in case of a change if they would
care to be put on a party line, the
type which is popular in cities every-
where, Mr., Williams explained that
two adjoining residences can be put
on the same line, for instapce one
number being 108J and the other
108W. Central can ring either tele-
phone without the other ringing, how-
ever, the only disadvantage to this ar-
rangement is that both phones can-
not be used at the same time.

The ryral lines are not affected at
all in the proposed change.

Volunteer Wheat
Is Problem For

Foard Farmers

G. J. Benham of Vivian Exhibits
a New Variety of Feed
Called “Faffir-eta”™

BY FRED RENNELS

The volunteer wheat situation is
a problem to some of the growers at
this times There are many fields
that are in excellent condition, the
ground smooth and a good stand
looking fine. According to J. W, Bell,
who has been growing wheat in
Foard County for the past thirty
five years, where the land and stand
is right it might be a good plan to
leave it. The wheat this year is thir-
ty days late in coming up, so it
seems that it would be a little ad-
vantage to plow up wheat and plant
more if the ground is properly culti-
vated. One thing that should be no-
ticed is the stand. If the wheat is
!too thick it should be thinned out.
This can be done by using a drag
harrow weighted down, or by running
a drill through the wheat which would
thin it out and tend to make it in
rows. One grower expressed his views
on the volunteer wheat that he did
not like to “carry all his eggs in one
basket,” that he was

G. J. Benham, of the Vivian com-

munity, was exhibiting a new variety
of feed which he grew on his farn
this year. Two years ago a group of
Foard County people visited the Ex-
periment Station at Chillicothe. They
had a number of feeds under devel
ment that looked very promising.
Among the plats of feed was one
which they called Kaffir-eta, but due
to the experiment not being complete
the management of the Station would
not let any of the seed out at that
time. This year a few samples of
the seed were obtained and planted in
various parts of the county. Mr.
Benham seems to have had fair sue-
cess with his test. Due to the dryv
weather, however, many of the stalks
did not head, but every stalk that
did make a head produced a good
one. There are no small inferior
heads, according to Mr. Benham. It
looks very promising as a feed f
this section.

AUTO STEALING

i Increase in recent years of auto-
[mobile theft insurance rates will in-
terest motor vehicle owners in the
movement under way to bring under
control of a single national bureau
all information relating to car thefts
ln(,w collected by various agencies.

While the extent of this kind Ofi
thievery has been minimized some-|
what in the public mind by the large
number of cars reported stolen and
subsequently recovered figures show
that the business is a flourishing one.

Auto owners have a direct stake
in reducing theft records, since the
cost of production is passed on to
them. Unification of effort of all
local and national bureaus, and ex-
change of information as to identifi-
cation, should be helpful in tracing
and recovering cars that are now
carried across state lines.

Agencies for the recovering of
stolen automobiles must be better
organized than automobile thieves if
the depredation of the latter are to
be broﬁen up. That the crooks are
well organized is admitted by police,
whose efforts at organization and co-
operation have been inspired by the
success of the auto thieves.
