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Nice Profit Made
From Two Pigs By
Daniel Callaway

Danicl Callaway, young member of |
the Pouard City 4-H club, has com-
pleted wonderiul record with two

pigs which he has been feeding since
April 17th. The pigs were
n a truck and displayved on the comt
house lawn Saturday after their sale
to the Sanitary Market.

Daniel bought two pure-bred Po-
land China pigs on April 17tn and

started them on fecd as one of his
club projects for the year. When
the pigs were purchased they were
five weeks and three days old and
weighed 19 and 20 pounds each. They
weighed 260 und 220 pounds when
sold, after being fed six months,
They were placed on wheat pasture
and each was given a pound of pro-

tein supplement each day with all
the ground wheat and corn they

would eat. The feed, including the
protein supplement, was mixed with

water to about the consistency of
thick buttermilk. They were fed
three times each day for a month

and afterward twice each day.
Protein Supplement

The protein supplement
recommended by A.
is composed of the following
ture: 25 pounds of tankage, 18%%
pounds of cotton seed meal, 25
pounds of wheat gray shorts, 61

pounds of bone meal, 12% pounds of |

|ground oats, and 12': pounds of al-
falfa meal.

This mixture gives the bone de-
velopment while the other feeds are
producing the pork, making it pos-
sible to finish out a top porker in
‘the smallest length of time possible
‘and still develop a hog that is capable
of standing on its feet, according to
Fred Rennels, county agent.

(ziven to these pigs amounted to
$28.06. Fergeson and Son of the
Sanitary Market purchased the pigs
at a premium over the regular market
price, paying a total of $55.20 for the
two.

\ly and give them the proper care.
