Too much cannot be said 
about the necessity of early 
< hristnius mailing, according to 
Gordon Gnbble. postmaster.

“ Every year thousands upon
• usands of packages and 

Christmas cards are not deliv- 
• red until some time after 
t hristmas because the people 
are content to wait a week or 
1< -- before Christmas to do 
their mailing.”  Mr. Gribble 
-'ated.

Each year the post office de­
partment is confronted with a 
-uper-human task at Christmas 
times and better cooperation by 
the public should be offered to 
facilitate the work of the post- 
office department.

Mailing o f Christmas pack­
ages should be done right now, 
according to Mr. Gribble. He 
also stated that if  the people 
would tie their greeting cards 
together and mail them now, 
that they would be delivered as 
near Christmas as possible and 
that the people would be assur­
ed o f securing better service on 
the delivery of their cards if 
they would follow that plan 
now.

Nearly $1,000,000 was raised in 

this way before 18*55. A fter the war 
this method of raising money was dis­
continued in this country for a gen­
eration. although it found vogue in 
Portugal, Switzerland, Austria, Den­
mark. France, Spain, Norway, Rus- 
sia, Sweden and other European 
countries. There are now several 
thousands of different types of char­
ity stamps used in all parts ot the 
world as many as 40 being used in 
Austria for children’s hospitals alone.

Stamps or seals were first used to 
get money for the unti-tubereulosis 
crusade in Norway and Sweden in 
1004. To Jacob Riis, the well known 
social worker o f New York, and to 
Miss Emily P. Bissell, the energetic 
secretary o f the Delaware Red Cross,! 
jointly belong* the honor of originat­
ing oui American Red Cross Christ­
mas Seal.

In I POT. Mr. Riis’ interest was 
amused by the receipt of a Christmas 
tuberculosis stump on a letter from 
Norway, lie published an article 
about this queer looking stamp in the 
Outlook and suggested some possible 
uses for it in this country. Miss Bi>- 
-ell at once saw an opportunity here 
and prepared a stamp, from the sale 
f which tin* society realized $3,000 

for tuberculosis work.
So impressed was she with this suc- 

e-s that she induced the American 
Red Cross to take up the sale in 1008 
,,n a national basis. It is fitting to 
note that war, inhuman and cruel, 
was the niother o f the seal and that 
now war for humanity against 
diseases brings it huek to its fullest 
usefulness.

Since It*is. however, the anti- 
tubereulosis work has grown to such 
proportions that it has been organiz-

Steam 
shrieks, (tile drivers, riveters, street 
car gears and street car intersections, 
taxicab brakes and motor cutouts are 
among our principal offenders. To 
these in New York must be added the 
peculiar and needless horrors of the 
elevated. All of these noisemaker- 
can and ought to be muffled.

Noise is wasteful of human energy. 
Whin men and women must work in 
noisy -urrouuding-. much of their.

energy is exhausted in fighting the 
disturber. Their work suffers and 
at the end o f the day they are need­
lessly fatigued. For some reason 
which it is difficult to understand, 
Americans will accept noises when 
they will not tolerate offensive sights, 
offensive smells, and offensive per­
sona! behavior. The mystery is deep­
ened when it is realized that the 
noises are probably more injurious to 
health and peace o f mind than the 
other nuisances combined.

Dear Editor:
Christmas is coming before *ng 

when people feel a- ;.iui h like chil­
dren a- they ever do. and trunk as 
much about them. -■• let an ’-ell you 
a bit about my kiddy “ Chinks ’ and 
my work among them.

Soon after coming to Ch. a I went 
with a missionary to see a:- idol 
temple. The missionary preaiha d to 
the Buddhist priests. They didn’t 
seem impressed with the message. The 
missionary said to me. “ There i- not 
much hope for these old priests. 1 hey 
are confirmed idol-worshipers. 1 
was surprised at hi- remark, feeling 
God’s Holy Spirit could convert even 
the hardened priests. Leaving the 
temple we had to pass through a 
great gate-house. In it were four 
huge idol “ gate-keepers.’’ fierce, sav­
age. ugly, with hands, up-raised ready 
to strike any who nrght displease 
them. They did strike terror into a 
little child v h< -e m“ 'her was bringing 
it into the temple to worship. As we 
were pa-sing by th little one was 
screaming with fright; but the mother 
put the wee one’s hand up and made 
it go through the act.- of worship in 
spite of it.- terror.

Then I realized why the Chinese 
were confirmed idolaters. They are 
taught to worship idols even when 
babies. And I saw that our hope o f 
winning China was mu in preaching 
to the priests, th igh that must not 
be neglected; but wa- ir. getting tfu- 
children. So, a- soon as I could talk 
Chinese and a mis-i uiary lady sug­
gested starting a Ragged Sunday 
School for the street kiddies not far 
from her home. 1 was ready to help. 
She asked 'he dairyman if we could 
ha e it in his shed. He consented, so > 
we began our fir-' Ragged Sunday 
School. Crowds of little people came. 
How they did delight to sing. "Ya-su- 
ai-ngo”  (Jesus Loves Mel. Many of 
that cow-shed Sunday School came 
to love Jesus and became useful mem­
bers in the church.

When I came to Shanghai, and 
went about preaching, children a 
plenty were on 'he streets? 1 re- 
n.umbered that Sunday School and 
wanted these “ yuller”  people to have 
the same ioys. I rented a room and 
started a Sunday School with no 
pupils! I stood inside and sang, 
“ Jesus Loves Me." Children came to 
the door. I was glad and said, “ Come 
in." The kiddies ran for home as 
fast us their legs could carry them. 
They hud heard that foreigners use 
eyes and hearts of Chinese children 
to make medicine for Western chil­
dren. 1 sang again and big people 
came to listen. The wee ones took 
courage and peeped in. I talked of 
Jesus and His love for little and big 
people, and gave the kiddies cards, 
asked them to come again and bring 
their friends and I would give them 
all cards Next Sunday ten came and 
the next 20 and then (0. ami soon 
my small room was full of "Brown- 
■es.”  Thev learned to sing and liked 
to sing and we literally sang the Gos­
pel in to their hearts. Now Jesus has 
lots o f little friends in Shanghai. 
They do not run front me any more; 
but run to me shouting, “ Jesus man 
coming." and grasping nn fingers, 
lend rue to the Sunday School.

I wish you could know my wee 
Brownies. I am sure you would love 
them as 1 do. Every Christmas I trv 
to give them a jolly time, friends at 
home sending me money for their 
treat. Christmas is not far away and 
I am getting ready for the glad day.
No Chinese kiddies will hang up their 
stockings and no home will have a 
Christmas tree. Chirstmas will be 
cold and bare for millions o f kiddies; 
hut I like to bring brightness into the 
lives of more than 8K0 o f my Brown­
ies. They will delight â  much in 
some foolish little toy as some grown­
ups at home will delight in a motor 
car. When thev receive the gifts 
their eyes sparkle and they -ay a 
sweet "Zia-zia N< ■ g." Thank, thank 
vou. It pays in joy of giving and 
who knows how many little hearts will 
be opened to God's big giving through 
these little gilt-
