Extreme caution must be exer-
cised in amendments designed to re-
organize county government. Elasti-
city of authority should be in the
direction of economy. In the past
two decades the tendency has been
toward more expensive local govern-
ment, through multiplication of ser-
vices. The chief reason why Texas
is in less distress today than many
other States is because framers of
the constitution imposed certain re-
straints as to powers of borrowing
land taxation. Citizens should analyze
government reorganization
measures and let their representa-
tives know their wishes, The present
system is archaic and wasteful, but
change might prove even worse
through removal of the constitutional
barriers, along with those provisions
which now prevent needed freedom
of action.
