A little lemon juice may 
make the difference be-
tween safe home canned 
tomatoes and those that 
can cause food poisoning. 

Recent U.S. Department 
of Agriculture research 
shows that the acidity 
level of fresh tomatoes 
drops after canning. 

This can compromise the 
safety of home canned 
tomatoes, 	especially 	if 
they are overripe when 
canned or if the lower-acid 
varieties are used.

The botulin toxin can 
cause a person to become 
ill with botulism, a serious 
form of food poisoning. 

Foods with a pH above 
4.6, such as vegetables 
and meats, must be can-
ned under pressure to 
reach a temperature of at 
least 240 degrees to des-
troy the botulism organ-
ism. 

By adding lemon juice 
to tomatoes, the acid level 
will be high enough that 
home canners can safely 
use a water bath for 
tomatoes, rather than hav-
ing to use a pressure 
cooker. 

One tablespoon of bottled 
lemon juice per pint or 
two tablespoons per quart 
should be added to the 
tomatoes. 

Bottled lemon juice is 
recommended because it 
has a uniform pH.

Oil Drilling Report 

A.I. School Scheduled 
for July 21-24 Here 
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Cotton Producers Enroll 95.8 % in Program 
High Plains cotton pro-

ducers in the 25 county 
area represented by Plains 
Cotton 	Growers 	Inc., 
Lubbock, have signed con-
tracts to enroll 95.8 per-
cent of their cotton bases 
in the 1986 acreage reduc-
tion program. 

Garza County producers 
have enrolled 53,776 acres 
of a total base of 55,077,  

representing 365 farms out 
of 390 farms with base. 

A final report from the 
State Agricultural Stabili-
zation and Conservation 
Service at College Station 
shows an aggregate base 
for the 25 counties of 
4,707,266 acres, of which 
4,508,066 were signed into 
the program. 

rroaucers agreed to idle  

at least 25 percent of the 
enrolled acres in return 
for access to non-recourse 
loans and deficiency pay-
ments if the 1986 average 
price to U.S. farmers falls 
below an 81 cent target. 

Deficiency payments will 
equal the difference be-
tween the target price and 
the 55 cent base loan or 
the average farm price for  

the year, whichever is 
less. 

January through Kay 
prices to the farmer have 
averaged below the base 
loan, and prospects for 
improvement are dim, so 
most producers are assum-
ing the deficiency payment 
rate will be the maximum 
26 cents per pound. 

Payments are based on  

the payment rate times 
farm program yields times 
planted acres, with a 
$50,000 payment limitation. 

Although the base and 
enrollment figures are the 
obvious starting point for 
projecting planted acres, 
the task is more than a 
little complicated. 

The 25 percent acreage 
reduction requirement of  

the 1986 program would 
permit a maximum plant-
ed acreage on the Plains 
of just over 3.38 million 
(75 percent of enrolled 
acres). 

But based on the ratio 
of maximum permitted 
acres to actual planted 
acres seen under a pro-
gram with similar provi-
sions last year, that figure 
logically can be reduced 
by about five percent to 
3.2 million.

Some are estimating that 
the 50-92 program feature 
may reduce planted acre-
age by another five per-
cent, down to just over 
three million. 

Meanwhile, thousands of 
planted acres have been 
destroyed by hail, wind, 
heavy rains, seedling di- 
sease 	and 	Ascochyta 
blight. 

Some will be replanted, 
some won't. 

Which leaves observers 
at a loss to project 
anything like a firm figure 
on acreage that will be 
left for harvest.
