White River Municipal 
Water District, and respect-

Judge Dalby and the 
commissioners T.D. Craft, 
Ted Aten, Tommy Young 
and Herbert Walls respond-
ed very quickly and sternly 
in a letter to the Crosbyton 
officials saying that they 
had read the resolution and 
"have yet to find a reason 
or authority for you as the 
City of Crosbyton to oppose 
regulation of the proposed 
Post Lake." 

"We are interested in 
providing the best possible 
development of the new lake 
reservoir and feel it would 
be in the best interest of 
accomplishing this to pro-
vide regulatory powers for 
the County to see that 
health, safety and general 
appearance is well main-
tained for the lake area, and 
to protect and provide the 
best services possible for 
the citizens and taxpayers 
of our county." 

Criteria for selection of 
the "Pioneer Lady" are as 
follows: 

1. 5 points each for the 
number of years that the 
lady has lived in Garza 
County. 

2. 5 points for each year 
over age 60. 

3. 5 points each for each 
club, organization or church 
activity in which she partici-
pates.

Nine Post youths, ages 14 
and 15, participated in the 
Youth Opportunities Un-
limited Program held on the 
Texas Tech University 
Campus, June 9 through 
July 24. 

The Youth Opportunities 
Unlimited (YOU) Program 
was initiated in 1984. 

The program is designed 
to work with JTPA eiligible 
students, ages 14 and 15 who 
will be entering the 9th or 
10th grade. 

The YOU Program is 
designed to help encourage 
the economically disadvan-
taged high school student to 
remain in school and to give 
the student an employment 
experience which will aid 
him or her in choosing a 
career. 

This model is set on a 
university or college cam-
pus, and combines basic 
education, work experience, 
and a range of supportive 

services in an intensive, 
8-week period. 

The supportive services 
emphasize health, counsel-
ing and elective courses 
which, combined with the 
required academic and 
work experience, constitute 
a "total immersion" pro-
gram for the ninth-graders 
and tenth-graders who at-
tend. 

Participants are housed 
on campus, and they divide 
their work week in even 
proportions among class-
room instruction in mathe-
matics, language, career 
awareness, study skills and 
a part-time job. 

Evening hours are spent 
in tutoring sessions, compu-
ter literacy courses, coun-
seling, and limited social 
and recreational activities. 

Participants are paid 
minimum wage for 25 hours 
per week of combined 
career readiness training  

and employment. 
Successful completion of 

the course work in mathe-
matics and language can 
earn each student one credit 
toward high school gradua-
tion. 

Post students receiving 
special recognition were 
Lanny Lee, third place art, 
Oliver McDougle, dorm 
award, and Melina Ray, 
dorm award and honorable 
mention, art.
