Upon the approach of the officers,
however, he offered no resistance.
It is said that a gun and some men’s
socks which were identified as hav-
ing come from the Cook store were
found in Calyton's car.

On Monday Sheriff Sam Sanford
and Lamesa officers brought from
Amarillo a man named Cecil Jones,
who is also charged with complicity
in the burglary of the Cook store.
He is also being investigated with re-
ference to a number of other offen-
ses alleged to have been committed
in Dawson County.
