Austin, Jan. 24.— Dr. John M\ 
Blown, State Health O fficer, stated 
that slightly more than eleven per­
sons die in Texas each day from tu­
berculosis. In other words over four 
thousand persons died o f  this disease 
last year.

In these days o f  economic stress, 
w.hen the seeds o f  disease are being 
sown in the bodies o f  undernourished 
children, the prevention o f  tuberculo­
sis is more necessary than ever. Tu­
berculosis formerly held first place 
as a cause o f  death; it now ranks 
third in Texas, while for the country 
as a whole it ranks seventh. Pneumon 
ia wa« the only communicable dis­
ease that caused more death» last 
year than did tuberculosis.

Tuberculosis has been known for 
centuries and con-tant search for a 
specific cure has been the goal of 
doctors for many years. However,,

medicine, yet discovered, will cure 
the disease. The treatment consists of 
rest, proper foiod, fresh air, and pro­
per medical care.
