you the facts that 1 am familiar 
with, regarding Ihe proposed bond 
election, how we propose to spend 
the money and some of the reasons 
why 1 am for the Issue.

The total amount o f the Issue is 
$5<i,l)(tl».oO to be repaid with inter­
est over the next 25 years. The In­
terest rate the first 5 years at A pci 
cent, the next 10 years at A and one- 
half per cent and the final 10 years 
at 5 per cent.

In order to pay this project out, 
we propose to raise the valuation 
after Muy 1. 1959, 50 per cent and 
lower the tax rate from f  15 o  to

What will happen If you ahould 
die without executing a legal and 
proper wilt?

The provisions of the law con-
