1. Saul—a Choice Man and God-
Choesen King (0.1, 2, 15:1)
To begin well is to be far on the

road to success. Here was a man of
excellent quality, ‘‘a choice young
man and a goodly''—in fact, there
was not among his people one who
surpassed him. What a splendid rec-
ommendation for the prospective
ruler!

His physical appearance was also
attractive. That is not as great a
factor in success as some think, t
it does have a bearing on a man’'s
influence over others.

Most important of all, this man
Saul was the one whom not only
the people but also the Lord had
chosen. The Lord sent Samuel
(15:1) to anoint Saul as king, and
to give him the key to success as

ruler—obedience to the voice of
God.
I1. Saul—an Obedient and God-

Blessed King (11:12, 13).
The -attitude of a man toward his

enemies is often the test of his
character. Bitterness, hatred, re-
venge, or veiled hostility with a

purpose of ultimate destruction—
these are the common reactions of
men toward them who oppose
them.

Saul, who was not essentially dif-
ferent in his own spirit (as we shall
see later), was a man after God's
own heart in his early reign, for he
was obedient to the Lord.

Some “‘worthless fellows'" de-
spised Saul and refused to rec ww ze
him as king. The urge of the flesh

g

to destroy them was aggr.\vuu-l by
their own unworthiness Some
wanted to put them to death for
their disloyalty to the king, but Saul
in true kingly spirit, and recogniz-
g that he reigned by the good
grace of the Lord, decreed that

there was to be no but
rejoicing.

The story which we touch on so
briefly here is one that teaches the
eternal truth that the way of bless-
ing and power is the way of obedi-
ence to the laws and the will of
God.

Saul began well, but before long
his pride and self-will began to
sert itself and he thus brought
ruin and personal disaster
which had begun with such pre
and blessing. There were n
such incidents, but we consider only
one. '

Keep a Balance

These thoughts may explain why
not all of labor has been willing to
get behind the banner that “indus-
try can afford & 25% general wage
increase without raising prices
The American Federation of Labor
has reported its findings that in 1948
an 18'9c wage increase brought in-
creases in living costs of equal
amount. The balance of wages and
prices is just that close in our eco-
nomic structure

Now is the time for each Amer-
fcan to understand, along with Mrs,
Pennythrift the housewife, that all
of us must cooperate in order to use
these fundamental economic facts to
the advantage of the whole na-
tion. We cannot hope to maintain |
for long this free America which we
love, unless we seek long range co-
operation and understanding, rather
than short-sighted group advantages
which in the end are destructive to l

Plan Expanded

Russia Making Effort to Get
Abreast Other Nations
In Research Work.

WASHINGTON. — Details of the
»ffort Russia is making to recover
from wartime losses of research in-
stitutions and to come mreast of
other nations in science dis-
closed in official Soviet publications
and other papers dealing with the
program which have just become
available here.

The five-year plan for science con-
templates training of 1,280,000 tech-
nicians and 700,000 laboratory spe-
cialists with scholastic degrees

A recent *‘Soviet information bul-
letin'"' réported that the Germans
destroyed 605 résearch instit
ar:_! stripped others of equipment
and libraries. However, actual res-
toratiop or reconstruction of a sub-
stantia] amount of that loss is well
under way ahd theé new program is
directed primarily at a vast expan-
sion in the whole field of science

Research directly connected w
military subjects, including ator
y, is only one phase of the p1
gram.

Bicarbonate of Soda Used to

Quench Three Kinds of Fires |

CHICAGO A spectacular new
fire extinguishér spraying powdered
bicarbonate of soda put out oil, gas-
oline and acetylene fires at the mu-
nic airport in seconds

Designed specifically for engine
fires, the extinguisher was demon.
strated before representatives of
the major airlines and army,
and city fire fighting experts.

Joseph Ziemann, field engineer
for Ansul Chemical company, of
Marinette, Wis., developer of the
extinguisher, said the powder used
was first developed in 1921 but “im-
proved tremendously’ in last
three years

After a demonstration in which
the powder snuffed out an acetylene
flame in a fraction of a second and
put out a gasoline fire in five
onds, Ziemann said the powder was
just “plain old everyday"

““The bicarbonate is mixed with
chemicals to keep it dry and un-
caked and that's all there is to it,”
he said.

NEW YORK.—New safety regu-
lations were ordered for Transconti-
nental & Western Air, Inc., Constel-
lation planes following a strange
accident in which a navigator was
popped from a pressurized cabin
like a cork from a champagne bottle
to fall nearly four miles to his
death.

TWA ordered that all Constella-
tions using the pressure cabin sys-
tem remain at altitudes of 12,000
feet or less pending investigation of
the accident in which a plane lost |
its astrodome over the Atlantic
ocean.

The airline said it was not known
why the astrodome, a synthetic
glass bubble on top of the plane
behind the pilot’s cabin, tore loose.

TWA officials speculated, how-
ever, that George H. Hart, the dead
navigator, might have made a sud-

den movement while taking obser-
vations and struck the glass with
his sextant, breaking it
