Printed for the first time last 
there's a new federal tax 

•chedule to aid taxpayeri In com­
puting the more liberal medical 
expense deductions they are entltl 
™ *o If they, their wives, or their 
dependent parentss are 65 or over.

It's form 2498, avails tie at In- 
ternal Revenue Service, pnsfotflcea 
*nd many bank#.

According to John J. Sloan, Ad­
ministrative Offl'-er. iRS, Lubbock, 
Texas, the law upon which the rear 
old form lx baaed, provides that 
the deduct! >n for medical expenses 
incurred for a dependent parent 
*5 or over will not bo reduced by 
3 per rent of adjusted income.

However, If either the taxpayer 
or hhli wife hae reached €6 before 
the close of the tax year, tho med­
ical expenses of goth can be de­
ducted without being subject to 
reduction by 3 per cent of adjusted 
income.
n The IR8 representative added: 

Moat taxpayers are not affected 
by these special provl»lon»%nd i ay 
continue to figure their meatcal ex­
penses deduction on tha regular 
Form 1040 aa they’ve always done.”

Many taxpayer questions are be­
ing answered by telephoning the 
internal Revenue Service office or 
nr caning la person.

TOOTH DEi’A V IR T U A L L Y  
INCURABLE CHRONIC DIHKAHF.

The teeth of Americans contain 
at least one billion cavities, each a 
potential source of toothache, den­
tal authorities now estimate. They 
say tooth decay is no widespread 
thhat it involves 95 of every 100 
persons and le still increasing .

A virtually Incurable chronic di­
sease which must be prevented if 
it Is to be conquered at all. tooth 
decay is a particular nemesis of 
elementary school-age youngsters 
although all ages are vulnerable to 
its ravaging pain.

Children are said to develop cav- 
itle» at about the same ratio aa do 
adulta—  approximately one per 
child per year. But scholarly sur­
vey shows that whereas one-third 
of the adult need for fillings Is 
being met, only one-fifth of the 
cavities In children's teeth are be­
ing repaired.

The reason. Texas Health De­
partment dental officials speculate. 
Is that si many parents still cllm; 
to the totally fal e notion that so- 
called "baby teeth’ ’ are unimport­
ant because they are temporary. 
The frequent result Is that good 
dental health for chiildren Is still 
a relatively acarce commodltv.

In an attempt to reverse the 
trend toward almost universally 
poor dental health among youngs- 
terra—  vartlcularly In underpri- 
leged homes— the dental division 
of the Texas State Department of 
Health give» financial and educa­
tional support to dental clinics in 
selected local health departments 
the State.

■i fo r  i960 i- not - T ■ r 11 - • hut is 
of concern to victims and to peo le 
engaged in communicable dt-ease 
c ntrol.

The ligures are tallied each weeg 
by the Texas State Department of 
Health from reports throughout the 
»tate In a.I probability there were 
actua'ly more cases than were re­
ported.

T'llan min is cans d by M  Oval- 
’»haped organism called Pasteurella 
tularensis in dubious honor of Tu­
lare County.. California, where it 
was first dis overed as an infection 
of wild rabbits and squirrels.

The disetse is transmitted to hu­
mans by the bite of an infected fly 
or tick, or when the germ is ac 
ctdenta Iv introduced into the body 
luring the process of dressing wild 
came. It can also he squired by 
eating insiiffiiciently cooked meat 
from an infected game bird or an­
imal. The death rate of untreated 
cases is usally about five percent.

The infection has been and is 
»till known all over Texas, hut it 
is reported most often from the 
eastern section o f the State Out- 
doorsmen are more susceptible than 
the general population because of 
a greater chance for exposure.

College Station, April— Bacterial 
blight occurs throughout the world 
wherever cotton Is grown. It is one 
of the most damaging plant di­
seases in Texas, and during recent 
years has caused an estimated $37 
million yearly loss to Texas grow­
ers.

Several races and varieties of ihb 
pathogen are known, but only U o  
are widely distributed The orga­
nism enters the plant through open 
stomata and wounds In the leaves, 
bolls and stems The bacteria break 
down tbe cell wall of the spongy 
ti-sui s. releasing ce lular Juices, 
"" in erted  leaves soon turn yellow 
and are shed... and excessive leuaf 
shedding reduces the yielding abil­
ity of the plant Boll lesions pro­
vide ports of entry for boll-rotting 
fungi, thus bacterial blight is one 
of the principal cau-es of bo!l rots

The blight organism maay over- 
v'nter in the soill on undecomiosel 
plant debris, but more commonly 
i- carried from season to 
within and on planting seed Once 
in a field the deseaase is spread 
from plant to plant and from old 
to new tissues by wind-driven, 
splashing rains The disease may 
also be disseminated from field to 
field by whirlwinds, running water 
equipment and gin trash.

llaacterial blight can de controll­
ed by a combination of four prao 
tlces: rotating cotton with other 
crops, planting disease-free seed, 
growing resistant varieties and fer­
tilizing with nitrogen.

No chemical control for bacter­
ial blight la now known, so cultu­
ral practice# are very important to 
the grower. For more Information

WHY LAWYER« DEFEND 

4KIMISALH
If you do not provide for the 

proper defense of all who are acc­
used of crime, then the Innocent, 
when falsely accused, have no way 
to prove their Innocence. So, under 
our law. we look on a man at Inno­
cent until he la found guilty under 
proper court proceedings.

From this It follows that all of us 
have the right to be represented by 
a lawyer. Since the lawyer has a 
duty to represent you, much crit­
icism of him for doing so Is unjust.

Should u lawyer defend persons 
in court if he knows or thinks they 
have done the acts of which they 
are accused? Yes, the worst crimin­
al has a right to a fair trial. This he 
cannot have unless a lawyer sees 
that he has a fair Jury and that It 
heara only lawful evidence against 
him.

Sometimes the defense counsel 
arouses public feeling by his sincere 
efforts to see that his client has 
every proper legal safeguard. Tha 
public may misunderstand the»e 
legal movea. For the public they 
seem to be an unethical effort to 
defeat Justice, by delay or by tak­
ing advantage of certain "technic- 
altles.”

Attorneys should tell people that 
it Is one of our basic democratic 
rights to be consider ,*3 innocent 
until legal evidence proves our 
guilt beyond a resonable doubt.

All who are charged with crime 
have a right to an attorney's aid. 
An attorney awears to see that ths 
accused gets each protective legal 
right to which he Is entit'ed
