TO ONE MONTH

duck, and wild geese. The date set 
in the proclamation will be executed 
by the game wardens throughout 
Texas.

The above proclamation will re­
place the existing state law in re­
gard to the birds named in i t  The 
hunting license will have the date 
specified by the state law, but all 
hunters are to disregard the dates 
on the license and observe the dates 
specified in the president’s procla­
mation.

A violation o f {his law will be the 
violation o f a federal law and will 
therefore be tried before a federal 
warden.

Dr. A. M. Gosch, health superv isor, 
spent a short time at the Index office 
Tuesday afternoon, and asked that
the following article concerning ty­
phoid prevention measures be print­
ed at this particular time, sine-* Oc­
tober is notorious as being the ‘best’ 
month for that disease.

week and look for other places.

The article mentioned above fo l­
lows:

October—the month o f typhoid 
fever— Unless extraordinary precau­
tions are tak?n immediately many, 
many cases and deaths from this dis­
ease will occur.

It is often a common belief that 
typhoid Sever comes from decay­
ing animal or vegetable matter, or 
from damp basenwnts,- cose# and pigs, 
or other animals. However, this Is 
a false theory. Typhoid fever only 
comes from human beings who are 
suffering with this disease, convales­
cents, or those who have had typhoid 
fever and who continue to carry the 
germs in their bodies. The last men­
tioned are called typhoid carriers, 
and are the cause o f the many cases 
that occur esch year.

Naturally all persons do not be­
come typhoid carriers; only four per 
cent, or one person in about twenty-I 
five cases who recover, remain per-!
