INCOME TAX RATES 
WILL STAY CP AFTER WAR

IT IS A SAFE BET that the rates 
on individual income taxes will not 
be reduced for some years, at least, 
after the war ts over. We have 
been paying the larger portion of 
war coat through the sale of bonds. 
When the war to over we will have 
an annual interest bill of better than 
sis billion dollars oa the national 
debt, and in addition a heavy debt 
retirement charge of not less than 
two billion dollars a year

For the past two years the nation­
al annual income has been around 
140 billion a year It to on such an 
income we have been paying federal 
tases to the extent of approximately 
4tf billion a year. The national 
income will undoubtedly drop to not 
over 90 to 1M billion a year or less 
when the war industries are closed 
down, when the work week to 40 
hours, when the extra hours with 
the time and a half paid for them, 
and the profits ef war production 
all cease

If the deficit-financing operation
