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EARNEST MONEY CONTRACT
CI'TEN MISTAKEN FOR
‘RECEIPT"

—

An all too common trap for the
prospective home buyer is a sales
contract signed under the delulion
that he is merely signing a ‘''re-
ceipt” for his earnest money pay-
ment. Once the buyer has signed
such contract, he is bound by fits
provisions, Many unfortunate en-
tanglements have been announced
by clients to lawyers with the words
“] have just signed a receipt for
a house on Blank Street. Will you
take over now and see that every-
thing is 0. K.?”
Sales contracts are often called
by other names, such as earnest
money contracts, binders, receipts,
ete. All of them are for the same
purpose and almost without excep-
tjion involve the deposit of money
by the buyer. Some require the sell-
er to put up a good faith deposit.
The fact that such deposited sums
wre usually to be forfeited in event
the depositer later fails to go
through with his specified contrac-
tual obligations lends additional
weight to the often stated admoni-
tion that no contract should be
signed without complete under-
standing as too its terms.

Spiderweb Business

Proves Profitable
In California Town

YUCAIPA, Calif. —Such preci-
sion devices as gunsights, astro-
nomical instruments and survey
instruments require crossed
hairs.” Mrs. Nan Songer supplies
spider webs with which the ""hairs”
are made,

Her business goes back to her
childhood when, because of her
frail health, her parents encour.
aged her to be out-of-doors as
much as possible. She became in-
terested In Insect life—first moths
and butterflies, then crickets, and
finally spiders,

By 1930, when 37, she had been
experimenting with extracting the
silken web from spiders for sev-
eral years. The government was
inquiring whether the web would
be produced commercially.

Human hairs had been utilized
for years in gunsights, bombsights
and periscopes, but were suscept-
ible to extreme temperatures. They
contracted and broke in the sub.
zero cold of the stratosphere—and
sagged in high temperatures. An
extremely fine, sturdy and elastic
strand was needed-—and the spider
web was the answer.

Using tine needles, Mrs. Songer
draws the silk from one of the
spider's spinnerets and reels it on
a metal frame for shipment
