USE CHEMICALS TO MAKE
LAWNS MORE ENJOYABLE

——

College Station Insect infested
lawns can be a nuisance to people
as well as pets. Chiggers, fleas and
borwn dog ticks are usually the
nlprits when a lawn is avoided in-
stead of enjoyed C. F. Garner and
R. 1. Ridgway, extension entom-
ologists, say that if proper control
measures are used, however, these
pests can be eliminated with a min-
imum amount of work and ex-
pense,

For the control of chiggers, the
specialists recommend the applica-
tion of dusts or sprays of chlordane,
toxaphene or linedane to infested
grass and ground litter. An emul-
sion spray usually gives the best
results. For treating smal] areas,
use a compressed air or knapsack
sprayer and apply 2 1-2 to 3 quarts
of spray per 1,000 square feet. If
dust is used, apply 5 percent chlor-
dane at 40 to 50 pounds per acre,
or 20 percent toxaphene at 5 to 15
pounds per acre (approximately 1
pound per 1.000 square feet).

Fleas usually enter the home on

dogs, cats, rats and other animals.

They deposit eggs loosely on their

hosts, and these eggs fall into the
ground, into cracks in the floor, or
similar places Since fleas spend
their early developmenta] stages in
the soil theyv often become a nuis-
ance on the lawn and around out-
buildings. These places should be
treated with a 2 1-2 percent mal-
athion spray or with a 4 percent
malathion dust, Garner and Ridgway
say that dogs should be dusted
thoroughly with 4 percent mala-
thion dust or dipped in a 1-2 per-
cent malathion water solution. A
commercially prepared 2 or 2 1-2
percent malathion is recommended
for control of fleas in the home.
