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O’Donnell Flooded By 
Cloudburst Monday
If to 12 Inches Rainfall Hoods 

Streets. Business Buildings
Business men were in a rush 

here Monday afternoon—a rush to 
save merchandise and equipment 
from flood waters which backed 
up into stores, offices and shops 
as aftermath o f the cloudburst 
which struck between three and 
four o'clock.

The rain began falling with lit­
tle preliminary fussing around 
from a cloud about as big as a 
•man’s hat', and ip a few minutes 
was driving »0 heavily that one 
could not see across the streets. 
A high wind lashed the rain into 
a mist and spray, while sporadic 
splashes of hailstones were, shat­
tered as they struck cars and 
buildings Between ten and twelve 
inches of rain fell in little more 
than an hour, flooding the busi 
ness district, putting Santa Fe 
tracks under wafer, and doing con 
siderable damage to crops and 
buildings.

Acres and acres o f growing 
crops were inhabited by frogs late 
11 the afternoon, with light ram 
still falling Many fields were con­
verted into lakes, and in others 
growing crops were ruuied by hail. 
Flood waters covered walks around 
the business square, while the 
streets were more than running- 
board deep in water At the Phil­
lips 66 station, water was almost 
waist deep to a tall man 

Merle's Beauty shop, in the base­
ment of the First National Bank 
building, was ‘floating out' before 
the end of the first downpour The 
operators. Mmes Greenwood and 
Beach, took o f shoes and stock­
ings and waded in to move equip­
ment to higher quarters Palmer 
Implement company reported trac­
tor parts and small merchandise 
floating around the store 

Scores of cars were drowned out 
and left sitting until the flood 
ters drained off. while their 1 
ers rolled up clothing and waded 
barefoot to the comparative dry­
ness of stores Comparative was the 
correct word too; none o f them 
were dry. but some had lei 
ter inside than others

Livestock Orow ned 
Deputy Sherff John Johnson lost 

more than 100 head of lambs, 
drowned in the pens and pasture 
where they were kept 

Casualties among chickens, pigs, 
etc could not be estimated

Rain General in Territory 
Rainfall apparently was gener­

al throughout the territory Four 
or five inches precipitation is re­
ported in Dawson county, which 
had had no moisture for months.

While telephone lines and roads 
were out of order Tuesday, re­
ports reaching here indicate that 
the heaviest rainfall was in town, 
though from one inch to four in­
ches has been reported fromm vari­
ous communities.

Buildings Damaged 
While property loss from wind 

was less than might have been 
expected, several small barns and 
sheds were demolished, porches 
blown off. windows broken, and 
ether minor damage reported.

The C. J. Beach Stock Barn, just 
11 rth of town, lost the greater part 
of the roof Mr Beach also lost 
twenty or twenty-five hogs and 
other livestock. To cap it off. his 
car caught fire as it was stalled 
in the middle o f one of the biggest 
lakes, and was damaged beyond 
repair before the smouldering 
flames could be extinguished
