from 35 states to the American Pe­
troleum Institute and estimates from 
'<1S states.

In a number of states the gasoline 
tax increased almost 100 per cent 
last year, and in none did it decrease.

Gasoline is taxed in every state in 
the union with taxes ranging from 
two to six cents a gallon, or from 
18 to 33 per cent of the retail price. 
This is believed to be the largest 
direct sales tax imposed on any com­
modity.

While all this may be true, do we 
not realise the neccesity of revenue 
from some source or other? And is 
not gasoline as generally and widely 
used as any other one commodity? 
If so, why not tax gasoline? The 
automotive industry has grown by 
leapt and bounds every year, and the 
gasoline consumption has increased 
proportionately.
