Y ou'md yom

Congress is getting down to cases
again on cost of living legislation.
It's beginning active considera-
tion of what to do about or with the ‘

Defense Production Act (DPA).

Members will step gingerly in the
process. [Politically speaking, the |
situation is loaded. For, being the |
main plece of anti-inflation legis-\
lation o nthe books, the DPA is
| almed at the American pocketbook
‘a touchy target at best for Con-
gress

Days of testimony on how the
' DPA, which became law last Sep-
' tember, has and should have work-
, ed, will be taken during the hear-
| ings of the House and Senate bank-
' ing committees.

The committee curtain raisers
will be the changes in the DPA
which Truman has proposed. 3

These already have led a good |
many members of Congress to de-
cide what they want to do about
the DPA, for the time being at
least. They simply want to extend
it, for 90 days or so—to give Con-
gress more time to investigate the
entire government controls setup.

These members contend that
Congress can't or at least won't
finish thrashing out all of the
various propostd amendments to
the DPA—many more will be intro-
duced as the committee hearings
move along—before the act's pres-
ent expiration date of June 30.

They point to both the breadth
and controversial nature of Tru-
man's recommendations.

They are broad indeed. Their
highpoints cover: farm parity, sub-
sidies of wvarious types, rent and
credit controls, government con-
struction and operation of defense
plants, tighter enforcement of DPA
regulations.

As for controversy — well, take
Just Truman's recommendation on
parity alone as an example of what
could generate debate of marathon
proportions.

Parity, briefly, is a formula de-
vised by Congress to sustain the
buying power of the farmer's dol-
lar. A basic ingredient of this for-
mula is the cost of things farmers
must buy.

Proportionately, these costs have
risen faster than most farm prices
since the fighting in Korea began.
The DPA now prohibit farm prices
from being controlled while they're
below parity.

Mr Truman wants to freeze par-
ity temporarily, let the lagging
farm prices catch up to it and then
keep them even with it for a while
by using controls.

If controls don't do the trk'k.'
:Truman told Congress recently,
government, subsidies might have
, to be used to absorb the difference |
between actual and ceiling prices. |

Most farm state members of Con- !
gress, who prefer unfettered parity
to subsidies, argue that a parity
freeze would be unfair because farm
prices follow rather than lead in-
flationary spirals.

These members tell the price con-
“trollers, in effect: “Take care of
those other costs that influence the
parity formula and you won't have
to worry about the formula itself!”

The price controllers say: “How
can we take care of the costs of
the things farmers buy when labor,
which helps make those things,
demands wage increases because
food prices are up?”

And so the argument will go—
on and on.

Other questions also seem likely
to touch off lengthy debate—such
as these:

Should credit in the sale of used
houses be controlled?

Is more rent control necessary?

Should a business be closed down
for violating price controls?

There will be many others before
June 30.
