ing additional troops. I was then 
transferred to the Military Govern­
ment Division and had service in 
the European Theatre of Operations 
with the Sixth, Seventh and Gen­
eral Patton’s Third Army. I was 
Military Government Prosecutor in 
Munich, Germany. This city was the 
birthplace of Nazism and here I re­
ceived a severe gunshot wound, but 
I remained in the service to the 
end of the war.

After the close of the War, I  again 
accepted duty with the Army of 
Occupation and returned to Berlin 
for a period of 14 months. I direct­
ed the work of re-organizing the 
courts of Germany, the selection of 
Judges in the U.S. Zone, and helped 
re-write the German Law Code for 
the courts in the U.S. Zone which 
the British and French Zones later 
adopted. I was specially commend­
ed by General Parkham and Gen­
eral Clay for this work. I have re­
ported to the people of this county 
through the columns of the Wichita 
Dally Times some of my experiences 
and pictured the problems that are 
facing us through Russian commu­
nistic expansions. This danger is 
apparent to all and I have untir­
ingly pointed out this menace to our 
national safety, and it must be de­
fied at home as well as abroad. 
Wichita County has been my home 

for 32 years, and naturally when 
the Job was done at the close of 
the War, I would return to my home 
“here, where scores of friends have 
asked that I seek the office of dis­
trict Judge and carry on the task 
of exalting our country in times of 
peace.

I have served you faithfully and 
well through four long years on for­
eign soil; every foot of Texas soil 
is dearer to me than ever before — 
a similar feeling swells in the heart 
of every Texan who has set foot on 
enemy territory. I am coming there­
fore to you, the people of this coun­
ty, asking for your help in my cam­
paign for the Import office of Dis­
trict Judge. My time is short, there 
are over 24.000 voters in this county, 
and I will deeply appreciate the 
honor of senring you for the next 
four years on the home front where 
ties have been broken by the past 
four years of waj.

Will you kindly take this an­
nouncement as a personal appeal to 
you for your vote on July 24th?

George D. Keith, prominent in 
Hereford cattle circles has suggested 
that the event be a one-day sale, 
using one day to make ready, a day 
for the sale, and a third day for 
removing the stock from the show 
grounds.

He pointed out that the success 
of the entire venture depends upon 
getting the stock in tip-top shape 
for showing. The quality of the 
exhibits can make or break the rep­
utation of the show.

Many details are yet to be worked 
out and the board of directors of 
the Iowa Park Chamber voted to 
continue Mr. Smith’s committee for 
that purpose.

Another important piece of busi­
ness was the decision to call a spe­
cial meeting of the membership 
for July 6. Purpose of the meeting 
is to give consideration to a con­
stitution and by-laws. A draft of 
the proposed new articles was read 
by W. R. Pastusek in the absence 
of Dr. Gordon Clark, chairman of 
the committee.

As an added Incentive to attend­
ance at the July 6 meeting, it was 
decided to have refreshments and 
entertainment. A committee com­
posed of O. R. Kelly, W. R. Pastu­
sek and M. L. Hines was appointed 
by Pres. J. C. Horn to plan the 
meeting and provide refreshments 
and the program.

An Important feature of the new 
constitution is the proposal to have 
two types of membership, commer­
cial and civic. Commercial mem­
berships will toe taken by business 
firms and professional men in the 
quantity indicated by the size of 
their businesses. Civic memberships 
will be open to all persons interest­
ed in furthering the causes of the 
Iowa Park Chamber of Commerce. 
They will carry voting privileges in 
proportion to the amount paid in 
as dues.

The alfalfa 
is planted on upland, but is sub­
irrigated by a high water table. He 
expects to get 5 or 6 cuttings this 
year and plans to plant more acre­
age this fall.
