The attorney for Pat Price of Iowa
Park has filed a motion in U.S.
District Court to have a felony
indictment against his client
dismissed.

The motion was filed by Mrs.
Price’s attorney, Gene Douglass,
according to the U.S. District Clerk in
Wichita Falls.

Mrs. Price, a bookkeeper for
missing Iowa Park grain dealer
Bobby Johnson, was indicted in
September by a federal grand jury
for aiding and abetting H.C. Johnson,
who was charged with furnishing
false information to the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.

Although he was found guilty on
eight counts of issuing false grain
warehouse receipts, a federal jury in
December acquitted H.C. Johnson on
the charge which named Mrs. Price as
an accomplice.

Since H.C. Johnson was acquitted
on the charge, there is insufficient
evidence to try Mrs. Price her
attorney claims, according to the U.S.

Parkey sentenced
to Texas prison

Three days before he was
scheduled to begin serving a federal
sentence, Vernon physician Paul J.
Parkey pleaded guilty last Friday in a
state district court and was sentenced
to eight years in a Texas prison.

Parkey's guilty plea to a third
degree felony theft charge involving
receipt of 63 head of stolen cattle was
entered in the Vernon courtroom of
46th District Judge Leslie Thomas.

Formerly of Iowa Park and a
graduate of high school here, Parkey
was scheduled to report Tuesday to a
federal correctional institution in
Memphis, Tenn. He was sentenced to

five years on a similar federal count.

The state sentence of eight years
indicated Parkey will have to serve
prison time in Texas after completing
his federal sentence.

Parkey received a more severe
sentence in state court than his
former business partner, Vernon
pharmacist Darrell Thedford, who

received a five-year state sentence to
run concurrently with a five-year
federal prison term. Thedford, who
was convicted of participating with
Parkey in a multi-state cattle rustling
scheme, reported Dec. 12 to a
minimum-security federal detention
center at Seagoville.

Although the activities were not
specified, authorities indicated Par-
key received the stiffer sentence for
other criminal activities.

Parkey faced six separate state
charges involving a cattle theft
operation linking Texas and New
Mexico. He pleaded guilty to a single
third-degree felony count which
carried a maximum penalty of 10
years in prison and a $5,000 fine.

During Friday's brief courtroom
hearing, it was disclosed plea
bargaining had occurred. Judge
Thomas approved the eight-year
state sentence recommended by
District Attorney Gene Heatly.

This process continues until he sees a
very great army standing on its feet.

This particular prophecy does not relate
to the actual resurrection of dead bodies but
uses this process to illustrate the coming to
life again of a nation.

We all recognize that the nation of Israel
has in these last few years come into
existence again and that it is very much
alive. This begins to fulfill the prophecy
above.

But think! Not individual of that
nation which existed 2500 years ago is part
of the nation today. This illustrates that the
salvation of a nation does not depend on the
salvation of its former inhabitants.

This brings us to the title of our article
concerning the difference between National
Salvation and Individual Salvation.

The restoring again of Israel on its land
and its eventual salvation from all its
enemies is certainly the work of God as
much as the resurrection of the faithful and
their being made immortal, but these two
works are for different purposes in the
same scheme:

Immortalization is the ultimate hope of
faithful individuals, when, as Paul says,
“shall be brought to pass the saying that is
written, ‘Death is swallowed up in victory.
O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where
is thy victory? ... Thanks be to God, which
giveth us the victory through our Lord
Jesus Christ.” On the other hand, the
salvation of the Nation of Israel is for God's
glorification in the earth, during the 1000
year reign of Christ, when all nations will be
drawn to him through that purged nation.

This state of things in the earth under the
leadership of the Great King (Jesus) and his
co-rulers (the immortalized saints taken
from the previous 6000 years), will lead
many individuals to salvation.

At the end of that 1000 year period, the
plan of redemption will be complete.

“The LAST ENEMY . that shall be
destroyed is DEATH...And when all things
shall be subdued unto him [Christ], then
shall the Son also himself be subject unto
Him [God] that put all things under him,
that God may be ALL in ALL.”

for depreciation, within a reasonable
time after the loss without allowance
for any increased cost of repair or
reconstruction or repair; nor shall it
exceed the interest of the insured.”

The new language sound better,
doesn't it?

An author now unknown once
wrote: “Do not become intoxicated
with the excessive exuberance of
your own inexhaustible verbosity. In
promulgating your esoteric cogitation
and articulating your superficial
sentimentalities and amicable, philo-
sophical and psychological observa-
tions, beware of platitudinous
ponderosities. Let your conversa
tional communications possess a
clarified conciseness and a compact
comprehensibleness, and a concaten
ated cogency. Eschew all conglo
meration of garrulity and bombastic
loquaciousness.”

In other words, keep it simple.

The year 1977 was one of
bumper crops in Wichita
County with depressed farm
prices. The gross agricultu-
ral income came to 188
million dollars. This cannot
be compared to previous
years due to a difference in
calculating procedures.

Field crops brought in
10.5 million dollars; livesto
ck and poultry contributed
7.9 million; and fruits, nuts,
wildlife, and government
payments amounted to .4
million dollars.

Wheat still the
“number one” cash crop for
the county with 4.9 million

was

dollars from 70,000 acres.
Wheat yields of 50-60
bushels per acre were

common. But, 1977 will be
remembered for its bumper
cotton crop with fairly good
prices. Cotton income amou
nted to 1.7 million dollars.
T'he outlook for poor wheat
coupled with the
increasing wild oat problem
caused many wheat growers

A demonstration by Ray-
mond Schroeder produced
3000 pounds of grain
sorghum per acre which
grossed over $100 per acre.
Frank and William Morton
did the demonstrations on
grain sorghum varieties,
fertility, herbicides, and
seeding rates. Their work
showed top yields can be
obtained with adequate
fertility, use of pre or post
emerge herbicides, reduced
seeding rates to 3-5 pounds
per acre, and early planting.

The annual crops tour was
held on August 9 featuring
cotton and grain sorghum
practices. Rayford Young's
soy beans looked good on the
tour, however, the hot, dry
September weather reduced
his expected yields.

A dry fall slightly delayed
the planting of the wheat
crop. An October
brought-up the wheat to a

good stand. But, the wild

rain

oats also came up too.
Herbicide demonstrations
using Carbyne were establi
shed with James Barbour,

Ken Fred Dwyer,

Kaiser,

and Ray Hicks. Timing of
the applications were very
critical with only 34 days to
be effective. Aerial applica-
tors Ed Pryor, Duke
Abernathy, and Jim Cole-
man worked with us closely
to insure growers of the best
control possible.
