Mrs. Bobcat must have pos-
sessed human astuteness, the one
who has caught Elgin Denny’s
hens for the past 30 days.

At least that is what Coney
Walker, government trapper in
this area, thinks. Day and night
for the past month it has been a
came of hide-and-seek for the
hunted and the hunter. In the
meantime the population in the
Denny henyard has decrcased by
24 Sunday finger-licking-good din-
LCYS.

Walker tried every method he
knew. He came at night and gave
the “hen call,” with no response.
He set steel traps and they were
craftily evaded. He arranged the
“humane trap” with a live hen,
