A Lecture
on

Christian Science
Entitled

"C hristian Science: The 
Way of Dominion”

by

Elisabeth Carroll Scott, C. S. B. 
of Memphis, Tennessee

Member of the Board af Lectureship of
The Mother Church. The Fiitl Church of 
Christ, Sciential, in Boitoa, Massachusetts

The lecturer spoke substantially
as follows:

The first mention of man in the 
Bible states that he is made in the 
image and likeness of God. The 
next statement concerning man 
tells us that God has given him 
dominion over all the earth. Now 
dominion, as all of you know, 
means supreme power, and one 
who reflects supreme power is 
necessarily free from fear. Today 
humanity is apparently very far 
from asserting and proving this 
dominion.

There is no doubt of men’s at­
tempted mastery of the physical 
world. Mankind seeks its mastery 
there—in the sea, in the air, on 
earth, under the sea. Yet these 
triumphs over the physical world 
have not brought surcease from 
fear. On the contrary, mankind 
today seems beset by fear. Men 
fear war, they fear aggression and 
depression. They fear one another. 
They even carry fear to such an 
extent that they fear themselves, 
their own weaknesses and their 
lack of capacity for success.

Christian Science comes to tell 
you that you need not be afraid. 
The Bible tells you that dominion 
is yours by immutable right, for 
it is God-given and coexists with 
God. Christian Science comes to 
show you that you can exercise 
this dominion and thereby con­
trol the everyday affairs of your 
life in the degree that you reflect 
divine law. It enables you to prove 
that you are not a helpless victim 
of chance or circumstance. On the 
contrary, it teaches you that you 
have the capacity, through Chris­
tian Science, to help others and to 
allow God’s law to govern your 
own life and to make that life use­
ful, joyful, and complete.

It is not necessary to say that 
the power bestowed by God is 
Godlike. In order to exercise this 
power one must understand and 
love God, the source from which 
divine power emanates.

In the Christian Science text­
book, “Science and Health with 
Key to the Scriptures," its author, 
Mary Baker Eddy, the Discoverer 
and Founder of Christian Science, 
writes (p. 275), “ The starting- 
point of divine Science is that God, 
Spirit, is All-in-all, and that there 
is no other might nor Mind,—that 
God is Love, and therefore He is 
divine Principle.” From this stand­
point it is apparent, since God is 
infinite Spirit, that nothing unlike 
Spirit can exist in a universe cre­
ated by Him.

We learn through Christian Sci­
ence that God is not a far-away 
entity or a potentate whose favor 
is conferred only as we implore it 
as a slave implores his master. On 
the contrary, Christian Science 
teaches us that God is the only 
Mind, flawless and eternal. It 
teaches that this Mind is so in­
variable in its perfection that the 
word divine Principle is used as a 
synonym for the Mind which is 
God. It declares that this divine 
Principle is everywhere present, 
universally available, always com­
passionate, tender, and kind. It 
teaches that God is not only lov­
ing; it teaches that He is Love 
itself and that His love encircles 
His children, sustains and protects 
them, and endows them with His 
power.

The Perfect Son
In order to demonstrate Chris­

tian Science, it is essentia] to un­
derstand the true status of man. 
It teaches that from the spiritual 
standpoint he has always been the 
perfect son of the perfect Father, 
never less than that. The Psalmist 
said, “What is man, that thou art 
mindful of him? and the son of 
man, that thou visitest him?” (Ps. 
8:4.) The man of whom God is 
mindful is created by Him to ex­
press Him; for “ Man,” our text­
book says, “ is the expression of 
God’s being” (p. 470).

Matter with its dying beliefs 
does not constitute the real man 
The man created by God is one 
with God. He is held in indissolu­
ble unity with his creator. Science 
and Health says (p. 70), “ Man is 
never God. but spiritual man, 
made in God’s likeness, reflects 
God.”  This man is ageless and 
timeless. He is not deluded by the 
cult of youth nor made fearful by 
the threat of age, for he reflects 
the God who is timeless Life Man 
in divine Science is not conscious 
of anything of which God is not 
conscious, for he reflects the Mind 
that is God. He is never restless, 
dissatisfied, confused, or misled.

for he abides in the. peace of God 
his divine Principle. He does not 
need to progress toward perfec­
tion. In his true being, as the re­
flection of his Principle, he is per­
fect here and now. It is only the 
human concept of himself which 
needs to be evangelized, which 
needs to receive the good news of 
man’s true selfhood and needs to 
demonstrate this selfhood.

Christian Science teaches that 
the spiritual man’s individuality is 
eternal. Mrs. Eddy writes on page 
336 of Science and Health, “The 
spiritual man’s consciousness and 
individuality are reflections of 
God,” and on page 70 of the same 
book, “ The divine Mind maintains | 
all identities, from a blade of grass ] 
to a star, as distinct and eternal." 
You need never fear that you will 
lose your individuality. On the 
contrary, through Christian Sci­
ence you are going to And your 
true individuality, and you are go­
ing to experience the joy of ex­
pressing it.

There would seem to be a trend 
in the world today to deprive all 
men of individuality and to deny 
them the right to think and act 
for themselves. Certain Eastern 
philosophies (each that the extinc­
tion of man’s individuality is the 
highest hope that can be offered to 
a human being. One of the chief 
doctrines of the totalitarian state 
is that the citizen must subordinate 
his conscience, life, and intelli­
gence to the dictates of the state, 
and has no right as an individual 
to control himself.

Christian Science takes a dia­
metrically opposite view: it honors 
true spiritual individuality, be­
cause God possesses individuality 
and identity; therefore, man, as 
His expression, reflects spiritual 
individuality. This is made mani­
fest as individual, immortal men 
and women in Science.

God-bestowed Dominion
The gift of infinite dominion has 

been granted to man as God’s re­
flection, though humanity is, as 
yet, almost completely unaware of 
it. The author of the epistle to the 
Hebrews, speaking of man, says: 
“Thou hast put all things in sub­
jection under his feet. For in that 
he put all in subjection under him, 
he left nothing that is not put un­
der him. But now we see not yet 
all things put under him” (Hebr. 
2:8). Jesus was the greatest ex­
ponent of God’s power who ever 
lived. He illustrated the divine 
Mind. He awakened those around 
him to the majesty of that Mind 
and proved to them, by his heal­
ing work, the tenderness and com­
passion inherent in the Mind which 
is God.

Because he was conscious only 
of that which affirmed his unity 
with God, Jesus could say, “ I and 
my Father are one” (John 10:30). 
He maintained and proved this 
unity by his Godlike words and 
acts. He caused the illusion of 
disease to vanish from afflictive 
beliefs. Leprosy, blindness, lame­
ness were healed by the power of 
his spiritual understanding. He 
proved that spiritual healing is 
an essential element of spiritual 
power, and he pointed to his heal­
ing ministry as evidence that he 
was sent of God. Mrs. Eddy writes 
in Science and Health (p. 171), 
“Jesus illustrated the divine Prin­
ciple and the power of immortal 
Mind by healing sickness and sin 
and destroying the foundations of 
death.”

Throughout his earthly experi­
ence Jesus maintained and proved 
his unity with God. He based his 
capacity to do the works of God 
upon this unity. His conscious 
awareness of the presence of God 
enabled him to remain unmoved 
in the presence of hate. Whether 
he was with his disciples who 
loved him or with the Pharisees 
who appeared to hate him, Jesus 
was always convinced of God’s all- 
presence. He said, “He that sent 
me is with me: the Father hath not 
left me alone” (John 8:29). It was 
this awareness of God’s loving 
presence which enabled Jesus to 
prove the triumph of love over 
hate.

Jesus lived in the radiance of 
Mind’s eternal selfhood. He prom­
ised men freedom and set them 
free. He told them the conditions 
upon which freedom could be ob­
tained. He said, “Ye shall know 
the truth, and the truth shall make 
you free” (John 8:32). He illus­
trated the truth of which he spoke 
by his life and by his triumphant 
victory over death, known as his 
resurrection.

Mrs. Eddy writes of him in Sci­
ence and Health: “ Jesus demon­
strated Christ; he proved that 
Christ is the divine idea of God— 
the Holy Ghost, or Comforter, re­
vealing the divine Principle, Love, 
and leading into all truth”  (p. 
332); “The divine image, idea, or 
Christ was, is, and ever will be 
inseparable from the divine Prin­
ciple, God”  (p. 333).

The Christ brings to human con­
sciousness the message of man’s 
inseparability from God. The mis­
sion of the Christ is ameliorative 
and redemptive, for its mission is 
to take away the sin and suffering 
of the world.

Promise and Fulfillment
Christ Jesus expressed, demon­

strated, and revealed the Christ 
However, he recognized that the 
world was not yet ready for all he 
had to give, and he promised that 
die Comforter or final revelation 
of Truth would be sent by the 
Father and would lead humanity 
into all Truth. This revelation has 
come in our time; it is called 
Christian Science. It has been re­
vealed through a woman, Mary 
Baker Eddy, and through her text­
book, “Science and Health with 
Key to the Scriptures,’’ wherein is 
found the Science of the Christ.

Science and Health is not a book 
of dogmatic theories. It explains 
God’s nature and makes clear His 
purpose and plan for His creation.
It brings Truth within reach of 
every stage of human conscious­
ness, from the child to the sage.
“  >s practical and redemptive on 
every level of human thought.

Mrs. Eddy’s love for God ws 
wholehearted, her love for hr 
fellow men was Christlike; then 
fore she did not flinch from stand 
ing alone and maintaining the Sci 
ence of Christianity in the face c 
persecution by the materially 
minded and the spiritually obtuse

She constantly turned tht 
thought of her followers away fron 
herself as a person to God, the di­
vine Principle which she revealed. 
Yet, one cannot separate the mes­
sage from the messenger, the reve­
lation from the one through whom 
it was revealed. Today the move­
ment which she founded encircles 
the world, and hundreds of thou­
sands of those who have been 
healed and regenerated by the Sci­
ence she discovered joyfully attest 
the divine origin of her revela­
tion. Those who love her best are 
those who practice the Science she 
discovered and who try to bring 
out its Christlike quality in their 
own lives.

Mrs. Eddy based her discovery 
upon the King James Version of 
the Bible. Everything which she 
gives us in Christian Science is 
based upon its inspired word. Stu­
dents of Christian Science love and 
cherish the Bible. They study it 
daily. They ponder it and strive 
to understand and to be obedient 
to its inspired commands.

Prayer—the Gateway to Power
Through prayer we learn to 

claim and prove our unity with 
God. When the disciples asked 
Jesus, “ Lord, teach us to pray" 
(Luke 11:1), they voiced a longing 
deep in the human heart, a longing 
common to all men; though many 
of them are as yet unaware of it. 
Christian Science satisfies this 
longing. It teaches those who come 
to it how to attain dominion 
through prayer. It teaches them 
how to pray and how to pray ef­
fectively.

Indeed, the prayer of spiritual 
understanding is the sole equip­
ment of the Christian Scientist 
Mind is his only medicine in heal­
ing the sick and sinning; just as 
prayer was the only medicine em­
ployed by Jesus. Mrs. Eddy writes 
in her book “Miscellaneous Writ­
ings” (p. 25), “Jesus’ only medi­
cine was omnipotent and omnis­
cient Mind."

Generally speaking, mankind has 
been unable to pray aright, for it 
has been under the delusion that 
God is the author of all of its 
woes. Christian Science demon­
strates that God is wholly good, 
the divine Principle which is Love 
itself, and thus makes it clear that 
God is never the source of trouble 
and that whatever appears as evil 
must of necessity be unreal.

From this standpoint the student 
of Christian Science maintains the 
allness of good and denies the re­
ality of evil. As this is done with 
understanding faith in God, evil 
beliefs of sickness or sin lose their 
hold and disappear; for in the 
atmosphere of spiritual under­
standing where God is known to 
be supreme, evil cannot continue 
to sustain a claim to presence or 
to power. Science and Health says 
(p. 102), “ Mankind must learn 
that evil is not power. Its so-called 
despotism is but a phase of noth­
ingness. Christian Science despoils 
the kingdom of evil, and pre­
eminently promotes affection and 
virtue in families and therefore in 
the community.”  Humanity has 
been slow in learning the lesson 
“that evil is not power.”  It has 
feared evil and been in bondage to 
it for too long. Christian Science 
comes to release it from the fear 
of evil and thus deliver it from its 
effects. It comes, as Paul says, 
to deliver men from the power of 
darkness and to translate them 
into the kingdom of God’s dear 
son. It agrees with Paul’s state­
ment, “ Sin shall not have do­
minion over you: for ye are not 
under the law |of mortal belief 1, 
but under grace” (Rom. 6:14).

Here someone may ask: “ How 
does Christian Science achieve do­
minion over evil? How is the heal­
ing work done?” In her book “The 
First Church of Christ, Scientist, 
and Miscellany” Mrs Eddy says 
(p. 242), “Christian Science is ab­
solute; it is neither behind the 
point of perfection nor advancing 
towards it; it is at this point and 
must be practised therefrom.”

The Christian Science practi­
tioner learns early that his think­
ing must be based on absolute 
Truth. He affirms the truth of God 
and man, and he applies this truth 
to himself and to his patients He 
knows that the real man is for­
ever at one with the Mind which 
is God. He learns to deny the false 
mortal sense of man which has so 
long thwarted and frustrated hu­
man beings. This denial is as abso­
lute as Truth itself, for it refuses 
to recognize anything contrary to 
Truth; therefore, it is found to be 
potent in dissipating error. The 
Discoverer and Founder of Chris­
tian Science writes in Science and 
Health (p. 339), “You conquer 
error by denying its verity.” Of 
course, any effective denial is 
predicated upon a knowledge of 
truth, and in Christian Science a 
valid denial of evil is predicated 
upon the truth of God as All-in- 
all, which discloses His all-

The woman was healed, as thou­
sands have been healed, solely 
tlrough study of the Christian Sci- 
sqce textbook. Thousands of others 
lave been healed through the 
rpyer of Truth, known as Chris- 

tap Science treatment, whereby 
Lite beliefs of sickness or sin are 
c.s*ipated by spiritual understand­
ing of God and by the realization 
that the God-created man is per­
fect' here and now.

The Christian Science practi- 
ticner when called upon for help 
ma.es the truth he maintains so 
pra’tical and available that it 
reames and heals the one who is, 
as yit, unaware of his present per­
fecting Christian Science teaches 
that the errors which appear to 
confnnt us are merely figments of 
the Adam-dream, the deep sleep 
which fell upon Adam. It bids us 
awakm from this sleep. Paul says, 
“ Await thou that sleepest, and 
arise from the dead, and Christ 
shall five thee light” (Eph. 5:14). 
Christan Science proves that in 
the lirh»t of Christ, Truth, error 
disappears, as darkness vanishes 
zi the presence of light.

As you abide in the conscious- 
I ness of God and try to express His 

love, you will find that you have 
the courage to recognize and face 
what is wrong in your life in order 
to correct it. Through Christian 
Science you will be able to change 
whatever may need changing in 
your work or surroundings. For 
example: if your work appears to 
be monotonous (and we are all 
somewhat in sympathy with the 
young woman who said that the 
trouble about life was that it was 
so daily), deny it. God’s love for 
His children is so great that He 
has prov.ded interesting and fruit­
ful work for each one of them 
which that one alone can do. You, 
too, car find the best human ex­
pression of this work, right here 
and now; and you can do the work 
when fjund and do it well.

If ym seem to lack a home or 
if your surroundings appear to be 
drab ind unattractive, you may 
perhaps be unaware that your sur­
roundings may in a way be ex­
pressive of your thought. If you 
will allow Christian Science to 
show you the qualities which con­
stitute home, knowing that they 
typify divine qualities of Mind 
such «s stability, ease, inclusive­
ness, hospitality, and beauty, and 
will endeavor to express them 
your surroundings will improve’ 
and you will sooner or later see the 
promise of the prophet fulfilled 
“ My people shall dwell in a peace­
able habitation, and in sure dwell­
ings, and in quiet resting places” 
(Isa 32:18).

Abiding in Truth, accepting it as 
the only reality, is true prayer as 
the Christian Scientist can prove 
for himself. Certainly it can be 
proved that one’s ability to heal 
depends upon the extent to which 
he abides in the divine presence 
and expresses divine Love

As one dwells in the conscious­
ness of Love, he will find that he 
need not submit to the buffetings of 
evil. As an example of this- a 
small child whose parents were 
students of Christian Science 
burned his hand so severely that 
it was apparently seared white 
His grandmother rushed up to him 
and asked to examine the hand 
The child put his hand behind him 
and said, “ It is all right, God abi«L 
in% . He apparently felt no paln 
and in a short time the material 
evidence of the burn disappeared 
This child had had no false edi, 
cation as to the reality of nain 
and accident and could therefore 
prove his exemption from their 
claims “

Many of us have had a good deal 
of false education, and since fake 
education might seem to be the 
source of most of our troubles we 
need re-education, spiritual ediica 
tion, to enable us to claim and 
demonstrate our birthright of do 
minion. Christian Science comes 
to bring us this spiritual eduea 
tion; it comes to teach us how to 
pray and to prove to us that prayer 
is potent to heal through the ir­
resistible impulsion and enforce­
ment of divine law.

The Decisive Rattle
Mrs Eddy writes in Science »nA 

Health (p 268), “ Belief ,n a m"- 
terial basis, from which may he 
deduced all rationality, is slowly

yielding to the idea of a meta 
ohysical basis, looking away from 
matter to Mind as the cause of 
every effect.” Today many physi­
cal scientists of distinction have 
Yielded to this idea to the extent 
that they no longer conceive of 
matter as substantive. However, 
it was not so when Mrs. Eddy had 
the sublime courage to publish in 
Science and Health her epoch- 
making statement known as the 
scientific statement of being, 
winch I quote in part: “ There is 
no life, truth, intelligence, nor sub­
stance in matter. All is infinite 
Mind and its infinite manifesta­
tion for God is All-in-all” (p. 468). 
At the time this statement was 
first made, the intellectual world 
was in complete disagreement with 
it Not one physical scientist was 
found to support Mrs. Eddy’s state­
ment. Now men have dealt with 
the molecule and have split the 
atom, and many, if not all, natural 
scientists are in partial agreement, 
at least, with her as to the un­
reality of matter.

In his book “ The Human Situa­
tion” William Macneill Dixon, 
after quoting several authorities, 
sums up the consensus as follows 
(p 170): ‘‘In the age-long en­
counter between mind and matter, 
thought and thing, it is not matter 
which has in our time gained upon 
its adversary. The standard of 
mind it is that has gone forward 
and is planted upon the captured 
heights.” He continues, “ Our suc­
cessors may look back, I believe 
they will look back, upon us as 
belonging to an age in which was 
fought the greatest and most mo­
mentous among the decisive battles
of the world.” . .

Christian Science teaches that 
matter is inert, mindless, that it is 
never substantive nor causative, 
hence that it is never the substance 
of body and never the cause of 
disease. Christian Science makes 
it clear that humanity has afflicted 
itself unnecessarily through its be­
lief in matter. It points to material 
belief, not matter, as the cause of 
disease and proves continually 
that correct thinking, spiritual 
thinking, is its cure.

It shows those who accept it 
that they do not in reality live in 
a material universe but that the 
material universe is but a belief 
or delusion of the carnal mind, 
from which one needs only to 
awaken in order to perceive the 
glory of the spiritual universe.

Income and Outgo
Christian Science teaches that 

under the deific law supply in­
variably meets demand. One who 
believes that his supply is mate­
rial, that it depends upon stocks 
and bonds, a job or a business, is 
never without anxiety in regard to 
it, for he is well aware that his 
stocks can become worthless, his 
job can disappear, and his business 
fail. He is always afraid, even 
amid prosperity, that lack lurks 
just around the corner. Christian 
Science can release him from this 
fear by showing him that material 
belief is the cause of poverty, 
while spiritual thinking is its cure.

Poverty is a state of deficiency 
or lack, hence it could not have its 
source in God, who is infinite good; 
and since it is not sent by God, 
His children need not submit to it. 
Man, the expression of God, cannot 
experience what God does not 
know. Since it would be incon­
ceivable for God to know lack, is 
it not equally inconceivable for 
the man who reflects Him to know 
it? The Christian Science textbook 
says of man (p. 475), “ He is the 
compound idea of God, including 
all right ideas; the generic term 
for all that reflects God’s image 
and likeness.” Such being his rich 
heritage, how could God’s man be 
poor?

These statements apply, of 
course, to spiritual man, God’s 
image and likeness. They bring 
out the absolute truth concerning 
this man of God’s creation. This 
truth can be successfully applied 
here and now in our human expe­
rience; for as we become con- 
sciously aware of our indestruct­
ible unity with God, we see that 
we reflect the affluence of our di­
vine Principle. Then we begin to 
see that the limitation, from which 
so many appear to suffer, is merely 
a delusion of the carnal mind. Just

Some herds in Wichita county 
have cows which are not paying 
their way, Haws points out. In their 
cases an empty stall would increase 
profits. Only actual production rec­
ords can sound out these boarders, 
he says. It cannot be done by guess­
ing or estimating.

Only a small percent of the Grade 
A  milk producers in Wichita county 
are members of a dairy herd im­
provement association, and many 
registered herds are not on test. 
The majority of herd owners are 
trying to operate without the most 
important tools for making much- 
needed sound decisions.

Concentrate feeds, the most ex­
pensive in a cow’s ration, should be 
controlled, or fed according to pro­
duction. Without records, a cow 
piay be underfed, overfed, or prop­
erly fed. Chances are two to one 
against being correct. Records on 
jmilk production will eliminate such 
guesswork.

Are herd replacements out of the 
best producing cows? There is dan­
ger in being oversold on the state­
ment “The bull is half the herd." 
As far as each heifer is concerned, 
one-half of her inheritance came 
from her dam. Here again, without 
records, the dairyman is guessing 
at one-half of her inheritance, re­
gardless of the bull.

Dairy Cows Need 
A  “ Vacation”

Dairy cows, too, need an occa­
sional rest.

Unless given a good vacation be­
tween lactation periods, dairy ani­
mals may be unable to produce a 
strong, healthy calf and give their 
full quota of milk, says R. E. Bur­
leson, extension dairy husbandman 
He refers to the dairy cow as 
“complicated piece of maohj.ery.

A  cow, during her dry period, 
must recover from heavy milk pro­
duction, build a calf, and store re­
serves for her next lactation period 
How well she does these jobs de­
pends upon the length of the rest 
and her feed and care during this 
time, says the specialist.

*>he 11 need six to eight weeks of 
rest, good care and a balanced ra­
tion. a  high producer will deplete 
her reserves of minerals and nutri­
ents. Lowered production may re­
sult unless these are rebuilt.

The problem of feeding a dry cow 
is practically solved if she has ac­
cess to a good pasture. But other­
wise bay or silage should be fed 
liberally.

The amount of grain to feed de­
pends upon the condition of the 
cow, but generally the same grain 
can be fed to dry animals as to 
milking cows.

Every dollar put into a good dry 
cow is a wise investment^Burleson 
says. Here’s the reason: A  dairy 
cow that is fed well and cared for 
during this time will often pro­
duce 25 per cent more milk during 
her next lactation. It’s the milk in 
the bucket that counts in the dairy 
business, he says.

Puss i-or bid

During the next few weeks bird 
watchers from Saskatchewan to 
San Antonio will be on the lookout 
for 20-odd whooping cranes winging 
their way south from an Arctic wil­
derness to a marshy refuge on the 
Texas coast near Rockport.

The migration is an annual event 
for the whooping cranes, perhaps 
the most celebrated of all birds 
and the last flock of their kind still 
in existence.

The cranes are the largest and 
most stately of all migratory fowl 
on the North American continent. 
They stand more than four feet 
high, and they are snow white ex­
cept for sharply etched black wing 
tips, black legs, yellow bills, and 
bare red crowns.

Their fall migration takes them 
from their summer nesting ground 
in northern Canada to the Aransas 
National Wildlife Refuge about 15 
mlies north of Rockport on the 
Texas coast.

Whooping cranes generally leave 
Canada in late September or early 
October. They fly in small groups, 
and bring their young ones—hatch­
ed during the summer. Length of 
time required for the trip varies. 
Some arrive at the refuge as early 
as mid-October. Others don’t com­
plete their flight until late Decem­
ber or early January.

The cranes usually head back to 
Canada in April.
