Rural Areas 

Discussed
A beginning is being made to 

reverse the trend that saw 5,000,- 
000 persons leave the farms and 
ranches in the decade of the ’60’s, 
Agriculture Commissioner John C. 
White said in the kesnote addres 
he delivered in Wichita Falls, 
Monday.

Speaking to Texas County Ag­
ricultural Agents attending their 
annual meeting, White said that 
money has been appropriated by 
the federal government for a cam­
paign to stop the emigration lrom 
rural areas, and the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture is also 
trying to find a solution to rural 
problems.

“The congestion in which 75 
percent of the people live on 2 per­
cent of the land has created prob­
lems for the cities too,” White 
pointed out. “Billions of dollars 
will be needed for the program to 
save boths forms of society. Ru­
ral communities must be attrac­
tive enough and offer oppoumi- 
ties enough to stop emigration, 
stabilize population and allow 
them to grow and prosper,b5 he 
declared.

John praised the county agents 
rs a professional class of people 
who have provided a valuable 
service to citizens of the state and 
the ration.
