Livestock men are seeing the
bottoms of ponds that havn't bcen%
dry for 20 years or longer, reports
zary Batte of SCS in Iowa Park.

Wichita county farmers and‘
stockmen are taking advantage of
ike drouth to clean out silted-up
stock ponds or build new ones.
This is a good indication of what’s
heppening in all North Texas, as
land owners prepare for the rains
that are sure to come.

Soil and Water Conservation of-
ficials estimate that over 75 per
cent of the ponds here have gone
dry. Water levels in remaining
ponds are dangerously low.

Others are finding the drv soil
conditions ideal for controlling
mesquite by hasal treatment. The
SCS recommends spraying a mix-
ture of 2 gallons 2,4,5-T material
and 100 gallons of diesel fuel or
kerosene around the lower 12
inches of the tree trunk until it
penctrates the bud zone, located
iust below the surface. Pure diesel
oil or kerosene can also be used.

Eeth stock ponds and brush con-
trol practices can be planned to
improve the invironment, Batte
advised.

Ponds can be built in such a
way as to beautify the landscape
and provide homes for fish, water-
fowl and wildlite. When spraying
mesquite, leave a few larger trees
for shade and to make the land
scape more attractive.

A Tour of the West . . . Mrs,

Though we had visited the Bad
Lands before, we could not resist
another view. They are beautiful
in & bizarre kind of way.

The Passion Play at Spearfish,
S.D., an excellent portrayal of
Christ's last days on earth, his
death and resurrection, held the
attention of thousands for hours,
The setting was a beautiful spot
chosen because there are no flies
nor mosquitos in that part of the
Flack Hills, The costumes and act-
ing were marvelous.
