Jesus resorted to vio-
lence only once, and ths was driv-
ing out animais and overturning
tables to rid the temple of its
desecration, but without harming
any person.

David Wilkerson faces murderers
with the authority of Jesus Christ,
saying, ‘‘God bless you” and walk-
ing away. My fiance, who is in
the army, shook the hand of a
fellow soldier threatening to hit
him and said. “God bless you.”
The man didn’t hit him.

How do we attain this ability
to fight violence with spirituality?
Through acceptance of our inher-
itance of Christ’s authority and
power, and through prayer in all
cifuations.

The ultimate non-violence was a
man betrayed, forsaken, and in
mortal pain saying, “Father, for-
give them, for they know not
what they do.” p
